	 The Board of Alder-
men did just that, approv-
ing four motions relating 
to The Sanctuary develop-
ment with no discussion 
from the board members. 
Amber Preston-Dankert 
voted against each of the 
motions, but they were 
carried by votes in favor 
from Fred Brown, Frank 
Coachman, Michael Mc-
Dougal and David Wil-
liams.
	 Mayor Skip Blancett 
and Billy Hanks were set 
to sign those agreements 
at  the municipal building 
6:30 p.m. Nov. 25 alder-
men. Those agreements 
were approved by the al-
dermen on Nov. 19.
	 The motions approved 
by aldermen were these:
	 • Motion to approve the 
Donation Agreement be-
tween the Village of Sal-
ado and Billie Hanks Jr., 
and Salado Utility Com-
pany, Inc. for the dona-
tion of 6 acres of land and 
Water Quality Permit No. 
WQ0014898001. Motion 
was made by Brown, sec-
ond given by McDougal. 
	 • Motion to approve 
the Wastewater Service 
Agreement between the 
Village of Salado and 
Sanctuary Development 
Company, LLC for retail 
wastewater services to the 
proposed 297 acre devel-
opment to be constructed 
by Sanctuary Develop-

ment Company. Motion by 
Brown, second by McDou-
gal.
	 • Motion to approve the 
Development Agreement 
between the Village of Sal-
ado and BILLIE HANKS, 
JR., HANKS-CABINESS 
TRUST, BHHC CHRIS-
TIAN DEVELOPMENT, 
LLC;  BHHC CHRIS-

	 The Agreement docu-
ments, once signed, will 
be made available to the 
public, according to City 
Manager Kim Foutz. 
	 Prior to convening into 
executive session, alder-

men heard from two citi-
zens speaking under pub-
lic comment on the topic: 
	 Copeland said that the 
Board of Aldermen and 
Mayor had “repeatedly 
disparaged constituents 
as negative naysayers and 
doom and gloomers.”
	 “This is a matter of the 
first amendment and free-
dom of speech,” he added. 
“We all realize Salado 
must progress,” but added 
that citizens in Salado de-
fine progress in different 
terms than the Board of 
Aldermen.
	 “These viewpoints 
must be protected,” he 
said, “unless you wish 
to rule with an iron first 
where other views are not 
tolerated.”
	 Copeland called the 
board’s executive sessions 
“vaguely described” and 
“out of hand.”
	 “The exceptions that al-
low executive sessions are 
to be used sparingly,” he 
said. “Case law is clear on 
the real estate exception. It 
allows closed session when 
open discussion would be 
detrimental in negotiating 
with a third party.”
	 Negotiations were sus-
pended with The Sanc-
tuary on Oct. 8, but Co-
peland pointed to recent 
negotiations by one or two 
aldermen as “suggesting a 
walking quorum.”
	 He referred to state-
ments by the Mayor in 
September that the board 
would work in an open and 
transparent manner. “We 
were told that no major 
decisions would be made 
without citizens having 
had ample opportunity to 
weigh in.”
	 Mayor Skip Blancett in-
terrupted Copeland’s com-
ments, which had gone 
longer than the three min-
utes that are allowed under 

Public Input. 
	 Copeland said that he 
wanted to make a “point of 
order” at that point. 
	 Leah Hayes, attorney 
for the Village of Salado, 
said that points of order 
may only come for the 
members of the body, not 
from the public. 
	 Darlene Walsh also 
talked about the need for 
more public discussions of 
these important decisions. 
“Lots of good things can 
occur.”
	 She referred to a study 
by Kasberg Patrick Asso-
ciates of the possibility of 
tying in to the Temple Bel-
ton Regional Wastewater 
Treatment Plant. “For the 
most part, that study has 
not been made available 
to the public,” she said. 
“There has been very little 
discussion of the findings 
of KPA on regionaliza-
tions versus the costs of 
constructing and main-
taining a new plant.”
	 “There has been no dis-
cussion ever about saving 
dollars to buy or amend 
a permit, no discuss of 
maintenance people, no 
talk of saving testing and 
chemical moneys, or fac-
ing lawsuits from  indi-
viduals who do not want to 
join or land taken by emi-
nent domain,” she said.
	 The Board of Aldermen 
will meet again at 6:30 
p.m. Dec. 10. The board 
will meet only once in De-
cember, according to May-
or Blancett. Blancett told 
the audience that the usual 
first Thursday meeting is 
canceled to allow the com-
munity to take part in the 
Dec. 1 Salado Christmas 
Parade. The parade starts 
at 5 p.m. on Dec. 1 and 
goes from Royal Street to 
the Salado Civic Center.
	

