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Record high markets despite
record high fed borrowing

The S&P 500 Stock In-
dex (SPX) rose a delightful
1.22% for the week to close
at 3022.55, finally clear-
ing the “3000 ceiling” off
which it has been bouncing
for several months. That
rise puts the Index at only
a 0.11% loss for the trail-
ing three months and up
a whopping 13.69% from
a year ago. Before we get
too excited, the SPX is still
three points below where it
was in late July when it rose
to 3025 before succumbing
to more tariff-related bad
news. It is also only about
5% higher than it was in
January of 2018, 21 months
ago. In short, the stock mar-
ket appears ready for either
a breakout or a slap back.

The yield on the 10-
year U.S. Treasury note fell
during the middle of the
week but soared to close at
1.80% by the close on Fri-
day, confirming the end of
the inverted Treasury yield
curve. West Texas Inter-
mediate crude oil closed
out at $56.63, 5.44% higher
than a week ago although
still down over 16% from
last year at this time. Both
the Treasury yield and the
price of oil were credited to
optimism that the U.S. and
China might have a break-
through to end the trade
war.

The Economy

The U.S. Treasury fi-
nally closed out the books
on the fiscal year 2019 and,
as of the end of September
when the federal fiscal year
ended, the federal deficit
for the year was official-
ly $984.4 billion, up 26%
from 2018. 2019’s overdraft
brings the total official
federal debt due to 78% of
GDP. Barring some major
unseen event, all forecasts
anticipate that the total for
the calendar year will ex-
ceed $1 trillion and keep
on doing so for at least the
next decade. In past eco-
nomic cycles, the federal
government borrowed heav-
ily during times of war and
depression then paid down
much of the debt in good

times. This time around we
have decided to give our-
selves a tax cut and increase
spending. Economists gen-
erally do not see a good
end to this practice but only
time will tell.

We can say that the
record-high levels of short
term borrowing by the fed-
eral government are having
an unprecedented effect.
Beginning about six weeks
ago, the Fed was infus-
ing $35 billion per week
into the short-term Trea-
sury market each weak as
it bought freshly issued
Treasury bills to fix a sud-
den and unexpected cash
shortage in the economy.
Two weeks ago, as it be-
came apparent that there
was still a short-term cash
flow problem, the weekly
infusion was raised to $75
billion. Last week came the
announcement that the ceil-
ing was to be raised to $120
billion. On Friday, the Fed
announced an extra $77.3
billion would be added to
major banks’ liquidity to
cover the weekend. While
the intervention of the New
York Federal Reserve bank
to offset a cash crunch in
the money-center banks is
absolutely one of the prime
missions of the Federal Re-
serve, to trigger an emer-
gency relief function of the
U.S. central bank in a time
of economic boom should
be taken seriously. We have
triggered a stress crack in
the system. The culprit is
the decision not only by
Congress to run amazingly
high deficits in a time of
high economic demand but
also by the Trump Admin-
istration to focus the bor-
rowing on the short end of
the curve. As the short-term
Treasury securities mature,
the Treasury must not only
sell new ones to cover the

deficit but also more to cov-
er the maturing issues. This
cycle is piling up and in
doing so draining the cash
from the system and forcing
the Federal Reserve to step
in to prevent a crisis.

Meanwhile, in the big-
ger economic picture, dura-
ble goods orders in the U.S.
were down 1.1% in Septem-
ber. Shipments to fill old
orders have been declining
for the past three months
and were down another
0.4% for the month. At the
same time, inventories con-
tinued to increase, suggest-
ing that manufacturers are
still producing more than
they are selling each month.
Capital goods, which are
the high-dollar items com-
panies use to make other
things and to do new busi-
ness, declined 2.8% in Sep-
tember.

We certainly don’t
know if history will re-
peat itself but in 1920, one
hundred years ago, large-
ly because of tariffs, fiscal
mismanagement, and an
unexpected cash  short-
age, our economy experi-
enced the largely forgotten
“mini-depression” of 1920-
21. It followed a record-low
unemployment period and
a decline in domestic man-
ufacturing. There are simi-
lar forces in play today but
there are also striking con-
trasts. As always, all we can
do it watch and be aware.

The evidence contin-
ues to mount that consumer
spending alone is propping
up the economy with all the
other elements surviving on
the hope that the trade war
will end soon and bring
with it a resurgence in in-
ternational trade. At the
same time, each survey of
business owners both here
and around the world grows
gloomier each month.

Our district enrollment
is 2,074 students. This is
an increase of 133 students
from last year, which is the
largest one-year enrollment
increase in the history of
our school district.

Here are our district
enrollment numbers from
the past several years:

2012 = 1,348
2013 = 1,461
2014 = 1,556
2015 = 1,656
2016 = 1,748
2017 = 1,862
2018 = 1,941
2019 = 2,074

This increase of 726
students over the past seven
years represents a 54% in-
crease, which is the largest
percentage increase out of
the 76 school districts in our
Waco Region.

