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Appeals Court rules for SISD in Kinsey battle

The United States Fifth
Circuit Court of Appeals
ruled 13-2 in favor of Salado
ISD Jan. 6 in Dr. Nolan L.
Kinsey versus Salado Inde-
pendent School District, et
al. The full court of 15 judges
heard the case after an ear-
lier panel of three ruled in
favor of Dr. Kinsey on
grounds that his First
Amendment and Fourteenth
rights had been violated by
the SISD Board of Trustees
when it relieved him of his

duties (with full compensa-
tion) in 1988,

The Court's review of the
case was limited to the sum-
mary judgment on the Four-
teenth Amendment and the
judgment notwithstanding
the verdict on the First
Amendment.

"Free and open speech and
political affiliation are part of
the mix that molds and sus-
tains this Nation," wrote
Chief Judge Clark in the
majority ruling. "But, need-
less to say, Kinsey 's exercise

of those rights, as a private
citizen, is not absolute, inso-
far as it conflicts with his role
as a public employee."

"In short, in light of his
high-level policymaker and
confidential position, Kinsey
stepped over the line...he
abandoned any shelter oth-
erwise provided him by the
First Amendment....this case
should not have been submit-
ted to the jury,” the majority
stated.

"Kinsey did not have a
constitutionally protected

property interest in the non-
economic benefit of serving
as superintendent. Accord-
ingly, we do not reach his
contention that he did ot
receive due process,” the
majority ruled.

"The constitutional evil of
today's decision is that it
summarily strips the super-
intendent of a badge of citi-
zenship -- the right to par-
ticipate publicly in an elec-
tion," wrote Judge Goldberg
in dissension.

Effects of pollutants in food

A major question today is, "What effects do increased
pollutants in the environment and in food have upon our
health?" Food manufacturers continue to put more food addi-
tives in our food supply; yet there has been too little time to
evaluate the change in body function and in nutritional require-
ments caused by these additives. Note that the Food and Drug
Administration continues to eliminate certain food colorings,
preservatives, and chemical taste modifiers from the market. It
takes years for the FDA to determine that an additive is harmful
to the body, and then more years of legal hassle to ban th item.
In the meantime, you and I are eating these additives on a daily
basis. These items change the requirement for nutritional in-
take, because certain vitamins and minerals are veryimportant
to the detoxification -- removal of poisons -- from our bodies.
These detoxifiers are "used up" detoxifying the body, leaving in-
adequate supplies for the body's nutritional requirements.

It is known that additives placed in food for preservation
and appearance create different reactions in different people.
Some individuals are extremely sensitive to such things as food
colorings and preservatives. This sensitivity may be so great
that the person will have a headache or gross personality change
within minutes of ingesting the additive.

Chamber

First, let us take a look at
what the local Chamber does
for this unincorporated vil-
lage that would otherwise be
done by some governmental
body such as a city or county
of some other incorporated
entity. The easiest way to
note these activities is to look
at the proposed budget cur-
rently under consideration
by the Board of Directors of
the Chamber.

Foremost in expenses is
the care and maintenance of
Pace Park. Many are not
aware that Pace Park was
left to the Village years ago
with the understanding that
the Chamber would take full
responsibility for its upkeep.
This charge has been ful-
filled and 1992 will see no
less than $14,000 allocated

for labor, tree planting, pur-
chase of new equipment for
the pavilion, plus the on-
going general clean-up and
mowing that is a year-round
requirement. Pace Park is a
jewel that brings visitors to
our community on a daily
basis and is the site of the
annual Art Fair. A master
plan will be designed this
year in order to proceed with
the planting of trees and the
addition of new facilities as
well as the work needed to be
done on the Salado Creek
channel. -

Other expenditures going
directly to the village and its
citizens include: a major con-
tribution to the Van Bibber
Scholarship to top Salado
High School graduates,
funds to the Salado Volun-

the Guard as the new presi-
dent and board members
take office. Members of the
Board of Directors are
elected for three year terms
by members of the Chamber
with staggered annual
elections.
