“A national survey of single men
and women revealed that two-thirds

- year regard chocolate as a romantic
gift,” explained Terri Kaminski,
a rson for E. J. Brach
Corporation, the largest maker of
seasonal candy in the United States.
The nationally projectable survey
of single men and women aged
21-65 was commissioned by Brach's
Candy. It revealed that 75 percent
of all single men and women in the

United States have at one time or
another received a heart-shaped box
of chocolates,

Both men and women are equally
likely to give candy for Valentine's
Day, according to the survey. “More
women appear to be buying candy
heart boxes for their favorite guys,”
said Kaminski. “This year, we
introduced a heart box of chocolate
golf balls, and it's been a real hit."

In these days of shrinking budgets
and belt-tightening, chocolates also
remain affordable. A heart box of
chocolates can generally be bought
for less than $12, “It's a thoughtful
gift," Kaminski said. “And it doesn’t
involve monthly payments!"

To choose the best ap-
proach, follow these guide-
lines to decrease sodium:
