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	 Following a recent opin-
ion issued by Texas Attor-
ney General Ken Paxton 
that state law requires the 
operator of a golf cart to 
have a driver’s license, Sal-
ado aldermen will consider 
repealing its current golf 
cart ordinance and issuing a 
new ordinance.
	 State law requires li-
censed operators, license 
plates and certain safety 
equipment for golf carts. 
The law allows the opera-
tion of golf carts on public 
roads in master planned 
communities, public beach-
es and on roadways within 
a certain distance of a golf 
course during daytime hours 
only.
	 State law also allows 
municipalities to authorize 
the operation of golf carts 
on any public road, day or 

night, where the speed limit 
does not exceed 35 mph.
	 The changes in the golf 
cart ordinance includes al-
lowing golf carts to operated 
on public streets during day-
time or nighttime. 
	 The ordinance also en-
forces locally the operational 
and equipment requirements 
for Golf Carts outlined in the 
Texas Transportation Code.
	 A golf cart operated under 
Section 551.404 must have 
the following equipment: 
headlamps, taillamps,
reflectors, parking brake; and 
mirrors.
	 Golf carts operated on 
public streets will also re-
quire license plates to be 
issued by the Texas Depart-
ment of Motor Vehicles. The 
fee for a golf cart license 
plate is no more than $10. 
Golf cart license plates do 

not expire. A person who 
becomes the owner of a golf 
cart for which the previous 
owner obtained a license 
plate may not use the previ-
ous owner’s license plate.
	 While golf carts are al-
lowed on streets with speed 
limits of 35 MPH or less, 
they may cross intersections 
with streets that exceed the 
35 MPH limit.
	 Enforcement under the 
new golf cart ordinance will 
fall under the Salado Police 
Department, which will have 
the power to have a golf cart 
towed to an impound lot at 
the expense of the owner if 
the cart is operated in viola-
tion of the ordinance. Fines 
for violating the golf cart or-
dinance will not exceed $500 
per offense.
	

	 Salado aldermen will 
mull two infrastructure items 
during their 6:30 p.m. June 3 
meeting: roads and sewers.
	 Aldermen will consider 
awarding a contract for the 
Salado Plaza Drive Improve-
ment Project.
	 Bids were received from 
the following contractors: 
Lone Star Grading & Ma-
terials, LLC of Salado, RT 
Schneider Construction 
Company of Belton and My-
ers Concrete of Wimberley.

	 The base bid called for 
reconstruction of the Salado 
Plaza Dr. roadway with six 
inches of reinforced con-
crete paving using a concrete 
pavement that could be open 
to traffic within seven days. 
An alternate to the Class 
P pavement would be us-
ing HES concrete pavement 
that could be open to traffic 
within 24 hours rather than 
seven days. Bidders were 
also asked to submit alter-
native pricing for us of ce-

ment stabilization rather than 
geogrid.
	 Village staff will recom-
mend using the bad bid with 
geogrid and HES concrete. 
The low bidder is RT Schnei-
der Construction Company 
with a bid of $365,201.20. 
	 The Village budgeted 
$157,500 for this project 
in the current budget. If the 
board approves the bid, it 
will have to dip into the gen-
eral fund balance to cover 
the overage.

	 The board will also con-
sider a wastewater lift station 
odor control program for an 
estimated cost of  $29,000. 
The Village has approved 
a multi-month trial proj-
ect to use odor-controlling 
chemicals at both the Royal 
Street and Church Street lift 
stations. Board members 
requested staff to present a 
12-month program involv-
ing the use of odor control 
chemicals along with an en-
hanced scrubbing filter hood 

to further reduce odor issues 
at the lift stations.
	 The board will consider 
approving a proposed Hotel 
Occupancy Tax funded com-
munity support program to 
set aside $35,000 per year 
for distribution to individu-
als, groups and businesses in 
support of certain communi-
ty events that promote over-
night visitation in Salado.
	 Funding applications can 
be submitted beginning in 
June. The applications will 

be reviewed by the Tourism 
Advisory Board and forward 
funding recommendations 
for the coming fiscal year to 
the Village Board of Alder-
men. 
	 In other business, alder-
men will consider appointing 
members to various boards, 
including these:

