	 Taking a joyride in a golf 
cart or off-highway vehicle 
could soon earn Bell County 
drivers citations. This comes 
as the result of state-wide 
legislation, which has re-
cently taken effect.
	 House Bill 1548, from 
the 86th Legislative Session, 
allows the operation of off-
highway vehicles on certain 
public roadways when they 
display an Off-Highway 
Vehicle license plate. This 
includes all-terrain vehicles 

(ATV), recreational off-high-
way vehicles (ROV), util-
ity vehicles (UTV) and sand 
rails. The law also requires 
golf carts that are operated 
on public roads to display a 
Golf Cart license plate even 
when their operation is limit-
ed to an area such as a master 
planned community.
	 The bill was passed in 
March 2019 and was set to 
become official in Septem-
ber, but complications with 
shipping and the pandemic 

kept it from being enforced.
	 “It took another 6 months 
before we had the license 
plates in stock,” Bell County 
Tax Assessor-Collector Shay 
Luedeke said. “We received 
our stock of license plates in 
early March 2020, just be-
fore COVID.”
	 In response to the pan-
demic and resulting shut-
down, Governor Greg Abbott 
issued a waiver for vehicle 
titles and registrations.
	 “The waiver made off-

highway vehicle license 
plates a moot point, since 
law enforcement could not 
write tickets for failing to 
have current registrations,” 
Luedeke said. “That waiver 
has since lapsed, and we 
are back to pre-COVID op-
erations, so we can continue 
processing the off-highway 
plates per Texas Law.”
	 Plates for off-highway 
vehicles and golf carts are 
available at the Bell County 
Tax Assessor-Collector’s 

office. Unlike most other 
vehicle types, off-highway 
vehicles and golf carts are 
not subject to vehicle inspec-
tion requirements, and liabil-
ity insurance is not verified 
when applying for plates.
	 “We are here to help 
owners of off-highway ve-
hicles and golf carts and 
make the process of obtain-
ing plates as simple as pos-
sible,” Luedeke said. “Once 
we issue your plate, it will be 
valid for as long as you own 

the vehicle.”
	 The fee for Off-Highway 
Vehicle and Golf Cart plates 
is $10, plus $4.75 in process-
ing and handling fees. 
	 Off-Highway Vehicle and 
Golf Cart plates are not sub-
ject to annual renewal and 
are not transferrable. 
	 For more information on 
the requirements for these 
vehicles, visit www.txdmv.
gov/motorists/buying-or-
selling-a-vehicle/unique-ve-
hicles.

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Market & Economic
Update

The Markets
 	 Our preferred gauge of 
the stock market, the S&P 
500 Stock Index (SPX) 
closed out the week at an-
other record high as it got its 
mojo back after last week’s 
bipolar scares that the Fed-
eral Reserve would be too 
lax or too vigilant. It end-
ed the week at 4280.70, up 
2.74% for the week and is 
now up just under 14% year-
to-date. While comparing 
the SPX with where it was 
last year at this time is a bit 
misleading as the Index is 
indeed up a whopping 42% 
from its depressive lows of 
2020. At least some of the 
credit for its reinvigoration 
was given in published re-
ports to the infrastructure 
deal announced on Thurs-
day between President Biden 
and a bi-partisan group of 
Senators. The concept of a 
trillion dollars invested in 
roads, bridges, power grids, 
power sources, and vehicle 
charging stations across the 
country inspired investors 
in everything from Cater-
pillar to Tesla and propelled 
the stock market to a series 
of new highs since the an-
nouncement. In light of the 
recent shutdown of the I-40 
bridge across the Mississip-
pi River at Memphis, there 
was a sense that something 
had to be done if commerce 
was to continue to flow 
across the country. Not to be 
outdone by its larger cousin, 
the CRSP Mid Cap Value 
Index, the other stock in-
dex we track, rose 3.42% to 
3449.82, also a record close, 
and is now up 19.39% this 
year. 
 	 The 10-year U.S. Trea-
sury note, the bond market’s 
benchmark, increased its 
yield to 1.528%, far from 
its recent highs but revers-
ing six weeks of declining 
rates. Since bond prices fall 
when rates rise, the T-note 
has resumed its role as a 
counterbalance to the stock 
market. The yield curve re-
mains quite comfortably 
steep, suggesting better 
times ahead. Longer-dated 
Treasuries out to about 30 
years saw a rush of buying 
as bond investors concluded 
that the Fed has inflation 
under control. The price of 

