	 When Jackie Mills went 
onto the board of Tablerock 
Festival in 1992, there was 
$1.34 in the bank. Now, as 
she turns over leadership of 
the organization to Beth Cor-
rea, Tablerock is on solid 
footing with a bright future 
ahead.
	 But in 1992, it wasn’t 
certain that the organization 
would last the year. There 
were “high weeds, no money 
and no prospects of any earn-
ings.”
	 The first thing to do was 
organize a working board of 
directors. And by working, 
Jackie meant working.
	 Directors “mowed, 
cleaned up, cut trees and or-
ganized music and member-
ship programs to bring the 
check book back up.”
	 Jackie, Patsy Sanford 
Wilson and Zelma Taylor 
met once a week to work on 
writing projects. At that time, 
Jackie was working on the 
first draft of Salado Legends. 
	 As she retires from lead-
ership, she is again working 
on a writing project. She is 
writing a sequel to Salado 
Legends. It will be centered 
around the time of the cattle 
drives and railroads in Texas, 
when the Middlebuster Rail-
road almost made Salado a 
railroad town. 
	 In her 30 years of service 
to Tablerock, Jackie and hus-
band Denver have served as a 
team. Jackie took on the pub-
lic face of Tablerock while 
Denver used his talents as an 
engineer in the background, 
improving the infrastructure 
and grounds.
	 Denver built a barn to 
store the carriage and wagon 
used in the plays. He also 
designed a two-story con-
cession building with in-
door restrooms, kitchen and 
a boardroom  upstairs, The 
building was completed for 

just $125,000, with $50,000 
of it coming from one com-
pany and one family. The 
rest ($75,000) was earned 
from ticket sales from the 
three principal performances 
at Tablerock: Salado Leg-
ends in the summer, Fright 
Trail in the fall and Dick-
ens’ A Christmas Carol on 
the weekends of the Salado 
Christmas Stroll.
	 Jackie and Denver used 
workers from the Sheriff’s 
Department Work Release 
Program to make improve-
ments to the grounds and 
property of Tablerock. “Den-
ver showed the work release 
guys what to do within the 
property,” Jackie says, “I 
cooked lunch and always 
made a cake or cookies.  Dan 
(Sheriff Dan Smith) said the 
workers were all wanting to 
work at Tablerock! Cook for 
them and they will return.”
	 And work they did. They 
helped Denver to install 422 
seats donated by Fort Hood 
at the amphitheater.
	 In 2000, Salado Legends 
was chosen to be in the Li-
brary of Congress. 
	 Denver designed a walk-
ing trail with a matching 
grant of $37,970 from Texas 
Parks & Wildlife. 
	 Tablerock now owns the 
Posey Cottage, which Den-
ver restored for use as a bed 
and breakfast. Now it holds 
sets and serves as housing 
for guest speakers and Sum-
mer Camp for College kids 
who perform a Shakespear-
ian play. 
	 The brightest spot for 
Jackie, is the establishment 
of a Tablerock Scholarship 
Fund, which now sits at  
$194,000. Tablerock Schol-
arships total $10,000-14,000 
per season of Salado Leg-
ends and are awarded to stu-
dents who participate in the 
play.
	 The fund was established 
through donations from the 
Mills family, Patsy and Dave 

