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	 Two Salado police offi-
cers -- Kaylen Santiago and 
Chris Dunshie -- were rec-
ognized during the Jan. 20 
Village of Salado Board of 
Aldermen meeting for their 
life-saving efforts on duty 
and off-duty.
	 On Dec. 15, 2021, at 
about 1:20 p.m., Officer San-
tiago responded to a medical 
call on the northbound ser-
vice road near Blacksmith 
Dr.  The call came in that the 
victim, Nita Stubblefield was 
having a cardiac issue.  
	 Upon her arrival on the 
scene, Officer Santiago a re-
alized that Stubblefield was 
in cardiac arrest.  She and 
the driver of the semi-truck, 
Heath Cole, pulled her from 
the right front passenger seat 
and onto the ground where 
Santiago began CPR com-
pressions.  
	 She did this for about 10 
minutes before assistance 

arrived, according to Salado 
Police Chief Pat Boone.  Of-
ficer Lock and Investigator 
Tulloch from Belton PD ar-
rived to assist, and they be-
gan to relieve Santiago with 
compressions.  During this 
time the AED was deployed 
and utilized.   Officer Wim-
bush from Belton PD also ar-
rived on scene to assist prior 
to Salado VFD and AMR 
EMS.  EMS and FD took 
over for the officers.  
	 “Initially, Stubblefield 
was not breathing on her 
own and did not have a 
pulse,” Chief Boone said of 
his officer’s quick reaction. 
“However, due to the offi-
cers’ quick actions and life 
saving measures her heart 
began beating on its own and 
she was attempting to breath 
on her own.  Ms. Stubble-
field was transported to Bay-
lor Scott & White hospital 
where she was taken to ICU 

in critical condition.”
	 Since this incident I was 
able to find out the status 
of Ms. Stubblefield.   She 
was placed in the long-term 
treatment facility in Temple 
where she is recovering from 
her heart attack.
	 “Without Kaylen’s quick 
reaction and assistance that 
she provided along with Of-
ficers Lock, Wimbush, and 
Inv. Tulloch from the Bel-
ton Police Department, Ms. 
Stubblefield would not be 
here today,” Chief Boone 
said. “Because of Officer 
Kaylen Santiago’s action, 
she will be awarded the Life 
Saving Award. “
	 Officers Lock and Wim-
bush have had their names 
submitted for life saving 
awards. Chief Boone said 
that he will be submitting 
Investigator Tulloch for the 
award, as well.
	 “I reviewed the dash 

camera and body camera 
videos from Officer Santia-
go,” Chief Boone said, “and 
found that all three of these 
officers were crucial to sav-
ing Ms. Stubblefield’s life.”
	 On Dec. 12, 2021 at about 
2:15 a.m., Officer Chris 
Dunshie was driving home 
through Killeen after finish-
ing a 12-hour work shift with 
the Salado Police Depart-
ment.
	 He was driving his per-
sonal vehicle when he  wit-
nessed a crash in the opposite 
direction of travel on I-14 
near the Jasper overpass.  
Officer Dunshie stopped his 
truck on the westbound side 
of the highway and called 
911.  
	 He jumped over the con-
crete barrier and ran over 
to the GMC SUV where he 
found it unoccupied and with 
airbags deployed.   Officer 
Dunshie found the driver ly-

ing in the lanes of traffic. The 
driver was unresponsive and 
appeared to not have a pulse. 
	 Officer Dunshie immedi-
ately recognized that where 
this person was lying in the 
road had the potential of be-
ing run over by the highway 
traffic due to the low lighting 
of the area.  Officer Dunshie 
rolled the person over and 
dragged him from the high-
way where he performed life 
saving steps to attempt to 
save this persons life.  
	 KPD and KFD arrived on 
scene and Officer Dunshie 
advised the traffic investiga-
tor, Officer Fred Baskett of 
what he saw and what he did.  
	 Officer Dunshie also had 
a crash camera on his vehicle 
that captured the crash.  
	 Officer Dunshie pro-
vided KPD with an Assist 
Another Agency Report 
(SPD22106384) and a copy 
of the videos from his dash 

