	 After 40 years, it looks 
like Texas coaching legend 
Tom Westerberg is heading 
back to his hometown Sala-
do.
	 Superintendent Michael 
Novotny told Salado Vil-
lage Voice that Salado ISD 
trustees will meet 4:30 p.m. 
March 4 to hear his recom-
mendation to hire Wester-
berg as the Head Football 
Coach of the Salado Eagles, 
a team he played for as quar-
terback 40 years ago.
	 Westerberg said that Sal-
ado is the place “we plan 
to land when I retire from 
coaching. We already have 
a home here and visit quite 
often.”
	 Westerberg and his wife 
Sandra (Lange) are both 
graduates of Salado High 
School. He graduated in 
1982 and she graduated a 
year before him.  
	 “We dated in high 
school,” he said. Sandy is 
the daughter of Mary and 
Clarence Lange. The Langes 
lived in Salado for 37 years 
before moving to Caldwell 
several years ago.
	 He informed the Superin-
tendent of Hays CISD of his 
decision to come to Salado. 
He is the current Athletic 
Director overseeing athlet-
ic programs at four high 
schools in the fast growing 
Hays County.
	 “I have always had an 
eye on this job,” Westerberg 
said of returning to his roots. 

“When I heard Alan was 
leaving, I applied.”
	 Westerberg brings a re-
sume that is mind-boggling. 
As the Allen Eagles head 
football coach, he won four 
state high school champion-
ships in 6A football, includ-
ing three straight in 2012-14. 
His consecutive win streak of 
57 games is the third longest 
in Texas high school football 
history.
	 He coached 12 years at 
Allen High School (2004-
16). The Eagles qualified for 
the playoffs every year and 
were district champions 10 
times. His Eagles had a 148-
17 record. 
	 In 2014, he was named 
the National High School 
Football Coach of the Year.
	 From Allen, he traveled 
to Barbers Hill High School 
in the Houston area, where 
he was Athletic Director and 
Head Football Coach for five 
years. His team made the 
playoffs four of those five 

	 Cliff Coleman held off a 
challenge by Richard Sapp 
for Justice of the Peace Pre-
cinct Two and Texas voters 
decided that either incum-
bent Republican Greg Ab-
bott or challenger Democrat 
Beto O’Rourke will be Gov-
ernor. The two easily han-
dled a field of candidates in 
political primaries that were 
decided March 1.
	 Coleman received 1,503 
votes while Sapp had 1,116 
votes in a down-ballot race 
that garnered a lot of atten-
tion in Salado and the south-
eastern portion of Bell Coun-
ty.
	 Lt. Gov Dan Patrick han-
dled challengers in the Re-
publican primary.  The Dem-
ocrats have yet to decide on 
who will challenge Patrick in 
November as Mike Collier 
and Michelle Beckley are 
headed to a run-off to deter-
mine the Democrat nominee 
for Lt. Gov.
	 Several races in both par-
ties will be headed to run-
offs, scheduled for May 24, 
including the race for Attor-
ney General where incum-
bent Ken Paxton will face 
George P. Bush. Paxton had 
43% of the vote while Bush 
had 23% in a field of four. 
Whether co-challengers Eva 
Guzman and Louie Gohmert 
will endorse Bush remains 
to be seen. The Democrat 
race for the Attorney General 
nomination is also headed 
to a run-off with Rochelle 
Garza, who received 43% of 
the vote facing Joe Jaworski, 
who received 18.6% of the 
vote.
	 Dawn Buckingham was 
at the head of a field of Re-
publican hopefuls for Land 
Commissioner (currently 
held by Bush) and will face 
Tim Westley. Buckingham 
raked in 43% of the vote in 
a field of eight while Westley 
brought in 14%. Salado Vil-
lage Voice expects Bucking-
ham to win the run-off. She 
represented Salado as State 
Senator for District 24.
	 Speaking of District 24, 
the Republicans are heading 
to a run off in that race with 
Pete Flores taking 46% of 
the vote and Paul Reyes tak-
ing 33%. Lamar Lewis had 
21%. The run-off winner will 

face Democrat Kathy Jones 
Hospod who took in almost 
80% of the vote in her pri-
mary contest.

