	 The burn ban will remain 
in effect until 10 a.m. Aug. 
7, unless restrictions are ter-
minated earlier based on a 
determination made by the 
Commissioners Court that 
the circumstances creating a 
public safety hazard no lon-
ger exist.  
	 The burn ban order also 
authorizes Bell County 
Judge David Blackburn to 
administratively rescind or 
extend the order permanently 
or temporarily.  In the event 
the County Judge extends the 

order, such extension shall 
be valid for up to no more 
than seven days. 
	 This order does not pro-
hibit outdoor burning activi-
ties related to public health 
and safety that are authorized 
by the Texas Commission on 
Environmental Quality for 
(1) firefighter training; (2) 
public utility, natural gas 
pipeline, or mining opera-
tions; (3) planting or harvest-
ing of agriculture crops; or, 
(4) burns that are conducted 
by a prescribed burn man-
ager certified under Section 
153.048, Natural Resources 
Code, and meet the standards 
of Section 153.047, Natural 
Resources Code.
	 In accordance with Lo-
cal Government Code § 
352.081(h), a violation of 
this Order is a Class C mis-
demeanor, punishable by a 
fine not to exceed $500.

	 The Stage 3 Water Re-
strictions of the Salado Water 
Supply Corporation Drought 
Contingency Plan will re-
main in place through the re-
mainder of July and much of 
August.
	 Stage 3 Water Restric-
tions requires customers to 
reduce the number of days 
and times they water outside 
to one day per week.
	 Odd addresses may water 
between the hours of mid-
night and 10 a.m. and 8 p.m.-
midnight on Tuesdays only.
	 Even address may water 
between the hours of mid-
night and 10 a.m. and 8 p.m.-
midnight on Wednesdays 
only.	
	 “Due to high evaporation 
rates, use of irrigation sys-
tems between the hours of 
10 a.m. and 8 p.m. is consid-
ered water waste and is en-
forceable as a violation at all 
times,” SWSC General man-
ager Ricky Preston stated in 
a notice sent to customers.

	 Stage 3 was triggered in 
early July due to the drop-
ping water level of Stillhouse 
Hollow Lake.
	 Salado WSC buys surface 
water from Kempner WSC, 
which has a plant on Still-
house Lake.
	 Kempner WSC informed 
its customers in early July 
that the water levels at Still-
house had dropped to 607.6 
feet elevation and was drop-
ping 1 inch every two days. 
	 Since then, the water level 
has dropped to 606.93 feet as 
of presstime July 18.
	 “When the water level 
reaches 605 feet elevation, 
water production at our plant 
will slow down and 604 
feet, production will stop,” 
according to the Kempner 
WSC announcement. 
	 “We are installing an 
extension in August that 
will give us a lower intake 
level and potentially buy us 
some time,” the Kempner 
WSC announcement stated. 

“Please be aware that we are 
not seeing much conserva-
tion of water in our system. 
If the lake level drops to 606 
feet elevation, we will be 
forced to implement stage 
IV Water Conservation re-
strictions which are stricter 
and will not allow you to use 
your irrigation systems or fill 
a pool, only hand watering 
with a bucket will be autho-
rized.”

	 Salado WSC General 
Manager Rick Preston told 
Salado Village Voice that at 
the time the Salado WSC an-
nounced the Stage 3 Water 
Restrictions, the system was 
seeing about 2 million gal-
lons per day of groundwater 
use and 2 million gallons 
per day of surface water use. 
Groundwater serves custom-
ers on the east side of I-35 
while surface water serves 

customers on the west side.
	 Preston said that since the 
notice was published that he 
has seen a decrease in overall 
usage of about 30%. How-
ever, because the number 
of days allowed for outside 
watering has been reduced to 
one, there is a high demand 
on the system on Tuesdays 
and Wednesdays.
	 One of the tanks for 
groundwater drops by as 

much as 15 feet overnight 
during the watering days. 
“But it goes right back up as 
soon as people stop water-
ing,” he said.
	 Salado WSC will “vigor-
ously enforce  violations of 
the Drought Contingency 
Plan, according to the notice. 
	 Enforcement includes a 
written notice of specific vio-
lations and a possible assess-
ment of a penalty depending 
upon the severity of the vio-
lation on First Violations.
	 On Second Violations: 
SWSC may assess a penalty 
to the customer. SWSC may 
install a flow restricting de-
vice for seven days and may 
charge the customer for the 
cost of installing and remov-
ing the device.
	 On Third Violations, 
SWSC may discontinue ser-
vice at the meter for a period 
of seven days and will en-
force a normal reconnect fee 
for restoration of service.