	 Salado High School 
Eagles will remain in 4A 
competition for the next 
two years as the Universti-
ty Interscholastic League 
(UIL) released its confer-
ence cutoff numbers last 
week.
	 The cut off for 4A Divi-
sion II is 480 students en-
rolled in grades 9-12. Sal-
ado High School turned in 
an enrollment of 492 stu-
dents in October. The top 
end of 4A, Div. II is 722 
students.
	 It is unlikely that any of 
Salado’s district football 
opponents will move up 
or down in the upcoming 
February 2016 realign-
ment by UIL. 
	 In 2014, the enrollment 
figures for District 11-
4A Div. II football were 
as follows: Salado, 465, 
Caldwell, 511, Smithville, 
540.5,  La Grange, 610.5 
and Giddings, 640.
	 Without significant 
growth, the district in 
which Salado competes 
for basketball and other 
sports will likely stay the 
same, with Salado being 
the smallest school by far.
	 Schools in District 25-
4A had this enrollment 
for the 2014-15 alignment: 

Salado, 465, Llano, 496, 
Burnet, 924, Liberty Hill, 
954, Taylor, 974 and Lam-
pasas, 1,017.
	 Salado High has 76 
transfer students enrolled 
this year.
	 Without those transfer 
students, Salado would 
drop to 3A competition, 
where the Eagles would 
compete in 3A, Division I 
in football. Student enroll-
ment for 3A, Div. I is 319-
479 students.
	 If Salado had been be-
low the 480 student cut 
off, the Eagles would like-
ly compete in District 10-
3A Div. 1 with these op-
ponents who turned in the 
following enrollment num-
bers in 2014: Florence, 
315, Little River Academy, 
369, Cameron Yoe, 390,  
Troy, 408, Rockdale, 447.
	 The Eagles would also 
likely compete in some 
form of District 20-3A if it 
had made the cut.	
	 For 2014-16, District 
20-3A was comprised 
of the following teams: 
Hearne, 233, Lexing-
ton, 270, Franklin, 288.5, 
Rogers, 307, Little River 
Academy 369, Cameron 
Yoe, 390, Troy, 408 and 
Rockdale, 447.

Yet in recent years, 
such national chains as 
Macy’s and Wal-Mart have 
led a corporate assault on 
Thanksgiving with a buy-
buy-buy blitz of consumer 
come-ons.
	 Rush to the mall,” shout 
the barrage of Black Fri-
day ads — enticing us to 
reduce our values to shal-
low monetary value — i.e., 
discounted stuff. They’ve 
turned this contemplative 
day of thanks into a week-
end of worshipping mam-
mon.
	 “Enough!” says REI.
	 The national retail co-
op with 143 stores and 
$2.2 billion a year in sales 
is raising the ethical bar by 
boycotting Black Friday. 
Instead of shopping on 
the Thursday and Friday 

of Thanksgiving weekend, 
REI is urging its workers 
and customers to break out 
— literally.
	 Take a walk with fami-
ly and friends, enjoy a bike 
ride, visit a public park, 
and otherwise get outside 
the soul-suffocating syn-
drome of constant con-
sumerism.
	 What a concept: Don’t 
shop — live. Connect 
with people, nature, the 
spirits…and yourself. For 
more information, go to 
REI’s special website:

	 The instant online sym-
bol of global support for 
Paris after last week’s 
attacks was a rough-
ly rendered peace sym-
bol with an Eiffel Tower 
in the middle of it. The 
French designer Jean Ju-
llien sketched it as soon 
as he heard the news of 
the atrocity. He called it 
“Peace for Paris,” and it 
immediately became a 
sensation on social media.
Its success is a sign of the 
times. We have become 
experts at treacly online 
mourning. We take gro-
tesque atrocities and laun-
der them into trite symbols 
and slogans that are usual-
ly self-congratulatory and, 
of course, wholly ineffec-
tual. The 19th-century au-
thor William Dean How-
ells once said, “Yes, what 
the American public wants 
is a tragedy with a happy 
ending.” On social media, 
the happy ending is the 
widely shared and tweeted 
image or hashtag.
	 After the slaughter at 
the offices of the satirical 
French magazine Charlie 
Hebdo earlier this year, it 
was “Je suis Charlie,” or 
“I am Charlie.” It was a 
well-intentioned expres-
sion of solidarity, so long 
as you overlooked the ab-
surd presumption of it.
	 You are Charlie? Oh, 
OK. Then draw a sketch 
of Muhammad and post

it online. Better yet, do it 
over and over again, until 
you get constant threats 
and your office is fire-
bombed, just as a warmup. 
No, you aren’t Charlie (for 
that matter, Charlie isn’t 
even Charlie anymore -- 
it’s given up on mocking 
Islam for understandable 
safety reasons).
	 The “Peace for Par-
is” image is simple and 
emotive, if inapt. Paris 
doesn’t need to give peace 
a chance. It doesn’t need 
to make love, not war. It 
doesn’t need to be more 
understanding or more 
hopeful. It needs to be bet-
ter protected by all those 
unsentimental means 
that have been neglected 
in recent years, or over-
whelmed by the growing 
threat of ISIS.
	 Paris -- and more broad-
ly France and the West -- 
needs more surveillance 
of suspected terrorists and 
police raids; a more re-
strictive immigration poli-
cy that doesn’t create large, 
unassimilated Muslim 
populations, or welcome 
terrorists as refugees; and 
a serious, multilayered 
campaign to destroy ISIS 

and deny it the safe havens 
from which it recruits and 
trains, and plots against 
the West.  
	 If someone can come 
up with a catchy symbol 
for that, I’ll embrace it (al-
though “La Marseillaise” 
isn’t so bad: “To arms 
citizens/Form your bat-
talions/March, march”). 
Meanwhile, spare me the 
#PrayforParis hashtag. 
Forgive me if I’m unmoved 
by lighting up world land-
marks in red, white and 
blue, or your putting a tri-
color filter on your Face-
book profile picture. And 
please don’t tell me, in the 
words of the designer Jean 
Jullien, that “in all this 
horror there’s something 
positive that people are 
coming together in a sense 
of unity and peace.”
	 Nothing positive comes 
from innocents getting 
shot down in cold blood 
for the offense of going 
to a concert on a Friday 
night. If there aren’t going 
to be more -- and worse 
-- attacks in our cities, the 
path ahead won’t be one of 
unity and peace. It will be 
the hard, thankless work 
of protecting civilization 
from its enemies.

	  Richard Roger and Os-
car Hammerstein wrote in 
The King and I, “Some-
times, I am not sure what 
I absolutely know is so.”
	 By the time you read 
this Thanksgiving will be 
in full celebration.  Fami-
lies will gather, eat, watch 
the parades and sports, 
and impatiently wait for 
stores to open.