Texas school districts
also use our high school
snapshot date enrollments
for the University Inter-
scholastic League (UIL) re-
alignment every two years.
In 2017 the 4A size classi-
fication had a high school
enrollment range from 505
students to 1,149 students
and Salado High School
had 563 students.

While the UIL can ad-
just the enrollment ranges
for each size classification,
our current high school en-
rollment of 644 students
will most likely still be
within the 4A size classi-
fication. The first week
of December the UIL will
release the 1A through 6A
classifications and cutoff
enrollments. The first week
of February the UIL will re-
lease the UIL districts and
regions.

Trump should want a
rapid impeachment

The Ukraine story hasn’t
been good for President
Donald Trump, and there’s
only one way out -- to get
impeached, and the sooner,
the better.

Trump obviously hates
the idea of being impeached.
He thinks it’s unfair, and is
raging against the process
with every political and le-
gal argument his team can
muster and every insult and
countercharge he can make
on Twitter. But he doesn’t
have any choice in the mat-
ter.

Impeachment is baked
in the cake. There’s no way
that Democrats, having
opened an impeachment
inquiry (although without a
vote), can pull up short now.
How could they, after tout-
ing revelation after revela-
tion, including a supposed
“confession” by Trump’s
chief of staff?

As impeachment rum-
bles on, it puts every Trump
lapse (Syria, Doral, etc.) in
starker relief and places it in
the context of the question
of whether he should be im-
peached and removed.

Meanwhile, if support
for impeachment is about
50 percent or a little high-
er, there’s every reason for
Democrats to stretch it out.
The current process suits
their purposes nicely. They
interview officials in pri-
vate and then leak the most
damaging parts. There’s no
danger of public hearings
bouncing the wrong way ...

because there are no public
hearings.

The impeachment inqui-
ry also has the advantage of
giving the Democratic base
what it wants, and creating
a strong sense of action
against Trump. When Re-
publicans took the House
in the middle of Barack
Obama’s first term, they
had trouble controlling the
expectations of their own
base, which wanted im-
mediate results when the
GOP had limited power.
Impeachment allows Dem-
ocrats to forestall such a
feeling among their own
voters, even though they,
too, aren’t getting anything
substantive done.

This suggests that, as of
this moment, House Speak-
er Nancy Pelosi looks to
have judged the politics
of impeachment shrewd-
ly, holding off when it still
seemed politically prema-
ture and striking when the
prospect of moving the nee-
dle of public opinion pre-
sented itself.

Given how impeachment
is playing, she should wel-
come the White House em-
bracing the normal strategy
in these fights of attempting
to frustrate and delay the
inquiry. Not only is this

standard approach not ful-
ly working -- former and
current officials are talking
to House investigators re-
gardless -- at the margins it
lengthens an inquiry that’s
working for the Democrats.
All that said, it’s always
possible the public will tire
of the probe, especially if it
reaches past the first month
or two of an election year.

What can Trump do
about any of this? Absent a
mea culpa and promise of
full transparency, which ar-
en’t in the cards for temper-
amental reasons if nothing
else, Trump can’t change
the dynamic or the timing.
But he should be secretly
rooting for the rapid arrival
of Impeachment Day (and
the near-inevitable acquittal
in the Senate).

It will be one of the big-
gest stories of the Trump
presidency. Then, like ev-
erything else, it will grow
old very fast. Impeachment
won’t be forgotten, but it
will fade into part of the
tapestry of endless Trump
controversies and outrages,
from Charlottesville to his
Helsinki press conference
with Vladimir Putin.

Democrats will believe
they struck a decisive blow
against Trump, when they
really may have helped him
turn the page.

This famous hand occurred in the
1948 European Championship during
a match between Norway and Great
Britain. West was S.J. Simon, author
of the classic “Why You Lose at
Bridge,” and East was the British star
Terence Reese.

Reese missed the winning play, as
he himself relates, but it is likely that
most players would have done the
same thing. Simon cashed the K-A of

clubs — East playing high-low — and
led a third club, which Reese ruffed.
Reese then returned a heart.

The Norwegian declarer won the
heart, crossed to dummy with a dia-
mond, took a trump finesse, returned
to dummy with a diamond, took a
second trump finesse and so made
four spades. His only losers were two
clubs and a ruff.

The same series of plays occurred
at the second table, where the English
declarer also made four spades. The
deal was thus a standoff, but later
received wide attention because both
Easts could have defeated the contract
by making an extraordinary play.

East can stop the contract by discard-
ing a diamond at trick three instead
of ruffing the third round of clubs!
Declarer can then reach dummy only
once, and — since he requires two
trump leads from dummy to stop East
from making two trump tricks — he
must go down one.

The contract is easy enough to defeat
on paper. But at the bridge table, where
second thoughts don’t count, practi-
cally any player holding the East cards
would ruff the third club and then start
thinking about what to do next.

The hand is an exceptionally fine
illustration of why you can’t afford to
play the game mechanically.