Advisory Board.
	 Ryan Kinch to Tourism 

	 The Village of Salado is 
the recipient of a $150,000 
small community grant for 
the Pace Park All Abilities 
Playground.
	 Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Commission announced May 
27 that it approved more than 
$21.6 million in competitive 
local park grants to help fund 
projects that will create and 
enhance outdoor recreation-
al opportunities like nature 
trails, native gardens, play-
grounds, splash pads, dog 
parks and sports fields at 38 
community parks state-wide.
	 The grants, allocated to 
local government entities, 
appropriate state and federal 
funding dedicated for the 
acquisition and/or develop-
ment of public recreation 
areas and facilities in Texas 
on a 50/50 reimbursement 
match basis. Once funded, 
all grant-assisted sites must 
be dedicated as parkland in 
perpetuity, properly main-
tained and open to the public.
	 The commission, which 
administers the local park 
grants program for the state 
of Texas, awarded projects in 
various categories based on 
community population size 
and scope.
	 Urban Outdoor Recre-
ation Grants are reserved for 
local units of government 
having populations exceed-
ing 500,000, with projects in 
five communities receiving 
grants. 
	 The Non-Urban Out-
door Recreation Grants are 
dedicated to funding park 
projects in municipalities 
under 500,000 and the com-
mission-approved awards to 
projects in 21 communities. 

	 The Small Community 
Recreation Grants are for 
park projects in towns of 
less than 20,000 and were 
awarded to 12 communities, 
including the Village of Sal-
ado.
	 The Village of Salado is 
one of three central Texas 
communities to receive the 
matching grant.
	 The village of Salado is 
the recipient of a $150,000 
small community grant for 
its Pace Park All Abilities 
Playground. Proposed de-
velopment and renovations 
include the playground with 
inclusive elements and na-
tive landscaping.
	 The Village of Salado has 
budgeted $50,000 toward 
the $150,000 match. Other 
funds are coming from the 
Sirena-fest and other donors. 
Sirenafest will be making an 
announcement  about a ma-
jor donation towards the All 
Abilities Playground.
	 Village of Salado alder-
men will discuss at their 6:30 
p.m. June 3 meeting approv-
ing an agreement with Lang-
ford Community Manage-
ment Services to manage the 
grant for a cost of $15,000.
	 Other central Texas com-
munities to receive grants 
from Texas Parks & Wildlife 
were Travis County and La 
Grange.
	 Travis County is the re-
cipient of an approximately 
$1.4 million urban outdoor 
grant for its Onion Creek 
Greenway Phase IV project. 
	  The city of La Grange is 
the recipient of a $750,000 
non-urban outdoor grant for 
its Hope Hill Park.

	 “For the past 20 years, 
we haven’t been a nation at 
war, but rather a military at 
war.”
	 Retired Brigadier Gen-
eral Jason Walrath, a 1989 
graduate of West Point, 
spoke to an audience of 
more than 100 gathered on 
Memorial Day to honor the 
military members buried in 
Salado Cemetery.
	 Gen. Walrath told the au-
dience that one half of one 
percent of American citi-
zens serve in the military. 
“In essence a tiny portion 
shoulder the load of na-
tional security in defense 
of our freedoms,” he said, 
“freedoms that precipitate 
a military populated large-
ly by free thinking, self-
reliant and resilient Service 
Members.”
	 In the early 1990s, 36% 
of the US population were 
veterans. In 2021, that per-
centage is 16%. “Rural ar-
eas, especially the south-
east US to include Texas 
are over represented in our 