West Texas Intermediate 
crude oil (WTI) rose 3.42% 
to $74.00 as demand contin-
ued to ramp up in a reopen-
ing economy. In an interest-
ing pattern, the longer-term 
contracts for WTI are now 
cheaper than short-term 
ones. That pattern suggests 
the oil patch is likely to sig-
nificantly increase produc-
tion this year. 
The Economy
 	 Two stories dominated 
the economic headlines for 
the week, first that house-
hold spending held steady at 
a record rate but continued 
to shift from buying goods 
to spending on services, and 
second that prices were up 
a bunch from this time last 
year. The first looked quite 
healthy and the second was, 
as usual for one-year com-
parisons, rather misleading.
 	 The U.S. economy is 
about 67% consumer spend-
ing, quite unlike the econo-
mies of most of Europe and 
Asia where exports, largely 
sales to the U.S., drive the 
train. The headline sounded 
grim here at home, “Con-
sumer Spending Flat from 
Last Month,” but a look at 
the numbers from the Com-
merce Department showed 
something remarkable. Con-
sumer spending for May 
remained an astonishing 
20% higher than it was in 
February 2020, the month 
before the pandemic hit. If 
you have been to a restau-
rant, or event, you have seen 
the result, jammed tables 
and full parking lots. At the 
same time though, weekly 
worker filings for unem-
ployment insurance, a proxy 
for layoffs, also remained 
flat at 411,000, nearly twice 
the pre-pandemic number. 
This is definitely a recovery 
that is split between differ-
ent populations. Where and 
why the layoffs continue 
to be so high in a booming 
economy continues to be an 
unanswered question.
 	 The second headline, that 

the Personal Consumption 
Expenditure (PCE) Index 
(the Commerce Depart-
ment’s inflation measure) 
rose 3.9% in the last twelve 
months, was the one that 
could be misleading. If in-
stead of measuring the PCE 
Index against last year at 
this time, we go back two 
years and measure the an-
nualized rate since May of 
2019, inflation, including 
food and fuel, has risen at 
a relatively sedate 2.26% 
per year. That number is 
important to the markets 
because the Federal Re-
serve Board has repeatedly 
stated that they don’t pay 
much attention to the CPI 
but watch the PCE careful-
ly. The difference between 
the two is that the CPI mea-
sures a set list of goods and 
services, some of which are 
pretty weird (like the rental 
value of your house), while 
the PCE Index measures the 
price change in what peo-
ple actually spent money on 
during the period. 
 	 In another bit of good 
economic news, the Com-
merce Department an-
nounced that U.S. durable 
goods orders, items expect-
ed to last three years or 
more, jumped 3.2% from 
April to May. A big piece 
of that jump was a rush of 
orders to Boeing for its 787 
Max airliners now that they 
have cleared the safety and 
regulatory hurdles. Busi-
ness investment in capital 
goods, equipment to make 
things and provide services, 
continued to rise at a 15% 
annualized rate.
 	 The bottom line is that 
we passed through a small 
wobble last week, but the re-
bound appears to be stron-
ger than anyone would have 
predicted even a few months 
ago. Better, there appears to 
be plenty of fuel for things 
to improve even more as 
the global economy works 
through its supply-chain is-
sues.

Consumer spending moves 
from goods to services

To the Editor:
	 In the June 24, 2021 issue 
of the Salado Village Voice, 
Linda Reynolds asks if Sal-
ado really needs an ETJ.  
	 Obviously she is upset 
that those in the ETJ do not 
pay city taxes; however, Sal-
ado does not provide city 
services in the ETJ; there-
fore, no taxation is forth-
coming.  
	 Obviously, hers is a limit-
ed understanding of the pur-
pose of an ETJ as she only 
addresses the village’s influ-
ence on developments.  
	 Property owners volun-
tarily joined Salado’s ETJ 
as a protective measure for 
themselves and the Village 
of Salado’s future.  That 
was in an era of land grabs 
by Belton and Killeen and 
a potential one by Temple, 
and area folks preferred to 
cast their futures with Sala-
do.  Without an ETJ, Salado 
could have been boxed in by 
these cities and would have 
lost all access to surround-
ing areas for expansion.  
	 To eliminate the ETJ 
would be extremely short 
sighted, but short sighted-
ness  is not uncommon in 
politicians and political as-
pirants as evidenced by the 
allowing of intrusions by the 
cities of Belton and Killeen 
into the Salado school dis-
trict.  North along IH-35, 
Salado ISD’s boundaries ex-
tend to the Lampasas River, 
yet Belton’s city limits are 
only a few hundred yards 
beyond FM 2484.  Also, 
north of Crow’s Ranch Road 
and west of Salado, the area 
is subject to Killeen, while 