Fehnel and Patsy Sanford 
Wilson. “When the fund 
reaches $300,000, it will then 
be used for annual schol-
arships and nothing else,” 
Jackie says. “Our Tablerock 
students will be educated!”
	 As many businesses and 
organizations, Tablerock was 
curtailed by COVID-19, but 
Salado Legends and Dick-
ens’ A Christmas Carol re-
turned for the 2021 season 
with 600 people attending 
performances this year.
	 Beth Correa will build 
on the 30-year success of 
Tablerock, having been asso-
ciated with Salado Legends 
and Tablerock for the past 25 
years, when she met Jackie.
	 For the Beth and Rolly, 
and their now-grown chil-
dren, Salado Legends and 
Tablerock has definitely been 
a family affair.
	 The Correas moved to 
Salado in 1994 with their 
young family.
	 After seeing the 1995 pro-
duction of Salado Legends, 
Beth knew she had found a 
great outlet for her little ones 
and called Tablerock Out-
door Amphitheater to see if 
her children could become 
involved in a production. 
	 That was when she met 
Jackie, who quickly took all 
fives Correas to be a part of 
the 1996 musical drama that 
was (and still is) held each 
summer.  Jackie saw Rolly, 
6-year old Tyler and 12 year 
old Dustin and quickly told 
them they would make good 
Tonkawa Indians and even 
cast Rolly as Indian Chief! 
	 The following year, Jack-
ie Mills created the role of 
“Douglas”, the youngest Mc-
Dougal child and awarded 
Tyler as the first “Douglas”. 
She also wrote him a song 
called, “When Will I Grow 
Up and Be Big”. 
	 Beth became one of the 
Culture Ladies and Annie 
was one of the school girls,.

	 Bell County continues to 
show dramatic increases in

	 Village of Salado showed 
an increase of 26% over 
last January. The Village re-
ceived $73,449.67 compared 
to $58,336.20 in Jan. 2021.
	 The Village is one of three 
Bell County cities to levy a 
1 cent sales tax, while seven 

other Bell County cities levy 
a 1.5 cent sales tax and Rog-
ers levies a 1.25 cent sales 
tax.
	 The Salado Public Li-
brary District and Bell Coun-
ty each levy a half-cent sales 
tax.
	 For that half-cent tax, Sal-
ado Public Library District 
received a $58,476.02 Janu-
ary check, which was 32% 
more than last January’s 
payment of $44,279.88. 
	 Bell County received 
$2.5 million in January, 
compared to $2.0 million in 

January 2021. 
	 Texas Comptroller Glenn 
Hegar sent cities, counties, 

transit systems and spe-
cial purpose taxing districts 
$992.9 million in local sales 

tax allocations for January, 
26.8 percent more than in 
January 2021. These alloca-

tions are based on sales made 
in November by businesses 
that report tax monthly.

	 With more than one in 
four staff absent due to CO-
VID-19, Salado ISD Super-
intendent Michael Novotny 
announced that the schools 
would be closed for the re-
mainder of the week (Jan. 
19-21) with classes returning 
Jan. 24.
	 “Our COVID-19 numbers 
are at an all-time high with 
our elementary school and 
middle school now over 5% 
COVID-19 positive within 
the last seven days,” Dr. No-
votny stated.
	 Dr. Novotny reported to 
Salado Village Voice that 45 
staff members are absent at 
the three campuses. Of that, 
27 are absent at Thomas Ar-
nold Elementary, which has 
a staff of 113. Eight are ab-
sent at Salado Middle School 
with a total staff of 64 and 
10 are absent at Salado High 
School, with a total staff of 
79.
	 The district has had a 
total of 103 cases of CO-
VID-19 reported in the last 
seven days. Thomas Arnold 
reported 51 active cases as 
of Jan. 18, almost 5% of the 
total campus population. 	
	 Salado Middle School 
reports 30 cases in the last 
seven days, almost 5% of the 
624 total campus population 
of staff and students. Salado 
High School reports a total 
of 22 cases in the past seven 
days, about 3% of the cam-
pus population of 755 stu-
dents and staff, 
	 “We are closing as a result 
of staffing shortages,” Dr. 
Novotny said. “Our teachers 
and other employees have 

done an incredible job this 
past week in spite of a signif-
icant and increasing number 
employees absent due to test-
ing positive for COVID-19.”
	 “Many of our employees 
have been performing du-
ties that are not part of their 
job description – covering 
classes for an absent teach-
er, helping with cafeteria 
duty, and driving school bus 
routes.”
	 “In spite of our best ef-
forts, we are at a point in 
which we are unable to con-
tinue operating safely until 
more of our employees re-
turn from quarantine/isola-
tion,” he added.
	 Dr. Novotny said that 
the district has enough extra 
minutes in the calendar that 
these three school days will 
not have to be made up.
	 The news of the school 
closure comes on the heels of 
last week’s move by the Bell 
County Public Health Dis-
trict to change the Covid-19 
Threat Level from Level 2 
(Significant) to Level 1 (Se-
vere Uncontrolled Commu-
nity Transmission).  
	 This change is based on 
the rapidly increasing inci-
dence rate, positivity rate, 
and surge in hospitalizations.   
	 Bell County has con-
tinued to see a rapid rise in 
active cases since the threat 
level was adjusted on Jan. 4, 
and the incidence rate is now 
as high as it was in January 
2021. One month ago, the 
incidence rate was 50 active 
cases per 100,000 popula-
tion. As of Jan. 13, the last 
time the county COVID-19 