camera the following day.
	 “I contacted KPD Traffic 
Investigator, Officer Baskett 
and found out that the driver 
of the vehicle was transport-
ed to Baylor Scott & White 
in Temple where he was in 
ICU under critical but stable 
condition,” Chief Boone 
said. “I later learned that 
the driver was able to walk 
out of the hospital about a 
week after this incident.  The 
driver was identified as Neil 
Gustafsson.
	 “I believe that without 
Chris’s quick reaction and 
assistance,” Chief Boone 
said, “the outcome of this 
crash would have been much 
more severe for the driver. 
Chris quite possibly saved 
his life.  Because of Officer 
Chris Dunshie action he will 
be awarded the Life Saving 
Award.”

	 Salado Mayor Michael 
Coggin reached forward on 
the dais of the Village of 
Salado Board of Aldermen 
during their Jan. 20 meeting 
and held up a dollar bill.
	 He then proposed that 
the Village establish a Pub-
lic Improvement District 
for the Sanctuary for a total 
of that $1, with a tax rate 
of 0.000000001¢  per $100 
valuation. “This should com-
plete our obligations with the 
PID Sanctuary agreements,” 
he said.
	 The formation of the one 
buck PID was one of six 
action items the Board of 
Aldermen approved when 
discussions broke down be-
tween the developer and the 
Village.
	 The Village on Jan. 6 ap-
proved an amendment to the 

development agreements for 
Sanctuary owners to sign 
by Jan. 15.A key point of 
the amendment was a 15-
year lifespan for tax grants 
to the developer, whether in 
the form of sales tax grants, 
hotel occupancy tax grants, 
property tax grants or sewer 
impact fee grants. 
	 In a red-lined edit of 
the amendment on Jan. 14, 
Sanctuary proposed that the 
15-year deadline could be 
extended twice, for periods 
of 10 years each, “as long 
as the Owners  are actively 
pursuing development of 
the Project, either by hav-
ing construction in progress, 
development plans under re-
view by the Village, or any 
expired construction per-
mits.”
	 The red-lined agreement 
stated that the Village would 
collect sewer impact fees 
“from all users within the 

Project.   Within thirty (30) 
days of the end of the calen-
dar month, the Village shall 
pay to the Owners the sewer 
impact fees paid by third par-
ty users within the Project.” 
The amended agreement 
provided for up to $6 million 
in sewer impact fee waivers 
over its lifetime.
	 It provided another $3 
million in grants for any 
combination of sales tax, 
property tax and hotel oc-
cupancy tax based upon a re-
bate of 50% of the total new 
taxes generated by the devel-
opment.
	 The red-lined amendment 
deleted any limits on grants. 
	 Then, on Jan. 19, before 
aldermen had a chance to 
discuss the red-lined amend-
ment, Hanks emailed a brief 
letter to the Mayor and Al-
dermen:
	 “As you know, simply 
as a courtesy, months ago 

our family verbally agreed 
to make a single requested 
amendment to our existing 
contract with the Village. 
However, that verbal agree-
ment was greatly altered 
when it finally arrived in 
writing, so we could not sign 
it, and everyone’s time was 
sadly wasted.
	 “Since we already have 
a long term contract with 
the Village, we will simply 
honor that contract and re-
quire the Village to do the 
same. Nothing new will now 
be needed, We have surpris-
ingly been forced to make 
this decision.
	 With our best wishes
	 Billie Hanks, Sr.
	 Under the original agree-
ment, the Village agreed 
to support formation of a 
PID. However, nothing in 
the original 2015 agreement 
stated an amount for that 
PID. Hence, Coggin pulling 

a dollar out.
	 Aldermen approved sev-
eral other actions Jan. 20 re-
garding Sanctuary.
	 The board approved au-
thorizing the Village admin-
istrator Don Ferguson to 
begin a rezoning process to 
zone all Sanctuary property 
that is not in current devel-
opment as Agricultural land.
	 The board also approved 
a process to disannex “all 
non-productive Sanctuary 
parcels.”
	 The Village will no longer 
negotiate or use its eminent 
domain powers to gain ease-
ment through private prop-
erty for the Sanctuary to tie 
into the sewer system. The 
Village has been working 
with private property owners 
along Royal Street to gain 
easement to the sewer line 
there.
	 The Village will no longer 
have any discussions with 