	 Chip Adams, from the 
Texas Music Office, spoke to 
about 20 Saladoans Feb. 28 
about the benefits of becom-
ing a Music Friendly Com-
munity.
	 Adams spoke about the 
statewide impact of the 
music industry. The music 
industry has a direct $4.4 
billion economic impact in 
Texas and creates 100,000 
directly in the state. Indirect-
ly, the economic impact of 
the music industry is closer 
to $10 billion and 210,000 
jobs.
	 Texas is the only state to 
have a music economic de-
velopment office.
	 “The impact of music in 
Texas is huge,” Adams told 
the group, adding “but as we 
learned from the pandemic, 
it is fragile.”
	 The Salado meeting is the 
first in-person workshop that 
Texas Music Office has had 
since the pandemic began 
in 2020. “We are glad to be 
out of the office and visit-
ing communities again,” he 
said.	
	  The Village of Salado is 
taking on an effort to become 
a Music Friendly Communi-
ty.  There are about 30 Texas 
cities registered with the 
Governor’s Office as Music 
Friendly Communities rang-

ing in size from small towns 
such as Vidor and Lindale 
to large cities such as Dallas 
and Houston and all sizes in 
between.
	 Adams talked with the 
group about the benefits of 
getting Salado recognized as 
a music-friendly community.
	 The Music Friendly Com-
munities learn to work with 
each other in their own towns 
as well as networking with 
other communities for talent 
and resources, according to 
Adams.
	 The next step in becom-
ing a Music Friendly Com-
mubity is to establish a mu-
sic office/liaison within the 
village government. Village 
administrator Don Ferguson 
said that this will be assis-
tant 	 administrator Stacy 
Ybarra’s role. 
	 The Village must then 
register music entities and 
businesses with the Texas 
Music Office’s Texas Music 
Industry Directory. 
	 The Village will demon-
strate partnerships with  the 
community’s music-related 
501c3 non-profits in order to 
foster community develop-
ment.
	 The Village should col-
laborate with local music 
education programs.
	 The Village should also 
form an advisory board made 
up of local music community 
industry stakeholders.

	 Filing	for	March	2022	political	party	pri-
maries	continues	until	6	p.m.	Dec.	13.
	 Judge	Cliff	Coleman,	who	serves	as	Jus-
tice	of	 the	Peace	for	Bell	County’s	Precinct	
2,	has	filed	for	re-election.		
	 He	 was	 sworn	 into	 office	 on	 January	 1,	
2019,	 and	 serves	 the	 communities	 of	 Hol-
land,	Bartlett,	Salado,	and	rural	southeastern	
Bell	County.		
		 After	filing,	Coleman	said,	“I	am	grateful	
for	the	opportunity	to	serve	the	Bell	County	
citizens	 of	 Precinct	 2	 and	 I	 am	 asking	 for	
your	 support	 to	 continue	 as	 your	 Justice	 of	
the	Peace.”		
	 Coleman	grew	up	in	Salado	and	is	a	grad-
uate	of	Salado	High	School.		He	is	married	to	
Regina	and	together	they	have	five	children,	
all	of	whom	also	graduated	from	Salado	High	
School.

	 Richard	Sapp	has	filed	as	a	candidate	for	
Bell	County	Justice	of	the	Peace,	Precinct	2.

The Markets
 	 As the last full week 
of February ended, it was 
clear that good economic 
news and positive earnings 
reports for U.S. compa-
nies outweighed the threat 
of war and sanctions on 
Russia. The SPX initially 
sagged downward as Rus-
sia continued its buildup 
of forces around Ukraine 
early in the week and, as it 
opened on Wednesday, it 
plunged, as expected, enter-
ing “correction” territory as 
it dropped to 4131.72, down 
13.31% from January 1. 
Then came the surprise as it 
climbed out of its correction 
to close higher for the day 
on Thursday. That positive 
movement continued all 
day on Friday with the SPX 
finally closing at 4384.65, 
up 0.82% for the week. It 
remains down 8% so far this 
year, but up a very respect-
able 15.05% from this time 