	 Modern state-of-the-art 
motion picture theaters have 
surround sound and an ar-
ray of subwoofers. Live in-
door theaters may use actual 
sound effects cued by an off-
stage technician or use pre-
recorded audio tracks. Then 
there are the very few venues 
that undertake the nightly 
creation of fresh special ef-
fects using live explosives.
	 “Yes, that’s black pow-
der that we’re using,” Jackie 
Mills says matter-of-factly.

	 In addition to rifle-firing 
soldiers, volley tubes, pyro-
technical barrels that deto-
nate with earsplitting explo-
sions, are positioned close 
to the side of the audience 
seats. 
	 The War Between the 
States, depicted onstage, is 
presented in stark realism.
	 Special effects like these 
coupled with horseback ac-
tors galloping through the 
aisles are sure-fire audience 
pleasers that can’t be equaled 
in other theatrical experienc-
es. 
	 “We’re careful to draw the 
line,” Jackie says. “We have 
children and armed forces 
veterans in our audience. So 

no theater blood.”
	 The two-act play begins 
in the late 1850s with Scot-
tish settlers arriving in Sala-
do. Salado College students 
meet on the table rock, a 
huge monolith of limestone 
in Salado Creek - still visible 
from Pace Park, but uplifted 
by the 1921 flood. A flash-
back moves the plot back to 
the time of native Tonkawa-
ns and European explorers, 
including the myth of Sirena 
the mermaid. 
	 Sam Houston makes 
a stentorian appearance, 
speechifying from the Shady 
Villa Inn balcony, and then 
we’re off to the Civil War. 
Diversions in the village 
take place and the Culture 
Ladies force a would-be sa-
loon owner to flee to nearby 

Holland. A pair of colorful 
floosies kick up some dust 
and ”Salado Legends” con-
cludes as surviving Confed-
erate soldiers return to Sala-
do.
	 The epic tale is told with 
original songs and ensemble 
dance numbers weaving his-
tory, legend and memories 
into a family-friendly drama. 
“One of our songs, ‘Be Care-
ful What You Wish For’, 
combines the legends of the 
Tonkawa Indians, the dreams 
of the Spanish explorers and 
the hopes of the Scottish set-
tlers,” Jackie adds.

Water restrictions due to low levels at Stillhouse

	 The average Texas home-
owner could see annual 
property tax savings close 
to $1,300 if voters approve 
an increase in the homestead 
exemption in the upcoming 
November election. That’s 
part of the sweeping tax 
cut package passed by both 
houses of the Legislature on 
July 13, ending a months-
long impasse on how to dis-
tribute $18 billion in state 

revenue surplus set aside in 
this session’s budget. 
	 “We have a Texas-sized 
property tax relief pack-
age that is unparalleled in 
the world,” said bill author 
and Houston Senator Paul 
Bettencourt. As in previ-
ous versions, the legislation 
continues the ongoing reduc-
tion of local school property 
tax rates begun in 2019 and 
doubles the franchise tax ex-
emption, but the final version

Heart & Hands provides back-to-school clothes, shoes

	 China is overtaking 
America in a variety of 
high-tech industries -- 
thanks to some inadvertent 
help from the U.S. Supreme 
Court. 
	 According to a brand-
new report from the Austra-
lian Strategic Policy Insti-
tute, the communist nation 
has outstripped America in 
37 out of 44 key technolo-
gies, including advanced 
aircraft engines and hy-
personics, 5G and 6G, and 
quantum communications. 
	 This Chinese high-tech 
renaissance springs from 
the regime’s deliberate poli-
cy of incentivizing research 
and development, both 
through subsidies as well as 
extremely strong patent pro-
tections. 
	 With this robust patent 
system, China has seen an 
explosion of innovation. In 
2021, Chinese researchers 
filed 1.59 million patent 
requests -- more than twice 
the number of American 
filings, and nearly half the 
global total. 
	 By contrast, America is 
weakening patent protec-
tions. The Supreme Court 
has steadily expanded the 
number of inventions that 
count as unpatentable “laws 
of nature, natural phenome-
na, and abstract ideas.” 
	 In Mayo v. Prometheus, 
for instance, the Court clas-
sified certain diagnostic 
tests as unpatentable “laws 
of nature.” A similar ruling 
in Association for Molec-
ular Pathology v. Myriad 