	 By 1621, the harvest 

was so bountiful, the Pil-
grims invited Massasoit, 
Chief, Wampanoag Con-
federacy, and 90 of his 
braves to a lavish 3-day 
feast with deer meat and 
fowl as their main dishes.  
Most of the food was pro-
vided by or with the aid of 
the Indians.  This was the 
first Thanksgiving.  One 
year later, 1622, Squanto 
died.  To his credit belongs 
the fact that he was instru-
mental in saving the Pil-
grims.
	 As this weekend un-
folds, we humbly offer our 
“Thanks” to each of you.  
We celebrate your spirit, 
experience, and tenacity 
in making Salado a special 
place to live. Like Squan-
to, you taught us the im-
portance of self-sacrifice, 
leadership, and commit-
ment.  And, that makes a 
Village!

The David and Barbara 
Swarthout home is nestled 
on 3.5 acres of park-like 
landscape. The circular 
driveway passes under 
large live oak trees in the 
front of the house.

Because the 
play is not a favorite to suc-
ceed, it is used by declarer 
more out of desperation than 
by choice.

	 Observe that it would 
be wrong for South to cover 
the jack or ten with the king 
because the king would lose 
to the ace and South would 
eventually have to lose anoth-
er spade trick.

nesse, and when the cards are 
favorably placed for declarer, 
it gains him a trick.
	 Occasionally, the defense 
can invoke a countermeasure 
to the obligatory finesse, as 
in the present deal. South 
is declarer at four spades, 
and West cashes the K-A of 
clubs, then continues with the 
queen. 
	 If South is allowed to go 
about his business unimped-
ed, he will, as we have seen, 
lose only one trump trick and 
so make the contract.

	 But if the defense func-
tions perfectly, South can be 
defeated. When West leads 
the queen of clubs, East ruffs 
with the ten, even though it 
appears routine to discard on 
his partner’s high club.
	 South is helpless against 
this defense. He is forced to 
overruff with the king -- oth-
erwise, he is down immedi-
ately -- and lead a trump to-
ward the queen.
	 This does him no good 
because West rises with the 
ace and returns the ten of 
clubs. Dummy has to follow 
suit, whereupon East once 
again trumps his partner’s 
high club -- this time with the 
jack -- to secure a one-trick 
set.

CRANBERRY BAKEWELL TART
Serves 12

Studded with tart cranber-
ries and baked in a whole 
wheat and almond crust, 
this spin on a traditional 
English confection is per-
fect for filling your kitchen 
with holiday fragrance. A 
crust that doesn’t require 
chilling or rolling out 
makes for quick work.

1/2 cup (1 stick) unsalted 
butter, softened, plus more for the pan
2 1/2 cup fresh or frozen cranberries, divided
3/4 cup sugar, divided
1/4 cup orange juice
1 1/2 cup plus 3 tablespoons whole wheat pastry flour, divided
1 1/3 cup almond meal, divided
1/2 teaspoon baking powder
1/2 teaspoon ground cinnamon
1/2 teaspoon fine sea salt, divided
1/4 cup expeller-pressed canola oil
1/4 cup ice-cold water
2 teaspoons finely grated orange zest
1 teaspoon pure vanilla extract
1 egg plus 1 egg white
 

	Preheat the oven to 350°F. Butter a 9-inch round tart pan with a removable bottom. 
Combine 2 cups of the cranberries, 1/4 cup of the sugar and orange juice in a medium 
saucepan. Place over medium heat, cover and cook for 5 minutes. Uncover, stir well 
and cook, stirring often, until cranberries have popped, 4 to 5 minutes more. Remove 
from heat and stir vigorously until jammy.   

Meanwhile, in a large bowl, whisk together 1 1/2 cups of the flour, 1/3 cup of the 
almond meal, baking powder, cinnamon and 1/4 teaspoon of the salt. Add oil and 
ice-cold water; stir with a fork until a dough forms. Press into bottom and sides of the 
prepared pan. Spread warm cranberry jam evenly over the bottom.   