military ranks,” Gen. Wal-
rath said.  “We also know 
that 78% of the folks in the 
military today have a fam-
ily member that served or 
is serving.  In essence mili-
tary service is a family en-
terprise.”
	 Because of the discon-
nect between American 
citizens and the citizen 
soldiers who volunteer for 
military service now, Me-
morial Day is becoming 
more the first weekend 
of summer than what it is 
truly intended to be: a time 
to reflect on the service and 
sacrifice of American ser-
vicemen and women. 
	 “Memorial Day is an 
opportunity to reflect on 
those that gave their lives 
in our Nation’s defense,” 
Walrath said, then intro-
ducing the audience to his 
West Point classmate and 
friend Lt. Col Jim Wal-
ton. The two served in the 
infantry and later in avia-
tion after graduating from 
the United States Military 
Academy. “He was a kind, 
unpretentious, humble guy 
who never drew attention to 

himself,” he said. “He had 
an inner joy and peace that 
manifested in an eternal 
smile.”
	 He was killed in 2008 
when his Humvee encoun-
tered an IED. He and three 
other soldiers were killed in 
the fire fight that followed. 
“Jim made a conscious de-
cision to step up and defend 
this unique creation we call 
America,” Gen. Walrath 
said. “He was one of the 
good guys who volunteered 
to stand in our place in an 
attempt to hold the dark-

ness back just a little bit.” 
	 “American Servicemen 
and women remain largely 
unchanged,” he said. “We 
are cohesive, dedicated and 
committed to achieving 
excellence.  As an organi-
zation we don’t care what 
you look like, who you 
voted for or who you wor-
ship among other things.... 
The US Military stands in 
good stead.  We are second 
to none globally for a num-
ber of reasons but primar-
ily, because we are a free 
people.”

Brig. Gen. Walrath offers
reflections on Memorial Day
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	 Think of us as cicadas, 
the insects you’ve heard 
about ad nauseam, that live 
underground for 17 years 
and then surface to get it 
on. Well, we humans in the 
U.S. have sheltered in place 
for 17 months, give or take, 
tucked away from the rav-
ages of COVID. And now 
we are about to find out 
how bawdy our bodies have 
become.
	 Now millions of hi-
bernating Americans will 
emerge, courtesy of the 
vaccine, to discover how 
the world has changed. The 
absence of masks -- prima 
facie evidence of a return to 
“normal” -- might reveal a 
metamorphosed society. 
True, the millions of work-
ers who got used to up-
per-half masquerades 
during Zoom meetings, or 
those who were forced into 
babysitting the kiddies at 
home as the family urchins 
struggled with school, will 
now come trickling back 
to the office -- if they have 
an office to which they 
can return. Many desper-
ate employers discovered 
the financial advantages of 
having less real estate, and 
some have turned to ma-
chines to make their em-
ployees flat out obsolete. 
Fewer jobs mean fewer 
restaurants or food trucks, 
fewer hotel rooms, fewer 
shopping opportunities, 
fewer entertainment ven-
ues and, most importantly, 
fewer workers downtown to 
staff those facilities. 
	 And what about those 
precious little delicate flow-
er kiddies, who are going 
back to in-person school, 
or will return this fall? 
Will they be like the cica-

das and have forgotten all 
they had learned, or will 
at least some of the virtu-
al instruction have actual-
ly taken? Probably a bit of 
both. Chances are they will 
have some catching up to 
do. Will colleges and uni-
versities have to lower their 
admission standards, or will 
higher education change 
now that we’ve discovered 
that you don’t have to go 
to a boring lecture from a 
pompous junior instruc-
tor in a decrepit building 
at exorbitant tuition prices 
when you can get that same 
pomposity from your Zoom 
room at home?
	 How will the politi-
cians respond to all these 
changes? The easy an-
swer is poorly or not at all. 
They’re dinosaurs anyway, 
mired in extinct issues, 
ready for some meteor to 
obliterate them before they 
even deal with reality -- as 
opposed to the cliched is-
sues of yesteryear. They 
are most preoccupied with 
keeping their jobs, which 
makes them vulnerable to 
the demagogues and influ-
ence peddlers who will pay 
good -- or should I say bad? 
-- money to keep things 
the way they were. That is 
to say unfairly distributed. 
We never learn or, if we do 
learn, it’s the wrong lesson.
The pandemic provided 
proof. Since the beginning 
of the United States, we have 