the Salado ISD’s bound-
ary extends to Stillhouse 
Hollow Lake and the river.  
Those properties will never 
be available for the village’s 
future expansions, and any-
thing not in Salado’s ETJ is 
at risk.  
	 In contrast, residents 
along FM 2843 carried the 
Salado ETJ to the William-
son County line - the Sal-
ado ISD’s boundary - and 
would have gone on to join 
the Florence ETJ had the 
elected Salado “shakers and 
movers” complied.
	 Ms. Reynolds’ position 
reminds me of that taken 
by many Salado residents 
in the 1960s.  Those locals 
encouraged annexation of 
Salado schools by Belton 
ISD and forced annexation 
elections.  They contended 
that Salado’s schools could 
not survive, nor could they 
provide adequate education.  
A drive past Salado’s school 
complexes and assessment 
of the student body evidence 
otherwise.  Short sighted-
ness when self-serving, non 
factual and emotional, is 
very damaging.
	 The Salado ETJ is ex-
tremely valuable to the ISD, 
which in return is valuable 
to the village.  Village con-
trol of development plats, 
etc., can help assure reten-
tion of  quality and taxable 
value.  Individuals building 

in the ETJ, although provid-
ing and maintaining their 
own septic and water sys-
tems - at no little cost - tend 
to build valuable homes and 
enhance their property, and 
they pay school taxes which 
subsidize the schools that 
contribute to the allure of 
the Village of Salado.
	 An object lesson in re-
verse of such narrow mind-
edness as encouraged by 
Ms. Reynolds would be the 
situation in Temple.  Old 
timers explained that early 
on Temple ISD limited its 
school district boundaries to 
conform with the city’s orig-
inal boundaries - allegedly 
to prevent having to provide 
school buses.  Districts like 
Belton, Troy, and Academy 
gladly took up the slack.  
Although now extending its 
city limits, much of Tem-
ple’ growth lies within the 
Belton and Academy school 
districts.  In fact, at least one 
major development along 
Taylor’s Valley Road, which 
is within Temple’s city lim-
its, erected a large sign pro-
claiming that it was in the 
Academy School District.
	 Also for Ms. Reynolds’ 
benefit:  Individuals in the 
extended ETJ take care of 
our rattlesnakes and deer, 
dead or otherwise, and we 
take care of our neighbors 

ETJ expansion protected Salado 
from neighbors’ land grab efforts

	 WANTED: Trained se-
curity professionals to deal 
with elevated levels of crime 
and mayhem at risk to their 
own life and limb, while 
getting called racist oppres-
sors and potentially thrown 
under the bus by elected of-
ficials.
	 This has become the de 
facto employment notice for 
police around the country, 
and, unsurprisingly, cops 
and prospective cops don’t 
find it particularly enticing. 
Why would they?
	 America’s cities are feel-
ing the effects of a years-
long experiment in what 
would happen if nearly ev-
eryone celebrated a move-
ment based on the idea that 
police are racist goons, ex-
cused rioting and explained 
away spiraling crime, and 
made it clear to cops that if 
they make a mistake, they 
will, at the very least, be-
come instantly infamous.
It hasn’t gone well.
	 Portland, Oregon, has 
been a veritable research 
lab for this experiment. The 
latest blow to the city is the 
mass resignation of the Port-
land Police Bureau’s Rap-
id Response Team, which 
is responsible for policing 
protests in the city -- a chal-
lenging, endless, and literal-
ly thankless job.
Rioting has become part of 
the fabric of urban life in 
Portland, where demonstra-
tors have battled with cops 
nearly every other night 
since the death of George 
Floyd.
	 The city’s leadership 
has been hapless, at best, in 
dealing with the chaos, and 
loud voices have been con-
demning the cops.
After an officer in the unit 
was charged with a crime 