Jan. 31 is last day to register

Dashboard was updated, the 
incidence rate was 1,308.81 
cases per 100,000. There 
were 4,750 active cases at 
that time with 844 being re-
ported on Jan. 13 alone.
	 “The rapid rise in cases 
is largely attributable to the 
Omicron variant, which now 
accounts for over 90% of 
new cases in Bell County.,” 
stated Bell County Health 
District Interim Director 
Nikki Morrow. “Because 
of the increased spread and 
contagiousness of the Omi-
cron variant, we strongly en-
courage full vaccination and 
a booster dose if eligible. The 
booster dose significantly en-
hances the immune response 
and helps protect against 
more severe disease and 
hospitalization. COVID-19 
vaccines have been found 
to be very safe and effective 
and are being continuously 
monitored by the FDA with 
the most comprehensive and 
intense safety monitoring 
program in U.S. history.”
 	 “The strain on the health 
care system is very concern-
ing, as it affects not only 
people needing care for CO-
VID-19 but also those who 
need care for strokes, heart 
attacks, and trauma or those 
needing cancer treatment 
or surgery”, says Dr. Janice 
Smith, Local Health Author-
ity.  “Our health care profes-
sionals continue to provide 
the highest quality care pos-
sible, but they need your 
help.  Please do your part to 
help prevent further spread 
of this virus.”

		 The old legal maxim is 
that everything which is 
not forbidden is permitted. 
Many public-health experts 
apparently have their own 
version of this rule -- what-
ever is not forbidden must be 
mandated. 
		 It was less than three 
months ago that the Food 
and Drug Administration 
approved the COVID-19 
vaccine for children on an 
emergency basis, and al-
ready there are debates 
whether schools should 
mandate it and jurisdictions 
prohibit unvaccinated kids 
from engaging in activities.
	California, Louisiana and 
Washington, D.C., have 
scheduled mandates to take 
effect when the FDA ful-
ly approves the vaccine 
for kids. Los Angeles and 
Oakland have mandates, 
although they’ve been de-
layed. New York City mayor 
Eric Adams says he’s weigh-
ing a mandate, and bills in 
the New York State legisla-
ture would implement one 
statewide. 
		 When the FDA advisory 
panel met last October, sev-
eral experts said they hoped 
the move wouldn’t lead to 
mandates. FDA official Pe-
ter Marks pooh-poohed the 
possibility, evidently under-
estimating the irresistible 
urge of officialdom in blue 
areas toward pandemic co-
ercion. 
		 The decision whether kids 
get vaccinated or not prop-
erly belongs to parents. Yes, 
other vaccinations are a con-
dition of attending school, 
but COVID vaccinations 
aren’t going to eliminate 
COVID, the way, say, Jonas 
Salk’s miraculous innova-
tion eliminated polio. With 
the advent of omicron, it’s 
not even clear childhood 
vaccinations will do much