Sanctuary through Robert 
Sulaski. “They need another 
representative,” Coggin said.
	 Sanctuary proposed two 
Public Improvement Dis-
tricts, one originally at $25 
million and the other at $35 
million.
	 The developer came back 
to the Village earlier this 
month with a greatly reduced 
proposal for the PIDs. Sanc-
tuary East PID was reduced 
to $13 million indebtedness 
for property with an assessed 
value of $200 million when 
built out, requiring a PID as-
sessment of $0.49 per $100 
valuation.	
	 Sanctuary North PID 
would have $8.5 million in 
indebtedness for property 
with a total assessed value 
of $296 million required a 
PID assessment of $0.23 per 
$100 valuation.
	 Instead, the Village sent a 
cashier’s check for a $1.

Village sends Sanctuary $1 for Public Improvement District

	 Following a three-day 
closure of the schools, Sala-
do ISD reported on the first 
day back to class that there 
are 40 active cases of CO-
VID-19 in the district.
	 This is down from a high 
of 102 cases, or 4.06% of the 
2,511 students and employ-

ees at the three campuses, on 
Jan. 18. Classes were closed 
on Jan. 19-21, but students 
were allowed to compete in 
UIL and other activities.
	 Salado school trustees 
at their Jan. 24 meeting ap-
proved minor changes to the 
“Return to In-Person and 

Continuity of Services Plan.”
	 “We are required to do 
this every six months. We 
last did this in August,” Su-
perintendent Michael Novot-
ny said.
	 The only changes to the 
plan was deletion of mask 
mandates for campuses that 

hit a threshold of 2% of cases 
at any one time.
	 The plan also incorpo-
rates the closing guidance 
from Bell County Public 
Health District of 5% thresh-
old of confirmed cases and 
10% threshold of confirmed 
and probable cases.

	 When asked how many 
additional students were ab-
sent than those diagnosed 
with COVID-19, Dr. Novot-
ny said it is about 3.5 times 
the number of actual cases.
	 Dr. Novotny said that ev-
ery school district in Texas 
hopes the state will hold dis-

tricts harmless this year in 
terms of state funding.
	 Meanwhile, Bell County 
remains in Level 1, Severe 
Uncontrolled Community 
Transmission. Bell County 
Health District reports that as 
of Jan. 22, there are 5,100 ac-
tive cases of COVID-19.	

COVID-19 cases drop in Salado ISD following 3-day closure
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	 Glenn Youngkin prom-
ised to be on the side of par-
ents as Virginia governor, 
and on his first day in office, 
he delivered. 
	 The Republican issued 
an executive order allowing 
parents to decide whether 
their kids will wear masks 
in school, and met an instant 
wall of resistance from Dem-
ocratic-controlled counties 
and criticism from the White 
House press secretary Jen 
Psaki. A Washington Post 
headline said that Youngkin 
is “terrifying” people.
	 The flak notwithstand-
ing, his order is a sign of a 
growing backlash against 
COVID-19 restrictions that 
will likely only gain force 
as the pandemic drags on 
and former articles of faith, 
including on masking, get 
called into increasing doubt. 
Youngkin has ventured into 
a legally murky area. Crit-
ics believe he doesn’t have 
the authority to issue his or-
der because Virginia passed 
a statue in early 2021 that 
says schools should “to the 
maximum extent practica-
ble” adhere to CDC-bless-
ed strategies for controlling 
spread. The Centers for Dis-
ease Control and Prevention 
is still recommending masks. 
The statue is vague, though, 
and doesn’t mention masks. 
Youngkin’s predecessor, 
Democrat Ralph Northam, 
felt compelled to issue an 
executive order specifical-
ly mandating them in K-12 
schools. 
	 There’s also the ques-
tion of whether decisions on 
masking and other mitiga-
tion measures are best left 
to school districts. Here, it 
is worth noting that Youn-
gkin’s order is different from 
that of his fellow Republican