last year. The CRSP Mid-
Cap Value Index ended the 
week up 0.60% at 2524.54, 
but still down 2.8% for 
2022.
 	 The yield on the bench-
mark 10-year U.S. Treasury 
note also treated the Rus-
sian invasion of Ukraine as 
a non-event by week’s end. 
After dropping early in the 
week, it roared up to 2% 
on Wednesday, fell back to 
1.85% on Thursday as in-
vestors rushed into the se-
curity of Treasuries, then 
shot back up to 2.011% at 
midday on Friday before 
ending the week at 1.969%, 
up 2.34%, continuing the 
steady rise it has followed 
this year. Interest rates are 
now up about 40% from 
where they were a year ago. 
The yield curve came close 
to going flat from 10 years 
out to 30 years on Thursday 
morning but with the 30-
year Treasury up to 2.285% 
at the end of the week, 
maintained its positive 
curve. Like other markets, 
by the end of the week West 
Texas Intermediate crude oil 
(WTI) was treating war in 
Eastern Europe as nothing 
to be concerned about, fall-
ing 0.04% from last week to 
$91.71 after spiking above 
$100 on Thursday morning.

	 The headlines were the 
same across the entire news 
spectrum, including the 
economy pages, “Russia In-
vades Ukraine” and “War in 
Europe.” Admirably, inves-
tors appeared to dig deeper 
into the real economic news 
and “bought the dip”, ignor-
ing the pundits who wailed 
about the impending bear 
market. Billions of dollars 
poured into the equity mar-
kets on Thursday and Fri-
day, much of it coming from 
individual investors.
 	 Inflation remained the 
economic bugbear with the 
core Personal Consump-
tion Price Index (CPE) up 
0.5% in January, and up 
5.2% from the beginning 
of last year. As that index 
is the prime indicator used 
by the Federal Reserve, the 
report virtually assured that 
the Fed would raise rates in 
March. As we mentioned 
above, mid-term interest 
rates have already risen 40% 
over the last year, so the 
market is already doing the 
Fed’s work having priced 
in a series of 0.25% short-
term rate increases. That 
longer-term increase in rates 
appears to be starting to 
tamp down home mortgage 
activity and other heavily 

leveraged spending causing 
home sales and in some cas-
es, prices, to finally began to 
decline.
 	 Otherwise, economic 
news was uniformly good. 
The private data firm IHS 
Markit reported on Tues-
day that its composite U.S. 
Purchasing Managers’ In-
dex rose to 56.0 mid-Feb-
ruary from 51.1 in January. 
The scale for that report is 
one where numbers above 
50 indicate growth and 55 
indicates excellent growth. 
Respondents to the survey 
commented that workers 
were returning to work after 
a high absentee rate in Jan-
uary with the service sector 
leading the rebound.
 	 One of our favorite 
government agencies, the 
Bureau of Economic Anal-
ysis (BEA), announced on 
Thursday that the fourth 
quarter 2021 real Gross Do-
mestic Product (GDP) of 
the United States grew at a 
revised annualized 7.0 per-
cent rate and bumped the 
third quarter growth up to 
2.3%. Leading the way was 
a large private investment in 
inventories, suggesting that 
businesses were anticipating 
more activity in 2022. It is 
worth noting that the nomi-
nal annualized GDP growth 
for the fourth quarter was 
an astounding 14% but was 
reduced by year over year 
inflation to the net 7% num-
ber. That put the real annual 
GDP up 5.7% for 2021 com-
pared to a decrease of 3.4% 
for 2020. Another pleasing 
announcement was from 
the Census Bureau, another 
of our favorites. Consumer 
spending, the prime driver 
of the U.S. economy, rose 
a seasonally adjusted 2.1% 
in January with personal in-
come holding steady despite 
the ending of the monthly 
child tax credit. Even after 
adjusting for higher prices 
generated by inflation, con-
sumer spending was up 1.5% 
for the month. Possibly even 
better news was that orders 
for manufactured durable 
goods increased 1.6% in 
January, as unfilled orders 
increased by about 1% and 
new nondefense orders for 
capital goods, another reli-
able long-term indicator of 
economic health, increased 
4.2% for the month.
 	 Sorting through the data, 
a clear picture emerges of an 
economy still accelerating 
with plenty of momentum 
and fuel to drive forward 
for months to come. War or 
no war, our economy looks 
very healthy with plenty of 
room to grow.

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TO HAVE AND HAVE NOT

Generally speaking, there are two 
schools of bidders. The first is composed 
of those whose chief goal in bidding is to 
reach the best possible contract for their 
side. This group represents the over-
whelming majority of bridge players.

Members of the second school are 
those whose chief purpose is to try to 

prevent the opponents from reaching 
their best contract. The tactics employed 
by these players can take many forms, 
but the aim is always the same — to do 
as much damage to the opponents’ bid-
ding structure as possible.