Genetics denied patents to 
genetically modified gene 
sequences. 
	 Both decisions rocked 
the biotech industry. Mayo 
reduced venture capital 
investment for in vitro di-
agnostics technologies by 
about $9 billion over four 
years, according to one 
study. 
	 Another study found that, 
in the wake of Mayo and 
Myriad, half of U.S. univer-
sity technology-transfer of-
fices surveyed had decided 
against developing molecu-
lar tests. 
	 Artificial intelligence 
has taken a hit, too. In Alice 
Corp., the Supreme Court 
ruled that certain comput-
er-implemented inventions, 
machines, and processes 
are “abstract ideas” -- and, 
thus, ineligible for patent-
ing. 
	 The justices of the Su-
preme Court have good in-
tentions. But they lack the 
training and expertise to 
craft U.S. innovation policy. 
That job belongs to elected 
officials in Congress and 
the White House. 
	 Congress can start by 
passing Senator Thom Til-
lis’s (R-NC) Patent Eligi-
bility Restoration Act, in-
troduced in 2022. The bill 
would address problems 
with Mayo, Myriad, and 
Alice Corp. by ensuring it 
is possible to obtain patents 
for gene therapies and, po-
tentially, AI. 
	 Other measures fall to 
the executive branch. The 
Biden administration must 
uphold the original intent of 

the Bayh-Dole Act -- which 
grants universities and 
small businesses IP rights 
to their inventions, even 
when they have accepted 
federal funding. 
	 Since 1980, Bayh-Dole 
has facilitated more than 
480,000 inventions, more 
than 117,000 patents, and 
more than 200 drugs and 
vaccines. 
	 But lawmakers and ac-
tivists are urging Biden to 
weaken IP protections un-
der Bayh-Dole. They want 
the administration to use 
the law’s “march-in provi-
sion” -- which outlines cas-
es when the government can 
relicense patents for feder-
ally-funded products -- to 
forcibly crank down drug 
prices. 
	 Biden has refused their 
request. It is crucial that he 
continue doing so. Stripping 
biotech firms of their patent 
rights would only drive the 
United States further from 
parity with China. 
	 China -- along with the 
European Union, the United 
Kingdom, and Japan -- have 
recently strengthened their 
patent laws. If we want to 
reclaim the mantle of the 
world’s tech leader, we will 
need to follow suit.

China gets by with a little 
help from its friends -- on 
the Supreme Court

	 Legislators this year 
took a historic step toward 
fundamentally realigning 
the way Texas funds its 
community colleges. The 
goal? Ensuring Texans are 
earning postsecondary 
credentials that will give 
them greater access to high-
er-paying careers.
	 The product of years of 
work by a commission es-
tablished to rethink com-
munity colleges’ financing 
systems, this reform effort 
emphasized funding formu-
la changes, college capacity 
improvements and student 
affordability investments.

Aligning funding 
to student outcomes
	 Reform efforts this 
year focused largely on 
establishing a new fund-
ing system for community 
colleges in Texas. The old, 
enrollment-driven funding 
formulas presented many 
challenges for the state’s 
community colleges, espe-
cially with the enrollment 
declines of recent years. 
That has led to funding in-
stability felt particularly 
acutely in small and rural 
colleges. 
	 The state responded by 
overhauling this enroll-
ment-based system to more 
directly align community 
college funding to student 
completion of a postsecond-
ary credential that has prov-
en workforce value. 
	 This new system based 
on documented improve-
ments of students’ out-
comes has great potential to 
vastly improve the skilled 
Texas labor force. Despite 
steep enrollment decreases 
during the pandemic, com-
munity colleges still serve 
nearly 700,000 students 

across the state. That means 
community colleges remain 
well-positioned to equip 
large numbers of Texans 
with the specialized skills 
required by emerging and 
high-demand jobs.