Combine remaining 1 cup almond meal, 1/2 cup sugar, 3 tablespoons flour, 1/4 tea-
spoon salt and orange zest in a food processor and pulse until blended. Add butter, 
vanilla, egg and egg white and purée until smooth. Spread evenly over jam and tuck 
remaining 1/2 cup cranberries into batter. Place on a baking sheet. Bake until tart is 
golden brown and just springs back when touched, about 40 minutes. Cool on a wire 
rack until warm. Gently press on the pan bottom to remove tart. Transfer to a plate and 
slice.

MUSHROOM STUFFING WITH FRESH HERBS

Abundant fresh herbs 
brighten up this savory 
mushroom side.

1 large loaf seeded hearth 
bread (about 1 1/3 pounds), 
cut into 3/4-inch cubes 
(about 12 cups)
2 tablespoons extra-virgin olive oil
2 tablespoons unsalted butter
1 pound assorted mushrooms, such as oyster, shiitake or chanterelle, chopped
4 large shallots, chopped
3 stalks celery, chopped
1/3 cup chopped fresh parsley
1/3 cup chopped mixed fresh herbs such as sage, thyme, marjoram and oregano
1 1/4 teaspoon fine sea salt
1/2 teaspoon ground black pepper
3 cups low-sodium vegetable broth

Spread bread cubes on 2 large baking sheets; let sit on the counter overnight, or bake 
in a preheated 300°F oven until just dried, about 15 minutes. Transfer to a large bowl. 

In a large skillet, heat oil and butter over medium heat. Add mushrooms and cook, 
stirring frequently, until very tender, about 10 minutes. Stir in shallots and celery and 
cook for 3 minutes more. Stir in parsley, mixed herbs, salt and pepper and transfer 
mixture to the bowl with bread. Stir in broth and let sit for a few minutes until liquid 
is absorbed.

If using to stuff a turkey, cool completely and follow stuffing directions for your 
recipe. If baking separately, preheat the oven to 350°F. Spoon stuffing into a large but-
tered baking dish. Smooth the top and bake until browned and crisp, about 50 minutes.

	 AUSTIN, Texas - On 
Thanksgiving Day, cooks 
in homes across the nation 
are faced with the chal-
lenge of setting a table 
with food that’s not just 
delicious but also safe to 
eat. 
	 And Amy Simonne, a 
professor with the Univer-
sity of Florida’s Institute 
of Food and Agricultural 
Sciences, has a few tips.
	 She stresses a healthy 
dinner begins with good 
preparation, and even 
though it may seem coun-
ter intuitive, she says don’t 
wash your turkey before 
putting it in the oven.
	 “It’s better for you to 
minimize handling of the 
raw poultry,” she points 
out. “Just put (it) in the 
pan. Cooking can destroy 
the germs, but washing 
raw poultry is not going to

remove the germs.”
	 Simonne explains that 
washing your bird can help 
scatter potentially harmful 
bacteria across kitchen 
surfaces, which can end up 
in side dishes. 
	 She also reminds cooks 
and all guests to practice 
good personal hygiene. 
Wash your hands, and 
make sure you use serving 
spoons with long handles 

for dishes, just in case 
someone forgets.
	 According to the U.S. 
Department of Agricul-
ture, turkeys should be 
cooked at a temperature 
no lower than 325 degrees. 
	 Simonne says don’t rely 
on those plastic indicators 
- use a food thermometer 
to make sure the internal 
temperature reaches at 

least 165 degrees. 
	 Simonne says after 
dinner, cooked foods need 
to be eaten within two 
hours. After that, it should 
be refrigerated or thrown 
away. 
	 “If you want to save the 
turkey, when the turkey 
is cooled down to, let’s 
say, room temperature, 
then you need to put that 
away pretty quickly, let’s 
say within an hour,” she 
advises. “That would be 
really an ideal time.”
	 Simonne says you can 
divide leftovers into small 
portions and keep them in 
the refrigerator for three to 
four days or in the freezer 
for two to six months. 
	 According to the 
USDA, food-borne ill-
nesses can lead to long-
term health conditions, 
and are linked to 3,000 
American deaths each 
year.