been stained as a nation by 
our oppressive treatment 
of people of color. Even 
today, as we undeservedly 
gloat about each tidbit of 
progress we’ve made, we 
are faced with statistics 
that minorities have been 
disproportionately felled 
by the coronavirus. Why? 
Because of crippling dis-
crimination, that’s why. We 
are still badly burdened by 
inequality. The poor are 
stuck in menial jobs that 
require face-to-face con-
tact with the infectious 
general public, forced to 
live far from health care as 
well as nutrition. 
	 It’s not hard to under-
stand that. The reaction has 
been divided. Liberals talk 
a good game. They pretend 
they want to take mean-
ingful steps to force police 
to stop killing minorities, 
going through the motions 
of making schools better 
for all, giving lip service 
to the ways they’ll achieve 
equal opportunity. Con-
servatives challenge what 
they call a “critical race” 
curriculum, attacking the 
way the history of preju-
dice in the United States is 
taught. All that frustration 
and futility begs the ques-
tion that cicadas ask even if 
they succeed in making the 
big score after 17 years of 
anticipation: Was it really 
worth it?

Human Cicadas

	 Republicans have had a 
brutal news cycle over the 
past month, between the 
ouster of Liz Cheney from 
leadership and the intrapar-
ty jousting over a January 6 
commission.
	 The overwhelming sense 
of the coverage is that the 
party is descending into 
madness and civil war and 
is a husk of its former self.
There’s no denying that 
much of the party has been 
too willing to indulge or 
look away from wild theo-
ries about the 2020 election 
and the Capitol riot, but this 
shouldn’t obscure the fact 
that the Republicans are 
well-positioned to take the 
House next year.
	 All indications are that 
GOP voters are united and 
energized and the party is 
doing what’s necessary to 
make Kevin McCarthy the 
next speaker, which would 
instantly squash the nev-
er-very-plausible talk of Joe 
Biden being the next FDR.
The foundation of the 
GOP’s unity, of course, 
is that Donald Trump ef-
fortlessly maintained his 
control of the GOP. The 
anticipated civil war came 
and went with barely a shot 
fired.
	 Cheney is certainly a 
casualty, although she is 
now less a leader of a sig-
nificant faction of the party 
and more a voice crying in 
the wilderness. That is an 
honorable role, and she may 
well be vindicated in the 
fullness of time.
	 But the party will pay no 
electoral price for the dra-
ma over her leadership role 
or, likely, for its continued 
loyalty to Trump. 
	 Despite Trump’s grip, 

he’s not front and center 
for average voters. He isn’t 
president and he isn’t on 
the ballot. The focus in-
evitably will be on Biden 
and his agenda, which will 
loom larger than anything 
the former president can do 
from Mar-a-Lago.
	 The Democratic polling 
outfit Democracy Corps 
just did a battleground sur-
vey that confirmed this pic-
ture. As Stanley Greenberg 
writes in a memo about the 
poll, among Republicans: 
“the percent scoring 10, the 
highest level of interest in 
the election, has fallen from 
84-68%. But Democrats’ 
engagement fell from 85- 
57%.”
	 Greenberg calls the GOP 
base “uniquely unified and 
engaged.”
	 More evidence is the 
boffo fundraising by the 
National Republican Cam-
paign Committee so far. 
Meanwhile, GOP candidate 
recruitment is ahead of the 
pace of prior midterm cy-
cles, whereas Democrats 
are seeing worrisome re-
tirements.
	 It’s not as though there’s 
a high bar for the GOP. Re-
publicans will need to flip 
about half-a-dozen seats in 
the House, when in the post-
World War II era the presi-
dent’s party has lost on av-
erage 27 seats in midterms.
	 On top of this, the play-
ing field is tilting the GOP’s 
way. Reapportionment 
gave more seats to Repub-