for striking a photographer 
in the head with a baton af-
ter he had pushed her to the 
ground, the members con-
sidered it a last straw.
	 Portland City Commis-
sioner Jo Ann Hardesty 
kicked them on the way out 
the door, calling the resig-
nations “yet another exam-
ple of a rogue paramilitary 
organization that is unac-
countable to the elected of-
ficials and residents of Port-
land.” She didn’t want them 
to quit, but instead to stay 
on the job so they could be 
fired.
	 Either way, she thinks 
it’s a great opportunity to 
show what “de-escalation in 
policing looks like” -- effec-
tively blaming the police for 
black-clad thugs constantly 
trying to burn things down. 
The same argument was 
made about federal officers 
during the Trump adminis-
tration, but, lo and behold, 
the disorder continued even 
after federal forces stepped 
back and even after Joe 
Biden was elected president.
	 The head of the Port-
land police union issued a 
stinging statement in reply 
to Hardesty, saying that 
members of the unit “did not 
volunteer to have Molotov 
cocktails, fireworks, explo-
sives, rocks, bottles, urine, 
feces, and other dangerous 
objects thrown at them.” 
Nor, he continued, did they 
volunteer “to be subject to 
warrantless criticism and 
false allegations by elect-
ed officials, or to suffer 
through baseless complaints 

and lengthy investigations 
devoid of due process.”
	 What’s happening in 
Portland’s riot unit is a mi-
crocosm of what’s happen-
ing everywhere. According 
to a survey by the Police 
Executive Research Forum, 
police resignations were up 
by 45% and retirements up 
18% over the last year, while 
hiring has been slow.
	 In other words, when we 
need more cops in response 
to rising crime, we are get-
ting fewer. This is like cut-
ting back on firefighters 
while a wildfire is raging 
or reducing the size of the 
Army while it is fighting 
a war. No rational person 
would want smaller forces 
right now, yet the elite cul-
ture, leftist politicians, and 
obnoxious street protestors 
are conspiring to shrink 
them.
	 The crux of the matter is 
the moral status of the po-
lice. The question is wheth-
er they fulfill an absolutely 
crucial role that deserves to 
be honored and supported to 
the hilt by public officials, 
who unstintingly back order 
on the streets as a founda-
tional public good -- or not.
	 There are signs that even 
liberal jurisdictions are be-
ginning to get this (crime 
has a been a top issue in 
the New York City mayor-
al race). We aren’t going to 
keep or recruit good cops 
unless the job descrip-
tion, which has become so 
off-putting, is again worthy 
of the indispensability of the 
work.

	 AUSTIN, Texas - Some 
areas of Texas already have 

approached triple-digit tem-
peratures this month, and 
there’s concern older adults 
could face grave danger 
should the power grid be 
overwhelmed, as it was 
during a February winter 
storm. People already have 
been asked to conserve 
power this spring as the 
Texas grid verged on black-
outs.
	 Tina Tran, AARP Texas 
state director, said excessive 
heat is a major hazard for 
people who are medically 
vulnerable and some older 
than 65, especially if they 
live in older homes. She 
recommended some safety 
measures, including “wear-
ing the appropriate clothing, 
limiting your outdoor activ-
ities, staying hydrated, clos-
ing the blinds to stay cool 
enough to stay safe.”
	 Tran said that older peo-
ple, anyone who’s over-

weight or ill, and even in-
fants and young children can 
be prone to heat exhaustion 
or heat stroke. She encour-
aged folks to know the signs 
of heat stroke and do every-
thing necessary to stay cool 
indoors, even if it means 
going to public cooling 
centers. Tran also reminded 
younger Texans that during 
a heat wave it’s important 
to take the time to check on 
neighbors, older folks and 
anyone with medical issues.
	 “In reading some of the 
stories of people who have 
suffered, or have even un-
fortunately passed because 
of the heat,” she said, “of-
ten it’s because they are 
rationing, because they are 
worried about the high bills 
that they might get.”
	 Last month, the Ener-
gy Reliability Council of 
Texas asked residents to 
conserve energy to avoid 

rolling blackouts. Tran said 
she hopes it was an anomaly 
but admitted it was concern-
ing. To ensure reliability, 
she said, anyone can con-
tact their power provider if 
they’re worried about how 
to pay the bills “and see if 
they can be put on a plan, 
just to ensure that their elec-
tricity doesn’t get turned 
off, or that they’re on a list 
in case of rolling outages.”
	 This year, AARP worked 
with state lawmakers to 
pass legislation that aims 
to strengthen the state’s 
emergency-assistance regis-
try, known as STEAR. The 
free registry provides local 
emergency planners and re-
sponders with information 
on the needs in their com-
munity. 
	 Texans also can call 211 
for information about cool-
ing centers or emergency 
assistance.