to dent the spread. On top 
of this, COVID is relatively 
mild in children, whereas 
polio was a dread childhood 
disease. 
		 If the case for adults get-
ting vaccinated is extraordi-
narily strong, it is much less 
so for minors, especially for 
healthy younger kids who 
tend to be at the least risk. 
		 Why, parents might think, 
take any chances with a new 
vaccine if is it protecting 
from a minimal threat (or 
their kids already had the 
virus)? Even if you believe 
this is the wrong call, it’s not 
obviously unreasonable. 
		 The medical news outlet 
Stat reported on an FDA 
model that looked at the 
risk to boys ages 5-11 from 
myocarditis, a heart condi-
tion that can affect boys in 
particular after getting vac-
cinated. According to Stat, 
the FDA analysts concluded 
that although “the vaccine 
might trigger slightly more 
myocarditis-related hos-
pitalizations in boys than 
Covid-19 hospitalizations it 
would prevent in the same 
population, the benefits still 
might outweigh the risks, 
given that Covid cases that 
require hospitalization are 
generally more severe than 
myocarditis cases.”
		 Rather than trust parents 
to weigh such considerations 
on their own, places like 
Los Angeles want to bring 
down the hammer. The 
school board there wanted 
students 12 and older to be 
vaccinated by Jan. 10. Then, 
unvaccinated kids would be 
relegated to remote learn-

ing. When the school board 
realized that 30,000 students 
weren’t vaccinated, a num-
ber that would overwhelm 
whatever dubious capacity 
the district has for remote 
learning, it backed off. 
		 The calculus here makes 
no sense. To avoid an un-
likely harm -- unvaccinated 
kids getting a serious case of 
COVID -- the schools want-
ed to impose an almost-guar-
anteed harm by excluding 
thousands of students from 
the classroom, kneecapping 
their education. At best, 
this is playing chicken with 
the well-being of children; 
at worst, it is thoughtless 
and cruel policy in stub-
born pursuit of the goal of 
substituting the judgment of 
public-school mandarins for 
parents. 
		 Already, roughly 40,000 
students have dropped out 
or disengaged from L.A. 
schools this year, and the 
school board wanted ef-
fectively to match that via 
ham-handed enforcement of 
its mandate. 
		 The same impulse to pun-
ish kids whose parents don’t 
want to go along is seen in 
vaccine passport policies, 
like that in New York City, 
that exclude unvaccinated 
children from a swath of ac-
tivities in public places and 
from after-school programs. 
It’s as if public officials got 
together and decided chil-
dren hadn’t experienced 
enough social isolation al-
ready during the pandemic.
		 One can only hope there’s 
enough pushback from par-
ents who value their judg-
ment and authority over that 
of the politicians and admin-
istrators whose default is 
mandates over persuasion.

The Markets
	 Our old, slightly quirky 
but familiar S&P 500 Stock 
Index (SPX) was buffeted 
about all week with good 
news and bad but finally 
wound up about where it 
started at 4662.85, down a 
mere 0.30%. That does leave 
it down about 2.17% year to 
date, but still up about 24 per-
cent from where it was last 
year at this time. It is the be-
ginning of the quarterly earn-
ings season and so far, some 
have been exceptionally good 
and others sort of meh. If, as 
we have heard and experi-
enced, the thing to watch out 
for in an historic bull market 
like we have seen over the 
past few years is an excess 
of optimism, and even hu-
bris, then there is little to fear 
in this one. The worry warts 
are dominating the news. 
From an estimated earnings 
perspective, the market ap-
pears to be healthy and even 
the threat of several interest 
rate increases this year would 
only bring the rates back to 
historical norms. That leaves 
external events as the risk 
factor and that is what inves-
tors seem to be focusing on. 
At the other end of the main 
stock market, the CRSP US 
Mid-Cap Value Index closed 
at 2632.45, down 0.41% for 
the week and 1.35% year to 
date.
 	 The Treasury bond mar-
ket continues to obstinately 
act as though inflation was 
not an issue as the ten-year 
U.S. Treasury note only rose 
to 1.794%. In essence, buy-
ers of those Treasury bonds 
across the world are voting 
with their money that infla-
tion over the next ten years 
will average around no more 
than 2%. West Texas Inter-
mediate crude oil (WTI) the 
U.S. benchmark for that slip-
pery stuff, rose about 7% for 
the week and is now up about 
12% this year to $84.39. The 
rise appears to say nothing 
about the economy and a lot 
about the unrest in Kazakh-
stan, where a lot of oil gets 
pumped out of the ground.
 	 The Economy
 	 The week was great for any 
inclined to worry. First, year 