governors in Texas and Flor-
ida, who prohibited school 
districts from adopting mask 
mandates. Instead, Youngkin 
is establishing a carveout 
for parents from mandates, 
should they choose to take 
advantage of it. 
	 All that said, it is clearly 
time for mask mandates to 
end. The conventional wis-
dom on masks has gone from 
“don’t wear them they are 
useless” at the beginning of 
the pandemic, to “you are a 
terrible person if you don’t 
wear them” for about a year 
and a half, to now, “cloth 
masks don’t really protect 
anyone.”
	 Despite Jen Psaki saying 
that Arlington County, which 
is vowing to defy Youngkin, 
is standing up for kids and 
their safety, the case for 
masking kids in schools is 
weak or nonexistent. 
	 We are an outlier on this 
question. The CDC recom-
mends masking all kids age 
2 and older, whereas other 
health authorities are consid-
erably more nuanced. 
	 The European Centre 
for Disease Prevention and 
Control doesn’t recommend 
masking for schoolchildren 
younger than age 12, not-
ing -- correctly -- that they 
“may have a lower tolerance 
to wearing masks for extend-
ed periods of time, and may 
fail to wear them properly.” 
In areas with community 
spread, it recommends masks 
for students in secondary 
schools, although it stipulates 
that they should “be seen as 

a complimentary measure, 
rather than a standalone mea-
sure to prevent transmission 
within schools.”
	 The World Health Orga-
nization makes distinctions 
based on age. It says that kids 
age 5 and younger shouldn’t 
be required to wear masks 
based on the “overall interest 
of the child and the capacity 
to appropriately use a mask 
with minimal assistance.” 
It is open to the masking of 
6- to 11-year-olds, so long as 
a wide variety of conditions 
are met. And it says that kids 
age 12 and over should mask 
like adults. 
	 Many European coun-
tries have avoided sweeping 
American-style mask man-
dates on school kids, and for 
good reason. A large-scale 
CDC study found no ben-
efits from the masking of 
kids. Many students wear 
cloth masks that don’t pro-
vide much protection (even if 
worn and maintained proper-
ly) and no sane person should 
want to subject a child to an 
N95 all day long.
	 Parents in Virginia who 
believe that masking is im-
portant can still act accord-
ingly, and vaccines and 
boosters are available to 
provide another layer of pro-
tection. But masks remain 
something more than a pub-
lic-health measure for many 
proponents -- they are a sig-
nal of virtue and a pillar of 
pandemic orthodoxy. 
	 Youngkin’s offense, at 
bottom, is dissenting from 
this worldview, and providing 
options for parents who don’t 
share it, either.

	 The S&P 500 Stock In-
dex (SPX) appears to be, 
like many of us, a bit under 
the weather, suffering from 
a mild dose of COVID Omi-
cron combined with Federal 
Reserve interest rate anxiety. 
	 The Index sagged 5.68% 
for the week, down to 
4397.94, its lowest close 
since mid-October of last 
year. It is now down 7.73% 
from its high, recorded at the 
end of 2021. On the plus side, 
it remains up 14.5% from 
where it was last January at 
this time. Apparently, SPX 
traders have finally conclud-
ed that the Omicron variant 
will slow things down, and 
the evidence is there that it 
already has. Investors are 
also becoming aware that 
the Fed will raise rates, and 
those increased interest rates 
will make it more expensive 
for high-tech firms to bor-
row more money. When they 
plugged that into their equa-
tions, it appeared that some 
of the relatively higher-flying 
companies might not get the 
astronomical earnings growth 
into the future that they have 
seen in the past couple of 
years. As of today, we are 
only another 2.27% away 
from an official market cor-
rection; one that is probably 
long overdue. Corrections are 
a healthy part of bull markets. 
The CRSP Mid-Cap Value In-
dex closed at 2488.65, down 
5.46% for the week, but only 
down 4.18% year-to-date, 
and from the top.
 	 The benchmark 10-year 
U.S. Treasury note yield 
ended the business week at 
1.763%, down 1.62% for the 
week, but down far more 
from its high on Wednesday 
of about 1.9%. The 30-year 
bond slipped a bit too, declin-
ing to 2.080% but leaving the 
yield curve slope still well 
into positive territory. West 
Texas Intermediate crude oil 
ended the week pretty much 
where it started at $84.76 per 
barrel, up 0.41%.
 