It is evident from this deal, played in 
the 1978 women’s world pair cham-
pionship, that North-South, who shall 
remain nameless, were both full-
fledged members of the second school.

South opened the bidding in third 
seat with one diamond, presumably 
because it was her turn to bid. West 
doubled, and North, attempting to 
muddy the waters, bid one spade! 
East entered the fray with two hearts, 
employing her partnership’s peculiar 
system of bidding what you have rath-
er than what you don’t have.

West raised two hearts to four, and 
this rolled around to South, who appar-
ently thought she had not yet expressed 
the full value of her hand. According-
ly, she bid four spades! West, who no 
doubt could not believe her ears, found 
a double, and North retreated to five 
diamonds, also doubled.

Then came five spades and six dia-
monds, both doubled, at which point 
the bidding mercifully came to a 
grinding halt. Declarer finished down 
six — 1,700 points — and North-
South were left with a gnawing feel-
ing that perhaps something had gone 
wrong with their system.

Local Historian

	 “Has Salado ever had a 
one-room schoolhouse?” 
This is a question that for-
mer, long-time Salado res-
ident and historian, Byron 
Bunker (1903-1992), was 
asked many times. 
	 His answer was, “I doubt 
if we ever had a one-room 
school, but I know that in 
1908 there was a three-
room school house.”1 He 
further explained that he 
when he started school in 
1908, he started in a three-
room building that sat due 
west of the Tyler house.
	 When thinking of early 
Salado schools, one im-
mediately thinks of Sala-
do College.  Indeed, while 
Salado College earned a 
well-deserved reputation of 
excellence and was critical 
to the growth of early Sal-
ado, it was not the first and 
only school in the Salado 
area.
	 The first school in the 
Salado area was established 
in 1849, eleven years pri-
or to the establishment 
of Salado College, on the 
lower Salado Creek near 
the site of the J. Morton 
(Mote) Smith Miil.  This 
school was taught by E.N. 
Goode in the residence for-
merly occupied by Abner 
Kuykendall.  The second 
teacher was a man named 
Edrington.2

	 In the mid-1850s, an-
other school was estab-
lished at Prairie Dell, four 
or five miles south of Sal-
ado.  This school would 
later be consolidated with 
the Salado schools.  The 
Prairie Dell schoolhouse 
was made of rawhide lum-
ber and was near the home 
of J.C. Bonner.  William 
Carroll Sypert of Miliam 
County was the first teach-
er.3

	 Prior to 1854, if a com-
munity wanted a school for 
its children, the commu-
nity had to pay the teach-
er’s salary and provide the 
schoolhouse. The Com-
mon School Law of 1854, 
signed by Texas Governor 
Elisha Pease, officially 
launched the Texas public 
school system.  This law 
provided funds for teachers’ 
salaries, leaving the com-
munity to provide its own 
schoolhouse.4     
	 In January 1874, six 
years before the Salado 
College charter expired, 
the College Board of Trust-
ees, took steps to organize 
a free public school district 
for Salado and vicinity. 
Major A. J. Rose, Judge 
John E. King, and Dr. D. 
H. Armstrong were elected 
trustees of the new public 
school district and worked 
closely and harmoniously 
with the College trustees in 
carrying out this purpose.5   

Salado Free Public School, 1911
In 1911, I. G. Jones was the superintendent of the Salado Free Public School and Mrs. I.G. Jones, Miss Irene Howard, and Miss 
Ethel Barnet were the teachers. (Doyle, Davis K. The Bell County Democrat (Belton, Tex.) Vol. 15, No.55, Ed. 1 Tuesday, 
February 7, 1911.The Portal to Texas History, texashistory.unt.edu, University of North Texas Libraries.)

Location and 
Description 
of Salado’s 
First Public
School Building: 
	 Byron Bunker once 
wrote the schoolhouse was 
located on about four acres 
due west of the O.T. Tyler 
house on the north side of 
the house used as the of-
fices of the First Baptist 
Church.  Bunker further 
stated that the building was 
very old, and made of lum-
ber with peeling paint.6