Providing more support for 
community colleges
	 To accelerate the align-
ment of community col-
leges’ course offerings with 
workforce demands, law-
makers also took steps this 
year to build up the capac-
ity of community colleges, 
including the continuation 
of the Texas Reskilling and 
Upskilling through Educa-
tion program. 
	 TRUE grants help com-
munity colleges start or ex-
pand short-term credential 
programs aligned with re-
gional and statewide work-
force needs. They serve stu-
dents ranging from young, 
first-time-in-college stu-
dents to those already in the 
workforce. 
	 Since the inception of 
the TRUE program in 2021, 
colleges have used the 
funds to establish programs 
such as advanced manufac-
turing mechatronics, au-
tomation and construction 
management certificates, 
and patient care technician 
certifications. 

Expanding opportunities to 
more Texans
	 For these reforms to 
achieve the desired effects, 
the state must also address 
the accessibility of a post-
secondary education. 
	 Only 43% of economi-
cally disadvantaged Texas 
students currently go on 
to enroll in postsecond-
ary education after grad-
uating from high school. 
That’s compared to 64% of 
non-economically disad-
vantaged students. Closing 

this gap will require remov-
ing as many barriers to en-
rollment as possible, partic-
ularly cost barriers.
	 Lawmakers this year 
invested $125 million in 
Texas Education Oppor-
tunity Grants, the state’s 
need-based financial aid 
program for community 
college students, and $78.6 
million in financial aid for 
low-income high school 
students to take a dual cred-
it course through the newly 
established Financial Aid 
for Swift Transfer program. 
	 The FAST scholarship 
ensures that low-income 
students whose college 
participates in the program 
can take dual credit courses 
at no cost to them or their 
families. The FAST pro-
gram also helps commu-
nity colleges by providing 
a supply of students whom 
they can help achieve out-
comes rewarded by the new 
funding formulas – spe-
cifically, completing dual 
credit hours required by 
degree and other credential 
programs and, ideally, also 
earning a postsecondary 
credential of value along-
side their high school diplo-
ma.
	 Through a cohesive 
and intertwined package 
of reforms that systemi-
cally prioritizes outcomes 
and workforce value in the 
state’s long-term funding 
formulas, Texas can lead 
the nation in changing the 
way we approach and view 
higher education.

Rethinking community colleges’ approach 
to preparing the  workforce of the future

CPI report: food prices 
are up 5.7%, while gas 
prices are down 27%
The Markets
 	 The dear old S&P 500 
Stock Index (SPX) turned 
in an exceptional week. The 
consistency of the daily rise 
in market value was simply 
amazing. On Friday morn-
ing, July 14, it peaked at 
4528 before slipping slow-
ly back to end the week at 
4505.42, up 2.42% for the 
week. That closing num-
ber left it just over double 
its value back in March of 
2020, the bottom point in 
the pandemic bear market 
when it stood at 2237.40. It 
is now also about 26% high-
er than it was last October, 
and up 17.34% so far this 
year. Of course, we would 
be remiss to not also note 
that it is exactly 6% lower 
than its all-time high in Jan-
uary 2022, about 18 months 
ago. Our other market ba-
rometer, the CRSP US Mid 
Cap Value Index put in a 
reasonable week too, rising 
just under 2% for the week 
to 2438.38. It too is about 
6% lower than its January 
2022 record high but up 
4.22% this year.
 	 The benchmark 10-year 
U.S. Treasury note yield slid 
downward from last week’s 
4.06% to close at 3.83% as 
the bond market seemed to 
reach a consensus that the 
Federal Reserve would like-
ly only add one more 0.25% 
rate increase rather than the 
two assumed last week. That 
did nothing to soften the in-
verted Treasury yield curve 
with the less-than-1-year 
annualized rates all clus-
tering around 5.5%. Mean-
while the longer-term Trea-
suries continued their slow 
rise, suggesting that longer 
term rates will be higher 
than we have seen in more 
than a decade even after 
the Federal Reserve moves 
shorter term rates to a less 
restrictive level. That has 
the potential to cause more 
pain for those who hold lon-
ger term bonds as the mar-
ket price of bonds and other 
loans falls as interest rates 
rise. West Texas Intermedi-
ate crude oil (WTI) climbed 
most of the week too be-
fore settling back a bit on 
Friday. A barrel of WTI is 
now priced at $75.26, pretty 

much in the middle of the 
trading range we have seen 
all this year, but well below 
the $120 prices we saw two 
years ago.
 