lican states and based on 
its strength in state legisla-
tures, the GOP also has the 
upper hand in redistricting.
The Biden theory is that 
$6 trillion in spending will 
deliver a roaring economy 
that diminishes any mid-
term losses. But the latest 
jobs and inflation numbers 
show that it might not be so 
simple, and there is consid-
erable doubt whether Biden 
can get his spending.
	 Greenberg derives some 
comfort from his belief that, 
in contrast to 2020, “this 
time, Democrats cannot fail 
to see how early Trump’s 
party is fully engaged with 
its ongoing culture war, fo-
cused on crime, open bor-
ders, and defunding the po-
lice.”
	 Yet, there is no indica-
tion of any effort to seri-
ously defuse these issues. 
Biden’s policies have need-
lessly created a crisis at the 
border, and murder rates 
continue to climb in major 
cities, even as much of the 
left still talks of the police 
as if it’s a racist occupying 
force.
	 There are miles to go be-
fore November 2022. Biden 
might find a way to thread 
the needle of cooperating 
with Republicans on infra-
structure and police reform 
without alienating his own 
base, and unforeseen events 
always take a hand.
	 But the story of 2021 is 
not a Republican meltdown. 
Despite what you read, the 
party stands a good chance 
to end its bout in the wilder-
ness after two short years.

The GOP Future Is Bright

The Markets
 	 The old, reliable, if 
sometimes eccentric, S&P 
500 Stock Index (SPX) 
closed out the week and the 
month at 4201.11, up 1.16% 
for the week and over a half 
a percent for the month. At 
the halt of trading before the 
long weekend, it was a mere 
0.67% below its record high 
close early in the month. It 
has now risen for the past 
four consecutive months 
and is up 11.93% year-to-
date. Interestingly enough, 
the Index now seems to be 
immune from panics in the 
cryptocoins market with Bit-
coin now down almost 50% 
from its high in mid-April 
and a selloff on Friday. The 
CRSP Mid-Cap Value Index 
closed at 2482.32, up 1.03% 
for the week and 21% so far 
this year.
 	 The 10-year U.S. Trea-
sury note yield, ignoring 
headline inflation alarms, 
slipped 1.7% to yield 
1.584% as buyers continued 
to suppress any increases. 
Ultra-short-term rates re-
main near and in some cases 
below zero, lower than they 
were last year when the Fed 
forced rates down, as a lot 
of cash continued to seek 
short-term safe havens. The 
yield on Treasury securi-
ties maturing out as far as 
mid-October was negative. 
The yield curve, a generally 
good predictor of economic 
cycles, remained steep with 
the 30-year Treasury bond 
yielding 2.264%. West Tex-
as Intermediate crude oil 
(WTI) ended the workweek 
at $66.63, up about 4.5% 
for the week on increasing 
demand and a whopping 
37.6% year-to-date. 
 The Economy
 	 Even as the effect of the 
stimulus checks fade into 
memory, with an accom-
panying drop in household 
income of 13%, consumer 
spending, the prime driver in 
the U.S. economy, jumped 
0.5% in April according to 
the Commerce Department. 
What was being bought 
though shifted a bit from 
products toward services 