FAMOUS HAND

Back in 1935, Ely and Jo Cul-
bertson played a long challenge 
match against Hal and Dorothy 
Sims. Although it did not stir up as 
much public interest as the famous 
Lenz-Culbertson encounter two years 
earlier, the match was followed with 
great interest by most of the faithful 
in the bridge world.

Sims, a giant of a man with a dom-
inating personality, was one of the 

great card players of all time. He had 
an unerring instinct for good card 
play that produced the best possible 
result in virtually every hand.

But in this deal, Sims, South, met 
his match in the person of the brilliant 
but shy Jo Culbertson, who chose the 
four of spades as her opening lead 
against four hearts!

The underlead of an ace against 
a suit contract is a practice severely 
frowned upon in expert circles. But 
Mrs. Culbertson reasoned that Sims’ 
unwillingness to play three notrump 
stemmed from a weakness in spades 
and that dummy was correspondingly 
marked with some spade strength by 
virtue of her three-notrump bid.

So Jo, taking advantage of what 
seemed an ideal occasion in view 
of the bidding, underled the ace of 
spades. After studying the situation 
at length, Sims played low from 
dummy, hoping Mrs. Culbertson 
had led low from either the ten or the 
queen, or both. Ely won with the ten 
and returned a club to his wife’s ace, 
whereupon Jo led a low spade again!

Sims glared at Jo for quite a while 
before finally deciding she wouldn’t 
dare underlead an ace twice against 
the likes of himself. Accordingly, he 
played the jack from dummy. Ely 
won with the queen and returned a 
spade to Jo’s ace, and a scarlet-faced 
Sims went down one.

	 The ceremony was held 
in the Salado Civic Center, 
which stands on land that 
was donated by the fami-
ly of William Hamblen, an 
early day Salado Mason, 
to build a public school in 
1924. The old red school-
house served as the single 
school building for Salado 
for more than 50 years.
	 The connection between 
education in Salado and 
Salado Masons goes back 
to the founding of Salado, 
when local citizens gath-
ered in 1859 to buy stock in 
a new private college that 
now stands as a ruins and 
park following three dif-
ferent fires during  its 60 
years.
	 Col. E.S.C. Robertson, 
who was the first Master of 
Salado Masonic Lodge in 
1867, donated the land on 
which Salado College was 
built as well as 100 acres to 
be sold as lots to raise the 
money to build the College.
	 “Masonry has long sup-
ported public schools,” said 
Eric Cameron, Master of 
Salado Lodge. “In the ear-
ly days, most lodges were 
two-story buildings. The 
lodge met on the second 
floor and encouraged the 
local churches and schools 
to meet on the ground floor. 
Many lodges started public 
schools themselves in their 
lodge buildings and paid the 
teachers’ salaries.”
	 Mirabeau B. Lamar, the 
second president of the Re-
public of Texas, was a Ma-
son and is known as “the 
father of the Texas Public 
School system,” because his 
work resulted in the State 
of Texas setting up a public 
school system. 
	 For these reasons, Ma-
sonic Lodges across the 
state give the Mirabeau B. 
Lamar Medal for Excel-
lence in Education. 
	 “In Salado, we choose to 
award the Lamar Medal to 
the Teacher of the Year cho-
sen for each of our Salado 
campuses,” Cameron said.

	 The David Gregg “D. G.” 
Adams family could hardly 
have been better suited for 
Salado when the five-mem-
ber family relocated there 
from Marlin about 1871.  
Like so many others, the 
good doctor and his wife 
Lola “Lettie” came seeking 
good educational opportu-
nities for their children but 
they had much to offer the 
Village in return. 
	 Long before he arrived 
in Salado, D. G. Adams 
had proven himself a valu-
able Texas pioneer just as 
his father had done before 
him. D. G. was born in 
Missouri in 1827 but his 
parents, Thomas and Ruth 
Adams, moved the family 
to Texas and settled in the 
Austin area when D. G. was 
a young boy. Once settled, 
the Adams family thrived, 
accumulated a vast amount of property.