over year inflation as mea-
sured by the Consumer Price 
Index, came in at a whopping 
7%. That was the highest rate 
since 1982 and even if we just 
look at the “core” numbers 
that leave out fuel and food, 
the annual rate was 5.5%, the 
highest since 1991. Missing 
from the heated discourse on 
the subject was the monthly 
rate in December rose a mere 
0.3%. Even less noticed was 
the Producer Price Index, the 
measure of wholesale prices, 
which rose only 0.2% in De-
cember. It appears to us that 
inflation may have slowed to 
the 2.4% to 3.6% range even 
as the pundits were howling 
about runaway inflation that 
was going to eat the economy 
and leave us all in rags.
 	 The fearmonger’s sec-
ond favorite subject was the 
COVID-19 pandemic. There 
is no doubt that the Omicron 
variant is hurting us, and 
killing 1,700 people per day 
in the U.S., but the astonish-
ingly high number is found 
in the record new cases per 
week rate, about 730,000. 
The short-term effect is being 
felt in the economy as illness 
related absenteeism from the 
workplace is slowing down 
just about everything. The 
good news, or at least, less 
bad news is that the death rate 
has not, at least so far, risen 
as fast as the new case rate. 
The other gleam of hope is 
that epidemiologists are say-
ing that because of the very 
high contagion rate, this third 
wave will likely peak and de-
cline much faster than did the 
first two.
 	 Worry topic number three 
continues to be that the Fed-
eral Reserve will accelerate 
interest rate rises too fast and 
too far as they traditionally 
have done in decades gone 
by, and by doing so plunge 
the economy into a recession. 
Given that Federal Reserve 
Chairman Powell is talking 
about that as a danger they 

want to avoid, again the po-
tential for ruin in that area 
seems limited.
 	 We are though a bit more 
concerned about events in 
Ukraine. The State Depart-
ment officially announced 
that the Russians have moved 
in with third-column sabo-
teurs to blow up buildings, 
equipment, and infrastructure 
in the separatist held areas and 
then will use that as an excuse 
to send in regular Russian 
troops to “keep the peace” 
and retaliate against Ukraine. 
That is exactly what the Rus-
sians did to justify their earli-
er invasion and annexation of 
Crimea. It was also a popular 
pre-takeover ploy used by 
the Nazis in the 1930s. Even 
though a Russian invasion of 
Ukraine would likely have 
little or no noticeable effect 
on our economy, the fear and 
shock of a potential war in 
Europe would likely cause a 
temporary selloff in the mar-
kets. Unfortunately, this is the 
way major wars have often 
begun, so the threat is there.
 	 Now for the good news. 
The U.S. Secretary of Hous-
ing and Urban Development 
made a public statement that 
drew immediate fire in so-
cial media, but none the less 
was true. The U.S. economy 
is the only major economy in 
the world to now be measur-
ably larger than it was before 
the pandemic. What we are 
doing and have done here is 
chaotic, mostly unplanned, 
and falls far short of the ideal, 
but despite all our warts and 
pimples, from an economic 
perspective, we have done the 
best job in this global crisis.
 	 We continue to believe 
the economy and even the 
markets are on firm footing 
with plenty of room to grow. 
That is not to say that we will 
not have setbacks and cri-
ses as the year unfolds, but 
under it all, the foundations 
look sound and the economy 
healthy.

Inflation, COVID, interest
biggest worries for worriers

	 Even without Congress, 
the president could take im-
portant steps to ease federal 
cannabis prohibition. What’s 
he waiting for?