The Economy
 	 The financial headlines for 
the week ending on 1/21/22 
were mostly about inflation 
and interest rates, but the 

bond market seems to be con-
tinuing not to watch TV or 
read the worried pronounce-
ments. The 2-year Treasury 
note, where one would expect 
to see fears of higher rates 
and inflation hit the hardest, 
remained focused around 1%. 
Since the Federal Reserve 
does not control that rate, if 
bond traders thought high in-
flation was going to be with us 
for even the next 24 months, 
the 2-year note should be 
much higher and create the 
dreaded inverted rate curve, 
but it hasn’t. Janet Yellen, 
the former chairperson of the 
Federal Reserve and current 
Secretary of the Treasury, 
stated that in her opinion, in-
flation has been cranked up 
by a series of one-time events 
and should be back down 
around 2% by late 2022. The 
bond market appears to agree 
with Sec. Yellen.
 	 Another area where the 
headlines clustered was 
around the rather substantial 
decline in the market price 
of Bitcoin, meme-stocks, and 
SPACs, all of which we have 
written about as dangerous 
and unstable investments. 
Bitcoin is down about 40% 
since November, an impres-
sive decline, but only in sec-
ond place to its 52% crash 
from April through July of 
last year. SPACs, those, “In-
vest now and we will tell you 
what we are going to do with 
your money later.” shares, 
on average, are down about 
50%. GameStop stock has 
spiraled down about 68%.
 	 In our humble opinion, the 
headlines should have been 
about the Conference Board’s 
Index of Leading Economic 
Indicators (LEI). That very 
reliably predictive index 
rose 0.8% in December after 
rising 0.7% in both October 
and November. In the six de-
cades since the Conference 
Board started reporting on 
that venerable set of numbers, 
it has never failed to provide 

at least six months warning 
when a recession was on the 
way. The Conference Board’s 
chief economist wrote that the 
Omicron outbreak put a dent 
in the December numbers and 
is likely to slow things down 
for a few months but that, in 
his opinion, once the outbreak 
trails off, probably in March, 
the economy is showing ev-
ery sign of surging back to 
levels better than we saw last 
year.
 	 Meanwhile, the Omicron 
variant is hurting economic 
growth, not because of shut-
downs or any governmental 
action, but simply because 
there are a lot of people out 
sick. Union Pacific in its 
earnings report admitted that 
it underestimated the impact 
and was hit hard in its ability 
to deliver goods over the past 
couple of months on time, or 
in some cases, at all. Restau-
rants, school districts and a 
host of others are feeling the 
pain. The good news is that 
the new infection wave ap-
pears to have peaked along 
the East Coast where it hit 
first in the U.S. Since house-
hold balance sheets are still 
flush with cash, once this 
wave recedes, things look 
good for the party to resume.
 	 The U.S. economy is still 
going strong and well on 
the way to a full recovery of 
where it would have probably 
been without the pandemic. 
As we predicted, Omicron is 
putting a dent in the growth 
rate, but is nowhere near 
reversing it. This inflation 
surge continues to appear as 
a passing event and unlikely 
to become entrenched. On 
the downside, the possibility 
of Russia invading Ukraine 
in an attempted remake of 
Germany’s Pre-World War II 
actions looks more and more 
likely. We have written before 
that early 2022 would likely 
have some big bumps, but we 
remain confident that is all 
they are.