	 The original building 
was three rooms with a 
large hall connecting each 
of the rooms. There was 
one room on the north and 
then one room on each side 
of about a 12-foot-wide 
hallway.  The entrance was 
at the front of the old hall-
way.  There was also an en-
trance to each of the three 
rooms off of the hallway.
	 The interior hallway 
walls could be raised to 
make a large auditorium.  
They’d have plays and mu-
sicals like they did in the 
old college.  The ceiling 
was a beaded ceiling.
	 Later in about 1910, 
they built a fourth room 
in front, on the south, and 
it was built on the side of 
the hill.  The old, original 
school was almost f lat on 
the ground, made of big 
heavy timbers set on cedar 
posts.  The entrance was 
open so that you could go 
into the new part of the 
school for the social things 
of the school like box sup-
pers and plays.
	 Prof. O.H. McOmber,

who had graduated from 
the University of Michi-
gan in 1858 and who was 
principal of the McOmber 
Institute in Hallettsville, 
joined the faculty of Salado 
College as a teacher for the 
opening session of 1876.  
	 On September 10, 1877, 
the trustees of Salado Free 

Public School engaged 
Prof. McOmber as Pres-
ident of Salado College 
Public Free School No. 32.  
The trustees also named 
Maj. H.A. Cousins, Mrs. 
M. Purdrom, Miss M.R. 
Burt, and E.L. Faupel as 
teachers. J. and W. Thomp-
son were janitors at the 

school.7   

	 The charter for Salado 
College expired in Febru-
ary 1880.  In 1882, a private 
corporation formed the new 
Salado College, and took 
charge of the buildings and 
maintained the school until 
1885 when its charter ex-
pired.
	 Felda Davis Shanklin 
(1880-1962), a former Sal-
ado resident and historian, 
once wrote that in 1885 
the property of the Salado 
College was turned over to 
the Salado public schools 
and was used by the public 
school until 1890. It was 
during this time that she 
started to school.8  

Starting School in the Col-
lege Building:
	 In 1888, children did 
not start to school until 
they were 8 years old.  Miss 
Rosa Lou Smith, later Mrs. 
Frank Andrews of Hous-
ton, was Felda’s first grade 
teacher whom she dearly 
loved and thought her the 
prettiest lady in Salado.  
Miss Maggie Butler was 
another first grade teacher.  
Her second-grade teacher 
was Miss Mary Bennett of 
Belton.
	 The College had two 
play grounds – one for the 
girls and one for the boys.  
Felda once said that the 
girls’ playground was not 
very good, so the girls usu-
ally played in a grove of 
trees on the banks of Smith 
Branch which was usually 
dry. Felda also described 
the hillsides as being cov-
ered with wild snap-drag-
ons which the girls picked 
and popped in their hands.  
There were also milkweeds 
on which the bumblebees 
fed. The bees with a spot 
on their heads wouldn’t 
sting so the girls caught 
them with their cupped 
hands, tied a thread around 
their body and put a small 
stick on the other end of 
the string so they could f ly 
in short circles.  The girls 
staked them out on a milk-
weed when the bell rang 
and they had to go inside. 

Going to School in 
a Church: 
	 Felda went to public 
school which was taught in 
the College building until 
1890 when the property 
was leased to Dr. Samuel 
J. Jones, who established 
a private academy called 
Thomas Arnold High 
School.  Dr. Jones had been 
principal of Salado College 
from 1884-1885.  He had 
resigned to accept a posi-
tion at Sam Houston Col-
lege in Huntsville.  
	 When Dr. Jones came 
back to Salado, he brought 
his bride with him. Dr. 
Jones, assisted by his wife, 
Charlotte Hallaran Jones, 
operated Thomas Arnold 
High School for the next 
23 years, 1890-1913.
	 Salado’s free public 
school, organized in 1874, 
ran concurrently with 
Thomas Arnold High 
School.  Since the college 
building, where the public

school was meeting, had 
been leased to Dr. Samuel 
Jones, the public school had 
to seek other quarters.  
	 The local Church of 
Christ, whose minister the 
Rev. William K. Hamblen 
was a school trustee, offered 
the use of their church as a 
temporary school site while 
a new building was erected 
for the public school.  
	 A partition was placed 
down the center of the 
church house, dividing it 
into two rooms.  Professor 
Smoot was the principal 
and Miss Mary Bennett 
taught the primary stu-
dents.
	 For several years before 
and after the turn-of-the-
century, male teachers were 
honored with the title of 
professor.  When a school 
had more than one teacher 
the head teacher was given 
the title of principal, and 
other teachers were called 
assistants.  The principal 
always taught the highest 
grades and the assistant or 
assistants taught the pri-
mary grades.9