The Economy
 	 The equivalent of an 
800-pound gorilla made its 
presence known in the econ-
omy and the market this 
week as the Labor Depart-
ment released its June Con-
sumer Price Index (CPI) In-
dicators. The headline “All 
Items” figure for the last 12 
months surprised more than 
a few people as it came in at 
3.0%, one third the increase 
we saw at this time last 
year. Inside the report was 
less pleasant news showing 
that food has gone up 5.7% 
in the last year while gaso-
line has fallen about 27%. 
Significantly, if we include 
everything except the im-
puted price of shelter, the 
hypothetical rental value of 
people’s homes that they 
own, the one-year inflation 
rate drops to only 0.7%.
 	 The significance of that 
set of numbers is hard to 
overstate. If next month’s 
official rate of inflation re-
mains that low, it will sug-
gest that the Federal Re-
serve has largely won its 
war against inflation. Per-
haps more significantly, it 
has done so without creat-
ing anything that even looks 
vaguely like a recession. 
Even the more hawkish 
members of the Federal Re-
serve Board acknowledged 
that if the declining inflation 
rates we have seen so far this 
year persist, then only one 
more rate increase is likely. 
Currently, the Fed has set 
the overnight annualized 
bank to bank loan rate at be-
tween 5% and 5.25%. One 
more rise will take it to the 
5.25% to 5.5% range: good 
news for savers, but less so 
for those seeking or paying 
back floating interest rate 
loans.
 	 In another interesting 

interest rate bit of news, JP 
Morgan reported that its 
consumer credit card in-
terest income was up 16% 
from a year ago. As we have 
noticed repeatedly over the 
years, even as consumers 
tell poll surveys that they 
are pessimistic about the 
future, they are returning to 
spending via high-interest 
credit cards. That is anoth-
er typical behavior as we 
emerge from a recession, 
and not an indicator that a 
recession is at hand.
 	 The U.S. economy con-
tinues to send conflicting 
signals. Manufacturing 
leading indicators have 
fallen to levels that have 
indicated recession at hand 
or soon to come with only 
three exceptions since 
World War II. At the same 
time factory construction 
is hitting records and man-
ufacturers are still hiring 
like there is a boom ahead. 
The divide may be between 
“hard” and “soft” data. Most 
of the leading indicators are 
expressed as opinions and 
are negative. The hard data, 
such as factory construc-
tion and hiring rates are 
“hard” data, based on what 
manufacturing companies 
are doing rather than what 
their purchasing managers 
believe may be happening. 
Another, and even more 
extreme difference is to be 
found in the services side of 
our economy. All you need 
do to see what is happening 
there is attempt to go out 
to eat on a Saturday night. 
Americans are spending on 
services and that spending 
appears to be accelerating. 
As a side note, the reverse 
may be happening in Chi-
na where signs of deflation 
are beginning to emerge as 
we are importing less from 
there and their consumers 
seem to be hunkering down 
and socking away more sav-
ings rather than increasing 
spending as we are doing.

sent to the governor in-
cludes two new significant 
provisions.
	 The first provision would 
answer the House’s demand 
for a limit to property ap-
praisal growth. Current 
law caps yearly home val-
ue growth to no more than 
10 percent of the previous 
year, but the House passed 
legislation during the reg-
ular session to lower that 
number to five percent and 
extend it to all real property. 
This was one of the major 
sticking points between the 
chambers, as Lt. Governor 
Dan Patrick held that such 
caps may allow taxing en-
tities to raise rates in a way 
that they cannot under reve-
nue growth limits passed in 
Austin in 2019. Ultimately, 
the chambers agreed on a 
20 percent appraisal growth 
cap for all real properties 
with a valuation of no more 
than $5 million. Homeown-
ers would still be under the 
10 percent cap set for home-

steads. This provision is set 
to expire in 2026, allowing 
legislators to gauge the im-
pact of the new caps over 
the next three years.
	 The second provision 
seeks to add more public 
input into the appraisal pro-
cess by adding three elect-
ed members to the boards 
of each appraisal district in 
counties exceeding a popu-
lation of 75,000.
	 The third measure in the 
tax cut package would cut 
the number of small and 
medium businesses on the 
state’s franchise rolls by 
40 percent. SB 3, also by 
Bettencourt, would exempt 
businesses that bring in less 
than $2.47 million in annual 
revenue from the franchise 
tax, double the current ex-
emption. Bettencourt says 
that will apply to 67,000 ad-
ditional businesses in Texas. 
It also removes a require-
ment that businesses that 
owe nothing submit a “no 
taxes due” form to the state 