as more people ventured 
out to restaurants, movie 
theaters, and other sources 
of entertainment. Services 
spending rose 1.1% for the 
month, while spending on 
goods fell 0.6%. Spending 
on goods remains near a 
record high and is still well 
above the long-term trend 
line while services spending 
still has some catching up to 
do to get back where it was 
before the pandemic. Odd-
ly, despite the April drop, 
household income remained 
11% higher than it was in 
February 2020, just before 
the pandemic hit. 
 	 In what initially might 
appear as a dark cloud, 
the Census Bureau report-
ed new orders for durable 
goods decreased 1.3% in 
April after 11 months of 
consecutive increases. A 
closer look revealed that if 
we exclude transportation 
from the figures, orders ac-
tually increased by 1% for 
the month. The culprit ap-
pears to be the automotive 
chip shortage. Transporta-
tion orders, primarily cars 
and trucks, declined 6.7%, 
even as the backlog of un-
filled orders continued to 
rise. The bright spot in the 
report was in orders for 
commercial capital goods, 
up 3.5% for April and over 
15% this year. Commercial 
capital goods orders con-
stitute investments by busi-
nesses in future production 
capacity and are one of the 
best indicators of future eco-
nomic growth. Normally, 
commercial CAPEX, as it is 
called in economics jargon, 
tends to surge at the bottom 
of a recession and indicates 
that businesses have iden-
tified an opportunity to in-
vest. This time around, the 
surge appears to be coming 
well off the bottom and sug-

gests there is a lot of room 
left to grow in the economy.
 	 An economic indicator 
that did fall in April was 
new-home sales, down 5.9% 
as builders had fewer to sell 
and the price of construction 
surged. According to the 
Case-Shiller Home Price 
Index, the average cost of 
a home has risen 13.1% in 
the last year. At the same 
time, surveys suggested that 
the growth in the number of 
people planning to buy new 
homes fell to “only” 9.1% 
from March’s 11%. That is 
still a lot of folks looking for 
a new home. 
 	 We’ve been following 
new unemployment claims 
carefully this year as the 
number was stuck at or 
above 700,000 per week 
for most of early 2021. Last 
week we saw a delightful 
drop to 444,000 and this 
week the news got better 
as the newly unemployed 
dropped to 406,000. That 
is still nearly twice what 
we saw pre-pandemic but is 
definitely headed in the right 
direction.
 	 The bottom line remains 
much the same, the U.S. 
economy is booming and 
is awash in cash, much of 
which will be spent over 
the next year or two. The 
restrictions, and where 
prices are rising, is in areas 
where the logistics chain is 
clogged and both manufac-
turers and service providers 
are having trouble keeping 
up with demand. The under-
lying fundamentals of the 
stock market continue to re-
main sound as corporations 
are coming in with record 
revenues and profits. While 
we have faith that there are 
bumps ahead, there is room 
to grow and plenty of cash 
to fuel a lot of economic ex-
pansion.

THE BIDDING TELLS THE TALE

One of the great things about bridge 
is that every once in a while, even if 
you’ve been playing a very long time, 
you see something you’ve never seen 
before. Take today’s deal, which 
cropped up in a local duplicate game.

At most tables, South wound up in 
two or three spades after East opened 
one club, West raised to two and 
North doubled. At those tables where 
North raised South’s two-spade 
response to three, it was critical that 
South find a way to avoid losing five 
tricks. Only one declarer succeeded. 

The play was virtually the same at 
every table. Declarer won the open-
ing club lead with dummy’s ace and 
played the king of diamonds. East 
won, cashed the king of clubs and 
led the jack of clubs to West’s queen. 
West then shifted to a heart, East tak-
ing the king with the ace and exiting 
with a diamond to South’s queen. 
Declarer thereupon led the queen of 
spades, hoping West had started with 
the K-x. West’s king was taken by the 
ace, but South later lost a spade to 
East’s ten for down one.

The declarers who failed to make 
nine tricks in spades missed a key 
inference available from the bidding. 
While East could certainly open one 
club on a three-card suit, West was 
hardly likely to raise clubs without 
four-card support.

Once East was credited with just 
three clubs, there were only three dis-
tributions he could have started with: 
4-3-3-3, 3-4-3-3, or 4-4-2-3. East 
therefore could not have the low dou-
bleton spade the unsuccessful declar-
ers were hoping for.

Since the contract could not be 
made if East had the king of spades, 
South’s only legitimate chance for 
nine tricks was to play West for spe-
cifically the singleton king. Accord-
ingly, the lone successful declarer led 
a low spade from his hand after tak-
ing the diamond queen and ended up 
with a top score for his efforts.