	 As a young man D. G. 
Adams attended medical 
school at Tulane University 
in Louisiana before mov-
ing to Marlin, Falls County. 
A bright and enterprising 
young man, he was soon 
elected Treasurer of Falls 
County. By 1859, he was 
operating a drugstore and 
serving as postmaster in 
Marlin.1 When the Civil 
War broke out Captain Ad-
ams was among four lead-
ers in the area who stepped 
up to muster in and lead a 
unit of soldiers.
	 In 1862, Adams, age 35, 
married Lettie Capps, age 
20, the daughter of a local 
Justice of the Peace named 
Frank W. Capps. As early as 
1870, census records show 
that the young doctor had 

acquired property with an 
estimated value of $3,000, 
a princely sum at that time. 
In quick succession, the Ad-
ams couple added four chil-
dren to the family. Daugh-
ter Maggie, son Jackson and 
daughter Ruth Eloise “Ella” 
survived but son David A. 
Adams did not. He died in 
1870 and is buried in Falls 
County. With the children 
approaching school age, the 
following year the Adams 
family moved to Salado.2

doctors have comprised the 
owners of the stone build-
ing.  The house is named 
for both Dr. David Hosack 
Armstrong, the man who 
built it about 1868, and for 
the subject of this narrative, 
the home’s second owner 
Dr. D. G. Adams.3 
	 Although the house was 
small, particularly by to-
day’s standards, Lettie and 
D. G. often boarded stu-
dents. A pair of brothers, 
Wesley and Littleton Talley, 
boarded in the Adams home 
and later became sons-in-
law when one married Ella 
and the other married Mag-
gie Adams.  	
	 Dr. Adams was a re-
sourceful man. In addition 
to practicing medicine, 
he farmed and operated a 
drugstore in Salado. The 
drugstore was apparently 
a popular site. The Salado 
News-Letter, an early short-
lived newspaper in Salado, 
partnered with doctor Ad-
ams to obtain subscribers 
and advertisers. “Those 
wishing to insert advertise-
ments in the News-Letter 
or to subscribe for the same 
or have job-work done, will 
please leave their orders at 
Dr. D. G. Adams’ store.” 
E. W. Billings stated in his 
News-Letter of August 25, 
1874. It also contained this 
brief ad for the store: 
	 Dr. D. G. Adams is con-
stantly receiving additions 
to his already well-selected 
stock of pure drugs, paints, 
oils, etc.  Give him a call.”
	 In 1879, when the young-
est child in the family was 
thirteen, Lettie gave birth 
to her last child, a daughter 
christened Hattie LaGregg 
Adams. The older girls, 
Maggie and Ella, were ac-
complished students who 
gave private lessons in mu-
sic and art in their home in 
later years. In addition to 
his business interests D. G. 
Adams was highly involved 
in local politics and civic 
work. In 1880 he was elect-
ed treasurer of the local 
Lodge of Masons. Adams 
was involved with the lo-
cal public school and in at-
tempts to secure a railroad 
stop for Salado. In 1884 he 
was elected County Com-
missioner, a distinction that 
earned him a place on the 
Bell County Courthouse’s 
cornerstone.     
	 In 1886, Adams was 

named the election officer 
for Salado and in 1895 was 
named president of the Bell 
County Chapter of Silveri-
tes, a group that lobbied for 
all money to be made exclu-
sively of gold or silver coin. 
	 By 1900, with the old-
er Adams children mar-
ried, only Hattie remained 
with her parents in the 
stone house on Main. Hat-
tie taught school and never 
married, moving in later 
years to Big Spring, Texas. 
Ella’s husband, Wesley Tal-
ley, operated a grocery store 
in Salado and D. G., other-
wise retired, helped out in 
the store. 
	 On July 17, 1907, Dr. Ad-
ams died at age 81. Under 
the caption “Another Old-
Timer Gone”, the Bartlett 
Tribune characterized Ad-
ams as a highly respect man 
who was held in esteem 
by all of knew him. While 
preparing for his funeral, 
which was carried out by 
his Masonic friends, Lettie 
was so overcome with grief 
that she fell into a faint from 
which she did not awake. 
The funeral was delayed 
one day so that the couple 
could be buried together 
and they were laid to rest in 
Temple.  
	 In 1910, the heirs of the 
estate sold the old Adams 
homestead to Doctor Ira A. 
Griffin.  It is fitting that the 
Adams’s name be associ-
ated with the stone house 
on Salado’s Main Street 
because the family owned 
it for thirty-eight years and 
was an exemplary family.  
	 Members of the David 
Gregg Adams family are 
worthy candidates for rec-
ognition as Salado pioneers. 
	 1. Adams’s ownership 
of a drugstore in Marlin 
is inferred. An advertise-
ment for liniment sold by 
Dr. D. G. Adams in Marlin 
in a newspaper of 1859 is 
a strong clue that he oper-
ated a drugstore there, as is 
his subsequent ownership 
of a drugstore in Salado. 
His status as postmaster is 
also a clue, as many early 
post offices were located in 
stores.
	 2. In her book, Salado, Its 
History and Its People, Fel-
da Shanklin puts the year of 
the Adams family’s move to 
Salado at 1871. They pur-
chased their Salado home in 
1872.