	 Politicians are no strang-
ers to making campaign 
promises. Delivering on 
those promises? Well, that’s 
often another story.
Such is the case thus far with 
President Biden’s campaign 
pledge to reform America’s 
archaic and unpopular mari-
juana prohibition laws.
	 “No one should be in jail 
because of marijuana,” Biden 
insisted on the campaign 
trail. “As president, I will de-
criminalize cannabis use and 
automatically expunge prior 
convictions.” Biden also sup-
ported “the legalization of 
cannabis for medical purpos-
es” and promised to “leave 
decisions regarding legaliza-
tion for recreational use up to 
the states.”
	 Yet nearly a year into his 
presidency, the Biden admin-
istration has rarely so much 
as uttered the word “marijua-
na” or taken any substantive 
action on the issue — aside 
from firing several White 
House staffers who formerly 
consumed cannabis.
	 The White House’s con-
tinued inertia is puzzling for 
several reasons.
	 For one thing, cannabis 
policy reform is simply good 
politics. In a culture of hy-
per-partisanship, marijua-
na legalization is one of the 
few issues that majorities of 
Americans of all political 
ideologies agree upon.
	 According to nationwide 
polling data compiled in 2021 
by Quinnipiac University, 69 
percent of adults — including 
78 percent of Democrats, 67 
percent of Independents, and 
62 percent of Republicans — 
believe that “the use of mari-
juana should be made legal.”

	 This finding should come 
as no surprise. In 2020, big 
majorities of voters in both 
traditionally blue states like 
New Jersey and traditional-
ly red states like Montana 
legalized cannabis use by 
adults at the ballot box.
	 Americans’ support for 
legalizing medical cannabis 
access is even stronger, with 
over nine in ten adults favor-
ing it.
	 Moreover, supermajori-
ties of Americans similarly 
agree with the president that 
people with low-level mar-
ijuana convictions should 
have their records expunged 
— and that the federal gov-
ernment should not interfere 
in states that have legalized 
and regulated cannabis com-
merce among adults.
	 While the president can’t 
repeal federal marijuana pro-
hibition on his own, Biden 
could still fulfill several of 
his campaign promises even 
without the help of Congress.
	 For instance, he could 
grant general amnesty to 
people with federal convic-
tions for marijuana-related 
crimes. Dozens of members 
of Congress signed on to a 
letter last year calling for 
Biden to do just that and 
pardon “all former, federal, 
non-violent cannabis offend-
ers in the United States.” To 
date, Biden has failed to re-
spond.
	 Further, the president 
could direct the Department 
of Justice to exercise its dis-
cretion not to prosecute mar-
ijuana-related possession of-
fenses. In October, Senators 
Cory Booker and Elizabeth 
Warren drafted a letter to 
U.S. Attorney General Mer-
rick Garland asking him to 
“initiate the process to de-
criminalize cannabis.” Gar-
land has not responded.
	 Additionally, the pres-
ident could encourage the 
Justice Department to reissue 

guidance memorandums — 
similar to those issued under 
Obama, when Biden was vice 
president — making it clear 
that it will take a “hands off” 
approach to cannabis-relat-
ed activities that are legal at 
the state level. (Those mem-
os were later rescinded by 
Trump.)
	 Biden could also ask the 
Justice Department to ex-
pand these protections to 
include marijuana-related 
commerce among contiguous 
legal states, so that state-li-
censed businesses in neigh-
boring states could transport 
products to and from one an-
other without fear.
	 Finally, Biden could use 
the power of the bully pulpit 
to voice support for several 
of the cannabis-related bills 
pending in Congress — like 
the Marijuana, Opportunity, 
Reinvestment, and Expunge-
ment (MORE) Act, which 
would empower individual 
states, not the federal govern-
ment, to set their own mari-
juana policies.
	 Or the SAFE Banking 
Act, which would let banks 
service state-licensed mar-
ijuana businesses. The lat-
ter bill was approved by the 
House of Representatives 
this past spring with the sup-
port of 215 Democrats and 
106 Republicans. A previous 
version of the MORE Act 
was approved by the House 
in December 2020.
	 Taking any of these steps 
would not only fulfill several 
of Biden’s campaign promis-
es. It would also advance pol-
icies supported by a majority 
of Americans on both the po-
litical left and right.

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I THINK, THEREFORE I AM

Here is a hand that demonstrates the 
type of thought process that is nec-
essary to become a successful play-
er. West’s opening lead against four 
hearts is the king of diamonds, on 
which East plays the deuce and South 
the queen. West’s first problem is 
what to play next.