Bitcoin, meme-stocks,
SPACs are all dangerous,
unstable investments

	 If you’re a Texan with 
a disability, and you need 
someone to help you fill out 
your ballot in a polling place 
(it’s gotten more complicated 
for you to get a mail-in bal-
lot), your assistant must fill 
out a document indicating his 
or her relationship to you, and 
that person will be restricted 
as to the kind of assistance he 
or she can provide.
	 If you’re a Black or Latino 
Texan, you probably know by 
now that the Texas legislature 
has eliminated the state’s one 
Black majority congressional 
district and has reduced the 
number of Latino-majority 
districts from eight to seven. 
These changes have taken 
place even though the state 
has added two congressional 
seats because of a four-mil-
lion person population in-
crease from 2010 to 2020, 
with new minority residents 
comprising 95 percent of that 
growth.
	 If you live in South Caro-
lina and are one of the state’s 
2.5 million registered Demo-
crats, the odds are that your 
congressional representative 
will be a Republican: 11 out 
of the 14 newly mapped dis-
tricts now have Republican 
majorities, even though there 
are 400,000 more registered 
Democrats than Republicans 
in the state.
	 To many Californians like 
myself, all these arrange-
ments come across as alien, 
to say the least. California 
leaves redistricting to a non-
partisan commission, and our 
secretary of state sends mail-
in ballots to all 22 million 
registered voters. Califor-
nians face no onerous voter 
I.D. laws.
	 Yet nothing in one part of 
the country is truly “alien” if 
it affects any other part. To the 
extent that the voting power 
and political voice of millions 
of people is diminished any-
where, it affects the quality of 
democracy everywhere. For 
this reason, the U.S. Senate’s 
recent failure to pass voting 

rights legislation makes it 
all the more urgent for civil 
society to pick up where the 
government has failed. With 
midterm elections coming 
up, voting rights groups and 
other organizations must sig-
nificantly scale up voter reg-
istration and get-out-the-vote 
efforts.
	 And unions must play a 
central role in this mobiliza-
tion.
	 For one thing, their eco-
nomic stake in countering 
voter suppression may be 
greater than that of any oth-
er institution in civil society. 
Their membership declines 
over the past several decades 
are closely intertwined with 
the nation’s growing eco-
nomic and political inequal-
ity, and unions, despite their 
membership declines, never-
theless have resources they 
can commit to electoral pol-
itics.
	 Last year, for example, 
UNITE HERE Local 11, a 
32,000-member union in 
Southern California and Ar-
izona, got actively involved 
in the 2020 elections, knock-
ing on 900,000 doors in Ar-
izona and helping hold the 
line against a Trump victory 
in that state. Workers threw 
themselves into this effort 
despite – or perhaps because 
of – pandemic-related lay-
offs that affected 90 percent 
of the members. Many of the 
same members (hotel house-
keepers, bartenders, cooks, 
and dishwashers) then trav-
eled to Georgia, knocking on 
550,000 doors and helping 
flip both Senate seats.
	 As Marilyn Wilbur, a 
laid-off service worker from 
Arizona State University 
commented on the Georgia 
victories, “this victory is not 
just for Georgia, but for all 
workers of color like myself 
who, though severely impact-
ed by this pandemic, chose to 
rise up and fight back togeth-
er. We will continue to push 
and make sure that health-
care, relief, jobs and justice 
are made a priority.”

	 The recent history of 
UNITE HERE, Local 11 is 
particularly illustrative of the 
power that union members 
can exert in electoral politics. 
The union underwent a trans-
formation in the late 1980’s 
and 1990’s, as an enlightened 
leadership drew on the ideas, 
strategies, and inspiration 
of nonviolent activists and 
thinkers like the Rev. James 
M. Lawson, Cesar Chavez, 
and Dolores Huerta to expand 
the concept of a union as a 
critical force in a compre-
hensive movement for social 
justice. That transformation 
shifted fundamental attitudes 
toward immigrant workers, 
recognizing their dignity and 
re-energizing union power by 
engaging immigrants as ac-
tive participants in electoral 
politics. That change in the 
union dynamic helped trans-
form labor relations and pol-
itics in Los Angeles – indeed, 
in California as a whole.
	 Undoubtedly the efforts to 
undo the substantial impacts 
of voter suppression will be 
an immense task: 34 voter 
suppression bills were passed 
in 19 states in 2021 alone. It 
is a task complicated by con-
tinuing efforts to sow mistrust 
in voting and the electoral 
process. 
	 But 2021 has seen evi-
dence of a union resurgence 
in many quarters, and union 
membership in and of itself 
reinforces democratic values, 
deepening members’ aware-
ness of political issues and 
their own abilities to effect 
change at a grassroots level. 
With a strong union presence 
allied with that of other orga-
nizations supportive of full 
voting rights, the possibilities 
of swinging the pendulum 
back toward justice are not 
entirely out of reach. At any 
rate, the stakes are too high to 
hold back now.