New School Ready 
for Occupancy, 
1889 
	 Work on the new school-
house began in earnest and 
by the Fall of 1889, the new 
Salado public schoolhouse 
was finished and ready for 
occupancy.  
	 Felda was in the fourth 
grade when the new school 
opened.  Her teacher that 
year was Miss Martha Bar-
ton and when she was in 
the intermediate grades, 
Miss Ada Duboard was her 
teacher. 	
	 When Felda completed 
the fifth grade, she was 
promoted to Professor 
Bainbridge’s room.  Every-
one looked forward to being 
in Professor Bainbridge’s 
class.  He had a way of 
making learning meaning-
ful.  In the spring Professor 
Bainbridge taught botany 
and each student brought 
a small microscope to use 
in class. Professor Bain-
bridge brought f lowers for 
the students to study and 
on one occasion they hiked 
up the creek and studied 
unusual plants.  Felda once 
commented that it was in 
Bainbridge’s botany class 
that she first learned all the 
parts of a f lower.
	 The eighth grade was 
added to public school 
about this time and this 
brought older children into 
the school.
	 Ruth Berry Brown 
(1899-2000), whose par-
ents had bought the Halley 
house in 1909 or the later 
part of 1908 once stated 
that the old three-room 
school was where she and 
her sister Naomi started 
to school in September of 
1908.10 She was 9 years 
old and her sister was a 
year younger, and that they 
went there for several years.  
She said that Miss May 
McDonald and Miss Min-
nie Bargas (Vargas?) were 
the teachers and Professor 
Stubblefield was the super-
intendent or principal.
	 Among Ruth’s girl 
friends were Edna May 
Cawthon, Rozelle Russell, 
Frances Bunker, Athena 
Vickrey, and Leland Hunt-
er.  This group of friends, 
as well as others, walked 
from the Halley House to 
school every morning and 
then walked home together 
in the afternoon. 
	 School started at 8:00 
o’clock.  When the teacher 
walked into the room, the 

students stood and said the 
pledge of allegiance to the 
United States Flag.  After 
a prayer was said aloud, 
usually by the teacher, the 
students sat at their desks 
and the lessons for the day 
began.   There was a 10:00 
o’clock recess to get water 
and go to the outhouse and 
then lunch. At 2:00 o’clock 
there was another recess 
and school dismissed about 
3:30 in the afternoon. 
	 Children brought their 
own lunch which they 
carried in little tin lunch 
boxes.  Since Ruth’s father 
worked as the bookkeeper 
for her grandfather Berry’s 
mercantile store, Ruth and 
her sister usually carried 
their lunch in the little box-
es that things would come 
in to the store.  
Ruth explained that during 
lunch the children would 
sit in groups out under the 
trees.  On one occasion 
she said, “I remember sit-
ting out there with Miss 
May McDonald.  When 
Mr. Ad Humphries, one of 
the professors at the Col-
lege, came calling on Miss 
McDonald, we would all 
get so tickled and giggly in 
the school room because he 
was really tall and he would 
walk from the old college 
down to town and up to 
the school.  We knew that 
he was coming to see Miss 
May McDonald whom he 
later married.   And he’d 
come and he’d knock on 
the door and she’d go, she 
had seen him coming up 
the hill and we all thought 
it was so funny that Mr. 
Ab was coming to see the 
teacher.   And he’d make 
his dates.”11

 

Back at the 
old Salado
College Building:
 
	 Felda Davis enrolled 
in Thomas Arnold High 
School in the fall of 1894.  
The school enjoyed an 
excellent reputation, due 
largely to the leadership and 
philosophies of Dr. Jones.  
Like the old Salado Col-
lege, Thomas Arnold High 