or face a $50 penalty.
	 Lt. Governor Patrick 
said last week that face-to-
face negotiations between 
himself and House Speak-
er Dade Phelan, as well as 
tireless work by Bettencourt 
and his House counterpart 
Representative Will Met-
calf resulted in the compro-
mise on this historic tax cut. 
“When you have $18 billion 
you don’t decide it in six 
days, or six weeks, or six 
months,” Patrick said before 
adjourning the second called 
session Thursday. “Of all 
the different variations of 
bills that [the House] sent us 
and we sent [them], this was 
the best bill of them all.”
 	 “I thank my partners in 
the Texas Legislature for 
coming together to honor 
the best interests of hard-
working Texans who want 
to own their property—not 
rent it from the govern-
ment,” Gov. Greg Abbot 
said.

	 This may be a re-
cord-breaking hot summer 
so far, but that isn’t slowing 
down harvest for winemak-
er June Ritterbusch.  
	 “Harvest is a season,” 
Ritterbusch said. “The 
various varieties ripen at 
different intervals so there 
are many batches at differ-
ent stages of fermentation.  
This year we are expecting 
to process grapes from four 
vineyards in Bell Coun-
ty over the next month so 
there’s no time to waste 
worrying about the heat”.  
	 The first haul was char-
donnay from her own vine-
yard in Salado on July 17.  
	 June Ritterbusch and 
her husband, Sheldon Vick-
ers also grow merlot, san-
giovese and cabernet sau-
vignon.  The vineyard was 
planted in 2005 and in 2006 
they harvested the first 500 
lbs.  Since then, their har-
vests have ranged from 1-4 
tons each summer. 2021 and 
2022 were disappointing 
yields due to late freezes 
but in 2023 the vines truly 
recovered due to the higher 
than average May rains.
	 “We need all the grapes 
we can get from local vine-
yards” says Ritterbusch, 
“the Texas Wine Industry 
is exploding”.  According to 
the Texas Wine and Grape 
Grower Association, “The 
production, distribution, 
sales, and consumption 
of wine in Texas benefits 
many sectors of the state’s 
economy and generates 
more than $20 billion in to-

tal economic activity. This 
ultimate value-added prod-
uct preserves agricultural 
land, provides American 
jobs, attracts tourists, gen-
erates taxes, and enhances 
the quality of life.”
	 Most local vineyards 
rely on friends and family 
to help pick all the grapes.

“I hope the heat does not in-
terfere with folks enjoying 
the harvest,” says Ritterbus-
ch, “We start harvest early 
in the morning before tem-
peratures soar.

We tell people they can just 
come and pose for a picture 
or taste grapes straight from 
the vine.”  Interested folks 
can check with their favor-
ite vineyard or winery for 
dates, times and locations.

HIDDEN ASSET

You might wonder how declarer 
lost a trump trick in this deal and went 
down one in five hearts. But the fact is 
that it did happen, and it all came about 
in a perfectly natural way.

The hand was played in New Orleans 
in the 1978 World Open Pairs. North, 
Ahmed Hussein, partnered by Omar 
Sharif and representing Egypt, opened 
the bidding with one club.

East, Leon Tintner, partnered by 
Nadine Cohen and representing 
France, overcalled with two spades, 

indicating a strong six-card suit in a 
hand of less than opening strength.

Sharif now boldly bid three hearts 
despite his five high-card points and 
dreadful heart suit. Obviously, he 
could not bring himself to pass, but this 
action ultimately came back to haunt 
him.

West jumped to four spades, and 
North, not knowing whether his side 
could make five hearts or whether the 
opponents could make four spades, 
decided to cater to both possibilities 
by bidding five hearts. That closed 
the bidding, and Cohen led the K-A of 
clubs.

Then, knowing a spade shift could 
serve no purpose since South had to 
be void in the suit, Cohen continued 
with a low club. This was the straw that 
broke the camel’s back. Tintner ruffed 
dummy’s nine of clubs with the jack 
of hearts, and Sharif was down one 
before he could even get started.

Declarer had no trouble taking the 
rest of the tricks. He ruffed the spade 
return, cashed the A-K of trump and 
the A-K of diamonds, then ruffed a 
diamond in dummy, establishing the 
rest of the suit. However, this was little 
consolation for someone who had lost 
a trump trick with a combined total of 
nine trumps headed by the A-K-Q and 
the trumps divided 2-2 in the oppo-
nents’ hands.