	 3. There exists a mystery 
regarding the Armstrong 
family and their time in 
Salado. Dr. and Mrs. Arm-
strong eventually moved to 
Austin but not before the 
year 1900. It is rather curi-
ous that they sold the stone 
home they had built to Dr. 
Adams in 1872 after only 
living there for four years. 
The house was likely too 

small to meet their needs 
as the household included 
eight children as well as 
Dr. Armstrong’s mother-in-
law and father-in-law. But 
this begs the question why 
the Armstrongs did not en-
large the property, and a 
larger question of where (in 
Salado) the Armstrong fam-
ily lived between 1872 and 
1900.

	 A good watermelon is 
a staple, healthy summer 
snack, so it is important to 
know how to pick one, re-
gardless if you are at the 
grocery store or the local 
farmers market.
	 Red cut watermelon on a 
pile of ripe watermelons in a 
field.
When it comes time to pick 
the perfect melon, people 
often make their selection 
based on three character-
istics: presence of seeds or 
lack thereof, size and ripe-
ness.
	 Determining ripeness 
requires some knowledge; 
how can you pick a ripe wa-
termelon?
	 Sweetness is off the 
charts this summer
	 Typically, a producer 
measures the sweetness of 
a watermelon by their Brix 
count, a way to measure 
sweetness. On this scale, 
measurements of 10 are 
standard and measurements 

of 11 are considered very 
sweet.
	 According to Juan An-
ciso, Ph.D., a Texas A&M 
AgriLife Extension Ser-
vice vegetable specialist 
in Weslaco and professor 
with the Texas A&M Col-
lege of Agriculture and Life 
Sciences, this year’s Brix 
count measures watermelon 
sweetness, especially those 
from the Rio Grande Valley, 
off the charts between 11 
and 13.
	 However, just because 
this year’s crop of water-
melons is a higher quality, 
it does not mean the melon 
you pick will be the best of 
the bunch. The following 
three tips will teach you 
how to pick the best water-
melon.
	 Tip 1: Find the yellow 
belly, or the field spot
	 Other than cutting open 
a watermelon to see the in-
side, the field spot is per-
haps the best indicator of 
the ripeness. This spot on a 

melon shows where it was 
laying on the ground while 
attached to the vine.
	 If the watermelon is ripe, 
the field spot should be a 
large, yellow patch on one 
side of the melon. If it is 
ripe, the color should be a 
creamy, almost butter-like 
yellow. The bigger the yel-
low belly and the creamier 
the color means the more 
time the melon spent ripen-
ing on the vine. However, if 
the spot is smaller or looks 
more white than yellow, 
then the melon may not be 
as ripe.
	 Tip 2: Tap the underbelly 
and listen for a deep sound
	 Another way to find a 
ripe watermelon is to light-
ly knock the outside with 
your knuckles. A ripe melon 
will have a deeper sound, as 
opposed to an over-ripe one 
that will have a more hollow 
or flat sound. A duller, more 
hollow sound can mean the 
flesh is starting to go soft 

and spoil.
	 Tip 3: Look for a dull and 
heavy watermelon
	 Although it may not be 
the most photogenic nor 
the easiest to carry to your 
car, the best watermelons 
will be dull in appearance 
and heavier than the rest. A 
shiny melon indicates the 
insides are under ripe.
	 Also, the best melon of 
the bunch will most likely be 
heavier than the rest. On av-
erage, a watermelon is 92% 
water, which makes them so 
juicy. A heavier melon like-
ly holds more water, which 
will make it juicier.
	 Because watermelon sea-
son usually peaks during 
the summer months, do not 
miss out on this classic hy-
drating snack.