If West thoughtlessly continues 

with a diamond, declarer ruffs and 
plays three rounds of trump, secur-
ing the contract as the cards lie since 
the defense cannot cash their two 
spade tricks. But if West is fully 
alert, he realizes that South’s queen 
of diamonds is sure to be a single-
ton because East would not play the 
deuce of diamonds with any holding 
other than the 10-9-2.

Accordingly, West shifts to the ace 
of spades, on which East plays the nine 
to ask for a continuation. But West 
can’t oblige and reverts to diamonds.

Declarer ruffs and plays the A-K of 
trump. If West is asleep at the switch, 
he follows low to both trumps, and 
South easily makes the contract by 
leading another trump.

But if West is thinking along the 
proper lines, he does not follow low 
twice to the A-K. West realizes that 
declarer will surely make the contract 
if left to his own devices, so on the 
second trump, West plays the queen, 
hoping East started with the J-x-x.

Once West rids himself of the 
queen, it doesn’t matter whether 
declarer next plays another trump or 
tries to run dummy’s clubs; in either 
case he goes down one, losing two 
spades, a heart and a diamond.

During 
the Roundup, the best of the 
best in 4-H have the oppor-
tunity to compete with their 
peers from other states. In 
the Prepared Public Speak-
ing contest, 4-H members 
can present a 5-to-8-min-
ute presentation suitable as 
a platform speech or radio 
broadcast. The presentation 
should serve to persuade 
others regarding a particu-
lar issue or concern. In this 
contest, contestants can-
not use any visual aids or 
props.  At the end of their 
presentations, contestants 
answer questions from the 
judges concerning the sub-
ject matter of their presen-
tation. 
	 Harris’ winning speech 
was titled Cattle Temper-
ament and Its Effects on 
Beef Production where she 
persuaded her audience to 
use low stress cattle han-
dling techniques and ex-
plained how this change 
can impact the producer’s 
bottom line. Harris is a 
fourth generation Hereford 
cattle breeder. She explains, 
“As a family we manage 
Harris Livestock Company 
in Salado, TX. It’s my fa-
ther, mother, younger sister 
Cade, and myself. Raising 
and showing Hereford cat-
tle began for me with 10 fe-
males when I was six years 
old and showing my first 
heifer out of my first calf 
crop at seven years old at 
the State Show in Belton.” 
Her passion for this topic 
came from her involvement 
in the Hereford industry. 
Harris says that “It has led 
me to compete in various 
Junior and Open Hereford 
events across Texas and the 
Midwest. Before moving to 
Texas, I was fortunate to 
have been involved with the 
Kansas Junior Hereford As-
sociation as well promoting 
Hereford cattle in the Mid-
west.” This gave Harris the 
opportunity to exhibit cattle 
and create lifelong friend-
ships with fellow junior 
breeders at the Kansas state 
fair, National Western, The 
Royal, and the Iowa State 
Fair.  In 2022, Harris says 
that she will have partici-
pated in 11 straight Junior 
National Hereford Exposi-
tions from Pennsylvania to 
Denver.
	 Twelve contestants from 
across the U. S. earned the 
opportunity to compete 
in this years’ Western Na-
tional Roundup Prepared 

Public Speaking Contest. 
Harris won with a judges 
score of 95.25. The next 
best, second through fifth 
place came from North Da-
kota with a score of 93.25, 
Utah with a 92.75, Montana 
with a 90.25, and Tennessee 
with an 87.50, respectively. 
Harris won four levels of 
Public Speaking contests 
to achieve her national ti-
tle – Bell County 4-H in 
April of 2021, District 8 
4-H in May of 2021, Texas 
4-H in June of 2021, and the 
Western National Round-
up this January! Harris has 
trained with her family for 
many years. County Exten-
sion Agent Whitney Ingram 
says, “It’s a real treat to 
watch Alex deliver a speech. 
I think her talent in Public 
Speaking is unmatched. 
She has a cool, calm de-
meanor when speaking in 
front of a big crowd, and 
she has developed a style of 
her own.” Public Speaking 
contestants spend lots of 
time developing content and 
researching information on 
their topic.