Most hands played by declarer fit 
into a pattern that he has encountered 
many times before. Because of this, 
many declarers tend to treat similar 
situations in similar fashion, which is 
not always the healthiest approach to 
the play of a hand.

Consider this deal where West led 
the queen of clubs against four hearts. 
East followed with the jack, and West 
shifted to the nine of spades. Declarer 

played low from dummy, losing to the 
king, and East returned a low trump.

At this point, South put on his thinking 
cap. Had he finessed, which seems the 
natural thing to do, he would have gone 
down one. But South was not a player 
who relied solely on past experience.

He realized that finessing would be 
the proper play in most hands, but he 
also realized it would be the wrong 
play in this hand. So he went up with 
the ace, felling the king, played the 
ace and another diamond, and wound 
up making 10 tricks after ruffing two 
of dummy’s diamonds in his hand.

There is no denying that South was 
lucky to find West with the singleton 
king of hearts. But good luck is fre-
quently the byproduct of good dum-
my play, so South was entitled to 
some measure of glory in nabbing the 
singleton king.

Declarer realized at trick three, after 
East had shown up with the jack of clubs 
and king of spades, that East could not 
also have the king of hearts. Had East 
held that card, he surely would not have 
passed his partner’s opening bid.

So, after concluding that West had 
to have the heart king, South went up 
with the ace — not because he expect-
ed to drop the king, but because he 
recognized that his only chance was 
to find the king unguarded.

	 Not enough has been 
done to prevent another cat-
astrophic power-grid failure 
such as the one in Texas 
last February, according to 
AARP Texas, which warns 
that consumers will foot the 
bill for what comes next.
	 A rare winter storm left 
millions without power and 
246 Texans dead, almost 
two-thirds of them age 60 or 
older.
	 Tim Morstad, director of 
AARP Texas, estimated that 
gas and electric customers 
will pay more than $6 bil-
lion in their utility bills to 
cover cleanup costs from 
Winter Storm Uri, with none 
designated for grid improve-
ments. He added that chang-
es proposed by regulators to 
revamp the electric market 
lack cost analysis and public 
input.
	 “And ultimately it comes 
down to the pocketbook,” 
he said, “because, while 
we all want and support a 
reliable electricity grid, we 
want to make sure we’re 
getting what we pay for, and 
we want to make sure that 
the public’s voice is heard.”
	 While improvements 
may be needed and benefi-
cial, Morstad said the initial 
price tag at $1.7 billion a 
year to be built into custom-
ers’ utility bills is alarming. 
	 In Katy, Lora Taylor and 
her husband were prepared 
for rolling blackouts pre-
dicted by their utility com-

pany as they cared for their 
special-needs daughter, who 
suffers seizures and requires 
breathing and suction ma-
chines. Instead, they spent 
52 hours without power, 
and had to recharge the ma-
chines from a car battery. 
	 “The trauma of the mid-
dle of the night and trying 
to literally keep her alive - 
when all the hospitals were 
filled, all of the roads were 
icy - was just overwhelm-
ing,” she said.
	 Worried about a repeat of 
last year’s storm, the Taylor 
family purchased a whole-
house generator. Taylor said 
Texans shouldn’t have to 
wait 10 years to make sure 
safeguards are in place.

	 “It’s just beyond me, that 
we can’t hold people’s feet 
to the fire so that they have 
to invest to protect consum-
ers,” she said. “Every other 
state handles cold weather. 
Why can’t we?”
	 Morstad noted that older 
Texans and medically vul-
nerable people are particu-
larly sensitive to power out-
ages and utility price hikes, 
with many living on a fixed 
income.
	 “The rub,” he said, “is 
that the proposals being pur-
sued are very expensive, ha-
ven’t been proven to solve 
the problem that has been 
identified, and the pock-
etbooks are already being 
strained.”