School attracted families 
to Salado to educate their 
children.
	 Felda Davis gradu-
ated from Thomas Arnold 
High School in May of 
1898.  Graduating with 
her were classmates Emma 
Hamblen, Edith Russell, 
Charles Ramsdell, Con 
Foster, Albert Williamson, 
Clarence Porter, and Mar-
cus Witt.  
	 Felda began her teaching 
career on January 2, 1898 at 
Gooseneck.  On May 16, 
1900 she was elected to 
teach the Primary Depart-
ment of the Salado Public 
Free School District.  She 
had come full circle.
	 Classes were held at the 
public school building un-
til 1918.  At that time, the 
public school moved back 
into the College building.  
The old weathered, wood-
en building was torn down 
and sold for lumber to in-
dividuals.  Charles Robin-
son bought the new larger 
room and lived in it at the 
school location until his 
death in 1945.  Mrs. Emma 
Blaylock Berry bought the 
school property and willed 
it to her daughter, Ruth 
Berry Brown.  Ruth sold it 
to Bill and Zelma Stevens 
around 1981. 
	 During the tenure of Dr. 
Jones, the old college build-
ing burned twice, in 1901 
and again in 1902.  Af-
ter each of these fires, the 
people of Salado rebuilt the 
school building and once 
again, Thomas Arnold 
High School was back in 
business. 
	 Dr. Jones retired in 1913 
and a few attempts were 
made by others to keep 
the private high school go-
ing to no avail. On January 
18,1919, at a meeting of 
the Salado College stock-
holders, it was resolved 
to donate the ground and 
buildings to the public free 
schools of Salado and the 
trustees were instructed 
to convey the property to 
the County Judge of Bell 
County and his successors 
in office, which was ac-
cordingly done. 
	 So, once again, in 1919, 
Salado’s free public school 
moved into the old College 

building and school was 
held there until the sum-
mer of 1924 when after two 
fires, the structure was in-
spected and deemed unsafe.
	 At this point, Carl Ai-
ken, a member of the Board 
of Trustees, approached his 
mother-in-law Mrs. Alice 
(Gray) Hamblen and sug-
gested that she donate the 
Hamblen five-acre home-
place, located at the north-
east corner of Main Street 
and Van Bibber Road, pres-
ent site of the Civic Center, 
to the Salado free public 
school.12

	 On the property was the 
Hamblen cemetery, which 
was established as a burial 

place for Vesta, one of the 
Hamblen’s daughters upon 
her death in 1899, and the 
two-story family home that 
had been vacant for sev-
eral years.  Mrs. Hamblen, 
knowing the value her late 
husband placed on educa-
tion, graciously agreed to 
her son-in-law’s suggestion 
with the stipulation that 
the land be used for edu-
cational purposes, and the 
land was to revert to the 
Hamblen family when or if 
it ceased to be used for the 
school. 
	 Mr. Aiken agreed to de-
molish the old home place 
himself, and he did.  He 
later remarked that if he’d 

known how hard it was to 
tear down the substantial 
old rock house he might not 
have so readily agreed.
	 A handwritten copy of 
what appeared to be Mrs. 
Hamblen’s deed of the five 
acres to the school board 
was found in the old Rose 
house, unsigned, but nota-
rized and signed by W.S. 
Rose, and this document 
was dated June 14, 1924.  
About two weeks later, on 
June 30, a Sunday around 
midnight, the old College 
building suffered a third 
fire. The fire, however, did 
not stop or alter the plans

for building a new school 
building on the Hamblen 
property.  The 1924-1925 
school year was fast ap-
proaching.   
	 The transfer of deed for 
this land was never record-
ed, and when the building 
was temporarily unused 
for classrooms in the early 
1980s, there were legal ma-
neuverings for the school to 
retain title to the land.  In 
February 1985, the trans-
fer of deed was made from 
Charles H. Aiken, Susan 
Aiken, Jimmy Aiken, Carl 
H. Aiken III and Robert 
W. Barton, all heirs of Wil-
liam K. Hamblen, to the 
Salado Independent School 
District.13

	 The two-story red brick 
school building, built in 
1924, still stands at its orig-
inal location, the northeast 
corner of Main St. and Van 
Bibber Road, and is cur-
rently used as the adminis-
tration offices for the Sala-
do School District.
	 The Salado Free Pub-
lic School, which was first 
organized in 1874 with one 
building, two teachers and 
a superintendent is nearing 
its 150th year of educating 
the children in what is now 
called the Salado Indepen-
dent School District.14 The 
school district was first 
referred to as the Inde-
pendent School District of 
Salado in the May 16, 1900 
school board minutes.   
	 It appears that Salado 
never had a little one-room 
school house like many oth-
er towns, other than a tem-
porary building that was 
used during the construc-
tion of Salado College, but 
then, as Byron Bunker once 
said, “Salado has always 
been a little different.”15

	 “Each year, a week is 
dedicated to raising aware-
ness about the dangers of 
invasive species,” said Gov-
ernor Greg Abbott. “At this 
time, I encourage all Tex-
ans to learn more about the 
steps Texas takes to control 
populations of invasive spe-
cies and how all Texans can 
help prevent their spread. 
By continuing to be wise 
stewards of our natural re-
sources, we can ensure a 
better and brighter future 
as we build the Texas of to-
morrow.”
	 Invasive species are 
non-native to an ecosystem 
and can cause environmen-
tal or economic harm to 
human health and quality 
of life. In addition, inva-
sive species are expensive 
to prevent and control, and 
can cause costly damage to 
crops, fisheries, forests and 
more, costing approximate-
ly $219 billion across the 
U.S., according to recent es-
timates. Many invasive spe-
cies are spread inadvertently 
or intentionally by humans, 
who play an important role 
in preventing their spread.
	 A variety of plants, ani-
mals, insects and even dis-
eases can become invasives 
when they enter a new envi-
ronment, growing or repro-
ducing rapidly and poten-
tially outcompeting native 
species. This allows them 
to become established and 
problematic across large ar-
eas. They can be introduced 
by humans in a variety of 
ways, including intentional 
introduction through aquari-
um dumping or bait releases 
or accidentally as “hitchhik-
ers” carried through rec-
reational activities. These 
risky activities can include 
hauling firewood long dis-
tances for a campfire or 
moving a boat from one 
reservoir to another without 
properly cleaning, draining, 
and drying it first.

Never Dump Your Tank 
	 Don’t dump anything, 
whether it’s fish, animals 
or plants, out of an aquari-
um into any of Texas’ wa-
terbodies. The same is true 
for flushing them down the 
toilet. Whether saltwater or 

freshwater, there’s a good 
chance your aquarium fish, 
animals and plants are not 
native to Texas. If they are 
dumped into the wild, they 
can quickly introduce dis-
eases and establish them-
selves at the expense of na-
tive aquatic life, vegetation 
and reef systems. Learn 
more on the Texas Invasives 
website.
	 Similarly, you should 
never release any animal 
that you have purchased as a 
pet into the wild. Most like-
ly your pet is not native to 
Texas and could cause seri-
ous harm to our native spe-
cies and ecosystems. Find 
more resources on the Don’t 
Let It Loose website.

Only Use Native Gulf 
Shrimp as Bait
	 Shrimp is a popular bait 
choice, but not all shrimp 
species can be used as bait 
because some can introduce 
diseases. While not harm-
ful to humans when eaten, 
imported shrimp may carry 
several known viruses or 
diseases that can spread to 
native Gulf shrimp species 
and other shellfish such as 
crabs and crawfish, causing 
considerable harm to both 

saltwater and freshwater en-
vironments. Many of these 
viruses can survive the 
freezing process and there-
fore may be present even in 
imported shrimp sold in the 
freezer sections of grocery 
stores.
	 Never use imported fresh 
or frozen shrimp in Texas 
waters. Imported shrimp 
includes all shrimp species 
not native to the Gulf of 
Mexico, including shrimp 
from other countries like 
Venezuela or Thailand, or 
from other non-Gulf states 
like California.

	 When landscaping near 
your home or planting a gar-
den, it’s important that you 
choose plants that are native 
to your region. Non-native 
plants can escape cultiva-
tion and become invasive 
and have an impact on wa-
ter quality, biodiversity, fish 
and wildlife habitats, and 
more.

Don’t Carry Hitchhikers
	 You could be carrying 
invasive species with you 

and not even know it. In-
sects and plants, including 
plant seeds, can hitch a ride 
on your clothes, shoes, gear 
or even your firewood. You 
can help stop the spread by 
removing plants, animals, 
and mud from clothes, 
boots, gear, pets and ve-
hicles, cleaning your gear 
before entering and leaving 
recreation sites, using only 
local firewood and simply 
staying on designated roads 
and trails. 

Clean, Drain and Dry 
Your Boat and Gear
	 Boaters can help keep 
zebra mussels, giant salvin-
ia and other invasive spe-
cies from being moved and 
harming more lakes. We 
ask all boaters to take a few 
minutes to properly clean, 
drain and dry boats and 
equipment every time they 
go boating before they leave 
a lake. Remove plants, mud 
and debris from the boat and 
trailer, drain all the water 
from the boat and gear and 
then open up compartments 
once you get home and al-
low everything to dry com-
pletely.
