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CUWCD calls for 30%
water use reduction

Clearwater Underground
Water Conservation District
(CUWCD) issued a memo
to all well owners in the Ed-
wards BFZ Aquifer, asking
them to reduce water usage
as the Edwards BFZ is ex-
periencing significant draw-
downs in monitor wells and
a drought trigger-based rate
of reduction in Spring flows
below 3.402 cubic feet per
second (cfs).

With the reduction in
Spring flows below 3.402
cubic feet per second, the
Drought Status Report enters
Stage 3 Serious Concern.
Streamflow on Salado Creek
was registed at 3.04 cfs on
July 12, 2023. By contrast,
streamflow was recorded at
6.82 cfs on July 12,2022. In
the July 17 report of stream-
flow at Salado Creek, the
highest measure was on June
17 at 15 cfs, compared to the
3.04 cfs recorded on July 12.
In the same time period in
2022, the highest recorded
streamflow was almost 50
cfs following a large rain
event June 27, 2022.

The Drought Status Re-
port reflects that the Precipi-
tation Deficit Index (PDI) as
of July 17 was at 202.433
acre feet of springflow in the
last 30 days. If the 30-day
PDI drops below 200 acre
feet of springflow, it could
trigger Stage 4: Critical
Stage with a recommended
40% usage reduction.

“Well owners failing to
conserve their precious re-
source is often evident by
expansive lawns and excess
groundwater use,” stated
CUWCD General Manager
Dirk Aaron in the notifica-
tion. “The aquifer is not just
overburdened by large vol-
ume users but also by private
well owners. We strongly
urge all well owners of this

sensitive aquifer system to
reduce all outside water use
to less than 1,500 square feet
of irrigated turf and reduce
your entire household use by
30%.”

Among the highest vol-
ume users is Salado WSC,
which gets half of its water,
some 2 million gallons per
day, from groundwater out of
the Edwards BFS aquifer.

“The best way to con-
serve is to only water your
lawns once a week during
early morning hours,” he
added.

Aaron asks that all well
owners reduce their water
usage by doing the follow-
ing:

e Limit watering of land-
scape to only one every five
to seven days.

e Agriculture and horti-
culture are exempted from
this measure, but are encour-
aged to reduce tree, plant and
crop watering by 30%.

* Only water landscape at
night between the hours of 7
p.m.and 7 am.

* No filling of ponds,
tanks, lakes, reservoirs,
swimming pools or other
surface impoundments for
holding water.

e Check for and correct all
plumbing leaks.

e Re-use or re-circulate
water whenever possible.

e Wash vehicles at car
wash only as needed.

* No washing of build-
ings, driveways, streets, pati-
os or other outdoor surfaces.

e Keep swimming pools,
landscape or decorative
ponds and fountains covered
(where possible).

* Water livestock in leak-
proof troughs. Pumping wa-
ter into ponds is discouraged.

e Water for dust control
only when required by law.

Earlier in July, Salado

WSC informed its customers
that due to low levels at Still-
house Lake, that it was enter-
ing Stage 3 of its Drought
Contingency, which allows
outdoor watering one day
a week (odd customers on
Tuesday and even customers
on Wednesday). The Salado
WSC Drought Contingency
Plan allows for outdoor wa-
tering on those days from the
hours of midnight-10 a.m.
and 8 p.m.-midnight. Salado
WSC Drought Contingency
Plan states that outdoor wa-
tering between the hours of
10 a.m. and 8 p.m. is consid-
ered wasteful watering due
to severe evaporation.

Clearwater UWCD http://
cuwcd.org is the ground-
water conservation district
whose political boundar-
ies are that of Bell County.
“We have the full statutory
authority to regulate ground-
water per Chapter 36 Texas
Groundwater Code,” Aaron
stated.

“If you want to know
more about your private well
go to our online system at cu-
wcd.org and view the wells,
driller logs, and data related
to your respective commu-
nity,” he said.

“We offer to you, as a well
owner and property owner,
our services for verifying the
condition of your groundwa-
ter well, the well’s regula-
tory status with our district,
free water quality screening/
testing, and offer free water
level measurements of your
well,” Aaron said.

“We encourage you to
visit our office at any time
to review our groundwater
management process, under-
stand our property protec-
tion efforts, and to meet our
staff,” Aaron said. The CU-
WCD office is located at 700
Kennedy Ct. in Belton.

Salado Historical Society
working to save & move
115-year-old Church of Christ

The Salado Historical So-
ciety (SHS) is asking for help
from the Salado community
to help save the old historic
Church of Christ building
at 226 N. Main Street in
Salado for future use. The
“Old Church Place” is 115
years old. It was built in
1908 to replace the Church
of Christ’s original 1875
building that burned. Later,
the 1908 building was sold
and used as a residential
home for over 30 years. The
Church of Christ purchased
the property again three
years ago and has offered it
to the SHS if it can be moved
and repaired for the use of
the community. Salado ISD
will consider letting us move
the building next to the log
cabins on their property. The
building would be moved to
the location of the current
ball field. The SHS is in the
process of developing build-
ing plans for this move.

The SHS’s charter is to
preserve historic properties

in Salado. This particular
property is special to Sal-
ado’s history. It is one of
three churches [First Bap-
tist, Methodist chapel and
the Church of Christ] estab-
lished by early pioneers that
has been recognized by the
Texas Historical Commis-
sion with official markers.
The old Methodist Chapel
is the only one of the three
that is preserved today.
These churches are a vis-
ible reminder that the early
pioneers who settled Salado
brought with them a strong
practicing faith to anchor the
town that was growing along
the banks of Salado Creek.
The “Old Church Place”
building has maintained its
architectural integrity and
character from the early days
of Salado’s founding. The
Texas Historical Commis-
sion criteria for preserving a
building (i.e., age, architec-
tural integrity, and historical
significance) is in line with
our intention to preserve
this building. It is important
to preserve our history for
those who come after us so
that they know what early

Salado was like. Previously,
the SHS has preserved other
historic sites here in Salado,
including the Denman cabin
and moving and reconstruct-
ing the Boles-Aiken log cab-
in behind the SISD offices.
We will continue to identify
other sites and buildings that
contribute to Salado’s his-
tory.

The SHS needs funding
to move forward with a large
project like this. The Salado
Church of Christ has com-
mitted $10,000. The SHS
also will commit funds for
this project and apply for
grant funding. We hope to
raise enough funds to pay for
the move, new sewer, water,
and electrical hook-ups and
do the necessary renovations,
including adding a bathroom,
kitchen, and storeroom. This
building will be available for
use by the people of Salado.
The SHS will keep our com-
munity regularly updated on
our progress.

Sales tax

Bell County showed a
slight increase in sales tax
revenues compared to the
previous year, with all but
one of the 11 cities that levy
sales taxes showing increase
in their July sales tax checks
compared to July 2022. Six
cities showed double digit
percentage increases  this
month.

Village of Salado showed
a 1.87% over last July. The
Village received $67,256.66
compared to $66,018.34
in July 2022. For the year,
the Village has received
$475,705.35, which is 7.84%
more than the $452.213.48
paid through July 2022,

The Village is one of three
Bell County cities to levy a
1-cent sales tax, while seven
other Bell County cities levy

rebates continue to outpace 2022 payments

a 1.5 cent sales tax and Rog-
ers levies a 1.25 cent sales
tax.

The Salado Public Li-
brary District and Bell Coun-
ty each levy a half-cent sales
tax.

For that half-cent tax, Sal-
ado Public Library District
received a $54,784.15 July
check, which was 3.32% less
than last July’s payment of
$56,668.30. For the year, the
Library District has received
$383,090.17, which is 1.77%
more than the $376,423.50
paid through July 2022.

Bell County received
$2.72 million in July, an
increase of 2.14% over the
$2.67 million paid in July
2022. For the year, Bell
County has received $19.28
million, which is 8.18%

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Despite inflation, US
economy powers on

The Markets
The S&P 500 Stock In-
dex (SPX), representing

the U.S. Stock Market, rose
nicely on Monday and Tues-
day of the week that ended
on the 21st, but then seemed
to think better of it as the
week progressed and settled
back down to close the week
at4536.34, up 0.69% for the
week. Still, the SPX is now
up about 103% from March
of 2020, only about three
and a third years ago, up
about 27% from last Octo-
ber, up over 18% so far this
year and is over 40% higher
than it was three years ago.
Still, we must acknowledge
it also remains down about
5% from January of 2022
so all investors are not smil-
ing. This was one of those
weeks when the differenc-
es between the indexes
was stark. The Dow Jones
Industrial Average (DIJIA)
rose all week and was up
2.08%, closing at 35227.69
but is up only 6.28% this
year. The other index that
we do track, the CRSP US
Mid Cap Value Index, rose
1.93% for the week, closing
at 2485.39. That rise puts it
ahead 6.23% this year and
only down 4.31% from its
record high in early 2022.
The benchmark ten-year
U.S. Treasury note yield
moved very little for the
week, and closed at 3.84%,
a move of only 1/100 of a
percent since last week. Not
much changed in the shorter
end of the Treasury market
as well. All Treasury ma-
turities less than or equal to
one year were yielding well
above an annualized 5%
and from there, the further
out the maturity date, the
lower the yields trended.
West Texas Intermediate
crude oil (WTI) continued
its slow upward creep that it
has exhibited over the past
five weeks, ending the work
week at $76.83, up about
2.26% for the week but has
risen about 11% since mid-
June. It is still about 20%
lower than it was a year ago.

The Economy

There was an abundance
of smaller bits and pieces of
economic data released this
week and they uniformly
indicated that the U.S. econ-
omy is doing quite well.
Retail sales, a measure of
spending at stores, online,
and in restaurants, rose a

seasonally adjusted 0.2%
in June after posting a 5%
rise in May. Most of that
rise was goods purchased
online, at furniture stores,
and electronics stores. Per-
haps even more significant
though were the anecdotal
reports of retailers cutting
prices in their stores. Both
Tesla and Ford announced
significant price cuts on
their electric vehicles too.
Those price reductions are
noteworthy because they
are signs that inflation may
well be behind us, and we
could be seeing the early
stages of disinflation.
Moody’s analytics is
now forecasting that the
second quarter U.S. Gross
Domestic Product increase
will come in at 2.2%. That
would be consistent with
the revised first quarter
growth. They also report-
ed that consumer inflation
expectations in the U.S.
are holding steady at about
2.3%. That may be another
sign that the Federal Re-
serve is having success. As
the Fed raised interest rates
over the past year, there has
been very little indication
that the increases slowed
businesses in a national rush
to expand capabilities, and
higher rates have certainly
not slowed job creation or
consumer spending. Since
reducing building activity,
business expansion, and
consumer spending are the
classic and obvious desired
results of raising rates, what
are the rate rises good for?
The answer may be that the
headlines and broadcast
news reports of the Federal
Reserve hiking interest rates
higher and faster than any
time in the past quarter cen-
tury have impressed the U.S.
consumer. That impression
may be what is causing the
reduction in inflation expec-
tations. Because inflation
has a history of following
what consumers expect it to
be, the Fed rates rises may
only be affecting consum-
er attitudes. If so, then the
Fed is getting the job done
because reducing consum-
er inflation expectations is

probably the single biggest
factor in trying to control
the inflation monster.

Recessions are either
caused by something known
as “the credit cycle” or
some external event. Our
last recession, back in 2020
was caused by an external
event, the pandemic. Before
that, the 2008-2009 reces-
sion was a classic interest
rate cycle recession as were
almost all the recessions we
have seen in the past sever-
al decades. Yes, the prox-
imate trigger in 2008 was
the speculative real estate
collapse, but interest rates
had been rising for more
than a year before the reces-
sion hit and the underlying
cause was a failure of the
credit markets. In the cur-
rent economy, despite the
dramatic rise in short term
rates, longer-term rates have
hardly budged and as JP-
Morgan Chase, Citigroup,
and Wells Fargo reported
earnings after the close last
week, it was obvious that
we are not seeing the inter-
est rate issues that histori-
cally have led to a recession.
Loan rates have not gone up
as much as expected and the
number of non-performing
and write-off loans were
well below what we saw
before the pandemic. In es-
sence, the banks’ earnings
reports were one more piece
of evidence that we are not
about to slip into a reces-
sion.

Meanwhile, the Chi-
nese economy seem to be
balanced on the edge of a
very real downturn. In the
United Kingdom, inflation
has declined to 7.9% and
in the Eurozone economies
inflation has dropped to
5.5% from last fall’s 10.6%,
even as both economies are
experiencing a recession.
Bear that in mind if you are
tempted to complain about
our economy. Inflation was,
and is far worse across the
Atlantic than here, and rath-
er than being in a recession,
the U.S. economy is power-
ing its way forward.
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What’s preventing mental
health providers like me from
helping kids with autism

Autism is more preva-
lent than ever, according
to data recently published
by the Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention. Yet,
it’s growing harder for chil-
dren with autism to access
the mental health care they
need.

Fifteen million Ameri-
cans could lose Medicaid
now that the COVID-19
public health emergency has
ended, including many chil-
dren with autism who have
come to rely on Medicaid
for care.

State leaders must do ev-
erything they can to make
sure that kids with autism
continue to have access to
the care they need.

There is no cure for au-
tism, but certain therapies
can help children with au-
tism communicate, social-
ize, and improve their qual-
ity of life. Those therapies
are the heart of Applied
Behavior Analysis (ABA),
the gold-standard thera-
py for autism. I work with
kids with autism as a Board
Certified Behavior Analyst
(BCBA). TI've witnessed
ABA help nonverbal chil-
dren talk for the first time.
I’ve seen children learn how

diversity, equity and

House Republicans
voted to end diversity, eq-
uity and inclusion programs
and personnel at the Pen-
tagon, and one wonders
whether the U.S. military
will ever be the same.

The provision was one
of a number of anti-"woke”
measures in the House-
passed National Defense
Authorization Act -- includ-
ing reversing the Pentagon’s
new abortion-enabling paid
travel and leave policies --
that have occasioned sput-
tering outrage.

According to National
Security Council spokes-
man John Kirby, there’s
no way that President Joe
Biden would ever sign such
legislation “that would put
our troops at greater risk or
put our readiness at risk.”

America’s leaders used
to worry that we wouldn’t
have enough stopping pow-
er to defend against Soviet
tanks potentially pouring
through the Fulda Gap or a
survivable nuclear force in
the event of a nuclear first
strike; now they worry ser-
vicemembers might not be
learning enough about mi-
croaggressions.

Last year, Bishop Gar-
rison, serving at the time
as the senior advisor to the
Secretary of Defense for
human capital and diversity,
equity and inclusion, said
that diversity, equity and in-
clusion needs to be part of
every decision that the mil-
itary makes -- it’s a “force
multiplier,” and will make
the military more lethal.

It’s not clear how this
could possibly be true. Is
the Marine operating a
howitzer going to be more
proficient if he’s familiar
with the work of Ibram X.
Kendi? Will our fighter pi-
lots be better at aerial war-
fare if they think the U.S. is
defined by systemic racism?
Are our submariners lack-
ing so long as they don’t
know that it’s supposedly

to express their frustration
and communicate their joy
because of ABA.

But there aren’t enough
of us to meet the growing
demand for ABA.

Between 2010 and 2020,
demand for ABA services
grew over 4,000%. Yet in
2021, more than half of all
counties in the United States
didn’t have a single BCBA.
Some 300 of those counties
don’t even border a county
that has a BCBA.

Because of this shortage
of providers, those of us in
the field are stretched thin.
The average workday for
a BCBA is 12 hours. Long
hours contribute to burnout.
Turnover rates exceed 30%
annually.

But it’s not just provid-
ers who struggle. For chil-
dren who lose coverage or
change providers, lengthy
waitlists make finding a
new BCBA difficult. Wait
times for care can be weeks,
months, or years, depending
on where a family lives. If
a child is forced to pause
ABA therapy, the result can
be months of lost progress
-- or even a regression in be-
havior.

Commercial insurers,
meanwhile, are erecting bar-

offensive to ask someone
with an accent where he or
she is from?

If diversity training
is so crucial to a fighting
force, maybe we should stop
sending so many munitions
to Ukraine and ship the em-
battled country PowerPoint
presentations on equity in-
stead?

The U.S. military has
been a model for decades
of how to build a racially
diverse institution that is
united by common purpose
and standards. That doesn’t
mean it is perfect -- noth-
ing is -- but it was notably
diverse long before anyone
thought it needed diversity,
equity and inclusion train-
ing.

Thankfully, by its stan-
dards, the Pentagon doesn’t
spend much on diversity,
equity and inclusion. It re-
quested just $115 million in
2023, although that was an
increase of nearly $30 mil-
lion.

This suggests that the

personnel and program-
ming around diversity, eq-
uity and inclusion can be
easily axed, and they should
be.
Diversity, equity and inclu-
sion is a scammy fad that
has ballooned into a more
than $3 billion industry
even though there’s no solid
evidence that it works, and
it may well make things
worse.

As the left-of-center
author and podcaster Jesse
Singal writes, diversity, eq-
uity and inclusion programs
often “seem geared more
toward sparking a revolu-
tionary  re-understanding
of race relations than solv-
ing organizations’ specific

riers between kids and men-
tal and behavioral health
services. When children
lose access to ABA, they are
at risk for losing skills they
may never regain, jeopar-
dizing their best chance to
become independent adults.

State leaders must en-
sure that insurers don’t ar-
bitrarily limit coverage of
ABA by creating improper
guidelines, restricting ben-
eficiaries to narrow provid-
er networks, or imposing
administrative burdens on
providers who should be fo-
cused on patients.

If insurers limit how
many hours or days of ABA
therapy are reimbursable,
families will struggle to get
the care their children need.

Many of those at risk of
losing coverage for ABA
routinely face inequity in
our healthcare system. State
leaders must ensure that the
end of continuous Medicaid
coverage does not also mark
the end of robust access to
effective mental health care
for tens of thousands of kids
with autism.

inclusion

problems. And they often
blame white people -- or
their culture -- for harming
people of color.”

Why does the military,
of all institutions, need that?
At the very least, diversity,
equity and inclusion is an-
other administrative bur-
den. A recent report on the
fighting culture of the U.S.
Navy prepared at the direc-
tion of Arkansas Sen. Tom
Cotton and several Repub-
lican congressmen noted
that “non-combat curricula
consume Navy resources,
clog inboxes, create admin-

istrative quagmires, and
monopolize precious train-
ing time.”

At worst, it is injecting
a poisonous ideology into
a fighting force that needs
to look past racial and oth-
er divisions and needs to
believe in this country’s
worth.

Those who want diver-
sity, equity and inclusion
in the armed forces either
can’t distinguish between
the military and an elite lib-
eral arts college, or want it
to be corrupted by the same
rotten ideas.

House Minority Lead-
er Hakeem Jeffries said the
National Defense Authori-
zation Act shows “that ex-
treme MAGA Republicans
are willing to even detonate
the ability of our military
to do what it needs to do to
keep us safe.”

To the contrary, it is
progressives who want the
military to bend to their
ideological imperatives. We
aren’t going to deter or -- if
it comes to that -- defeat an
adversary like China with
diversity, equality and in-
clusion trainers or self-flag-
ellating nonsense about our
society’s supposed irre-
deemable flaws.

Atchison is 4-H Livestock Ambassador

The Texas 4-H Live-
stock Ambassador program
strives to provide high
school aged 4-H members
the opportunity to devel-
op and practice advanced
leadership skills related to
mentoring other youth, and
to become advocates for an-
imal agriculture. Since the
founding of Texas 4-H Live-
stock Ambassador Program
in 2007, a new generation of
knowledgeable, well-spo-
ken agriculture advocates
have emerged in Texas. To-
day, the average American
is at least three generations
removed from the farm, it is
essential that the upcoming
generation be able to bridge
the gap between consum-
ers and farmers. Through
collegiate level training
combined with hands-on
experience, these youth are
equipped with the skills
and knowledge to serve as
educators of their commu-
nity, youth volunteers, and
stewards of the livestock
industry. Many young lead-
ers from Bell County 4-H
have taken advantage of the
TYLA programs. Current-
ly, 7 Texas 4-H Livestock
Ambassadors are from Bell
County.

The article below was
written by Ambassador and
Short Course Mentor, Kaci
Atchison of Salado, Texas.
Atchison shares her expe-
rience of the program and
advice for other youth.

Growing up, I found a
love for the agriculture in-
dustry very young as I had
been immersed in it from the
start. I grew up on a small,
multigenerational ranch and
had shown animals my en-
tire life, however, I had nev-
er truly felt a part of the in-
dustry. Yes, I was involved
in 4-H and FFA, but every-
thing I did seemed to fall
short of those around me.
My friends were County
Council members and win-
ning state championships
while I was too scared to
get truly involved. A couple
months into my freshman
year of high school, I heard
of a program called Texas
Youth Livestock and Agri-
culture. The program was
a part of the Texas 4-H or-
ganization and trained live-
stock, equine, and poultry
ambassadors to better un-
derstand and advocate for
the industry around them.
I soon began to research
the organization and felt
like being an ambassador
would be something I could

excel at. I applied and got
accepted into the training
program. When I arrived in
College Station for the Tex-
as A&M Livestock Ambas-
sador Short Course last July,
I immediately met some
of my future best friends.
Many people don’t believe
me when I say this, but the
24 other students I was with
quickly became family and
I could not be more thank-
ful for that. Through the
program, we toured ranches
such as 44 Farms, learned
more about advocating for
the agriculture industry,
and made our way through
some of the most exten-
sive leadership training we
would ever have. One of
my favorite stops through-
out the week, by far, was ST
Genetics. Here, the 25 of us
were educated on all things
in cattle genetics and found
ourselves immersed in the
working ideas of the cattle
industry. Throughout my
first year as an ambassador,
I truly learned what it meant
to serve this industry. One
of the great things about be-
ing an ambassador is the op-
portunities we receive in the
program. Wanting to further
my reach in the program, I
applied for phase two, Ad-
vocacy Academy. This is a
three-day training based in
Austin, TX, at the state cap-
ital, where current ambassa-
dors are taught more about
advocating for the agricul-
ture industry on a political,
economic, and social level,
as well as undergo extensive
media training. Here, we
heard from groups such as
Texas Farm Bureau, where
I learned how to effectively
advocate for this industry
in the media, court room,
and legislative assembly. I
have also had the blessing
of being one of the mentors
for this year’s Texas A&M
Short Course. After spend-
ing my first year as an am-
bassador and learning from
those around me, I got the
opportunity to share my ex-
perience and guide the new-
est generation of livestock
ambassadors.

From helping newer
members learn to show, to
teaching elementary stu-
dents about livestock, this
year has been a whirlwind
of wonderful memories
and hard lessons. I learned
that sometimes, we aren’t
always right and that the
best way to offer a new per-
spective is to listen to their
story, then share yours. I
learned how there can never

be too many pictures tak-
en, and how when we truly
open our hearts to others,
they can make more of an
impact on us, than we ever
will on them. I learned how
effectively sharing our story
is more impactful than any
number or fact ever will be,
and I learned that no matter
what becomes of me, I have
a deeper love for the agri-
culture industry than I real-
ized possible.

Even with two years left
in this program, if I could
give a new ambassador or
younger member any piece
of advice, I would tell them
to cherish the time they
have. High School is only
four years, and while it may
seem like forever at the start,
it goes by too quickly. Cher-
ish the memories, take the
pictures, live in the moment,
and above all, do everything
you can to leave your mark
on someone else’s life.

The Texas Legislature
approved House Bill 3,
which requires all public
school districts in Texas to
have an armed officer at
each campus during regular
school hours. The officer
must be a commissioned
peace officer from the dis-
trict’s own police depart-
ment, a school resource
officer from another law en-
forcement agency or a peace
officer hired as a security
officer. This new law goes
into effect on September 1.

Our school district al-
ready had an armed school
resource officer through the
Salado Police Department
at each of our three schools
this past school year. We
have now established our
own Salado ISD Police De-
partment with a Chief of Po-

lice and two police officers.

We have also established
the School Marshal program
in which designated staff
members complete training
through the Texas Commis-
sion on Law Enforcement
(TCOLE) to carry firearms.

Opening lead — king of diamonds.

Even the most sharp-eyed declarer
sometimes falls victim to a blind spot,
missing a simple play that would ordi-
narily not escape his field of vision.

Consider this deal where South won
the diamond lead, drew three rounds
of trump and finessed the queen of
hearts, losing to the king. South ruffed
the diamond return and finessed the
nine of hearts, which also lost. He then

ruffed East’s diamond return with his
last trump.

After playing a heart to the ace,
declarer finessed the ten of clubs,
losing to the queen. West led another
diamond, forcing dummy to ruff, and
then scored the last two tricks with the
ace of clubs and a diamond. So the out-
come was that South went down two!

However, declarer should have made
the contract. All he had to do after
winning the diamond lead and draw-
ing trump was to tackle clubs instead
of hearts by leading the king of clubs
at trick five. In the actual deal, West
wins with the ace and can do no better
than return a heart. Declarer finesses
the queen, losing to the king, and East
returns a diamond.

South ruffs and leads a low club,
forcing West to win either this club or
the next one. It then does not matter
what West returns. If he leads anoth-
er heart, declarer takes dummy’s ace,
ruffs a diamond, discards dummy’s
nine of hearts on his fourth club and so
makes 10 tricks.

Declarer should not have allowed the
temptation of the heart and club finess-
es to cloud his vision. He should have
proceeded directly toward the goal of
making ten tricks just as though he had
never heard of a finesse.

Texas Families lose out on
summer food assistance

Many Texas families are
still struggling financially
post-COVID. Nonetheless,
the state turned down mil-
lions of dollars in federal aid
for summer food assistance
to qualified low-income
families.

Texas was eligible for
federal funds, which would
have provided families $120
per month during the sum-
mer. The Pandemic Elec-
tronic Benefits Transfer pro-
gram aids qualified families
whose children receive re-
duced-price meals or attend

schools in low-income areas
where all students receive
free meals.

Jamie Olson, director
of policy and advocacy for
Feeding Texas, said the state
participated in the pandem-
ic-related program until this
summer.

“We know that every
summer, childhood hunger
spikes because children are
not eating the meals that
they would normally eat in
school,” Olson pointed out.

A state Department of
Health and Human Ser-
vices official said Texas is
not participating because
the school meal and sum-

mer food programs have
returned to pre-pandemic
operations, and the state was
unsure it could distribute
funds by Sept. 30 deadline.

Olson reminded fami-
lies struggling with food
insecurity the state has 21
food banks, covering all 254
counties, listed online at
FeedingTexas.org.

While the majority of
states are participating in
the program this summer,
Texas was one of eight re-
fusing to join. A permanent
summer program approved
by Congress will be in place
by next year, and Olson is
hopeful Texas will partici-

pate. She added the current
model has proven to be very
effective.

“The benefits are distrib-
uted on a debit card; an EBT
card that families can use
just like cash at their local
grocery stores,” Olson not-
ed. “That’s the way that we
should be seeking to feed
kids in the summer.”

The $436 million avail-
able to Texas this summer
would have fed 3.6 million
school-age children, accord-
ing to Olson. To participate
in next year’s summer pro-
gram, states must notify the
U.S. Department of Agricul-
ture by Jan. 1.

DALLAS: Five hun-
dred thousand people in
Texas have lost healthcare
coverage since June due
to the state’s unwinding of
the COVID-19 continuous
Medicaid coverage protec-
tions. Unfortunately, 81% of
individuals who lost cover-
age did so for procedural or

paperwork reasons, not be-
cause individuals are no lon-
ger eligible. Because quality
and affordable healthcare
is critical to the 2.9 million
Texas residents living with
lung disease, the American
Lung Association is calling
on Governor Greg Abbott
to pause Medicaid redeter-

minations to improve its
process so fewer people lose
access to healthcare.

“The rate of coverage
losses for procedural issues
— 81% — is truly alarming.
People could lose their
healthcare coverage and
not even be aware of it un-
til they visit their healthcare

provider or go to pick up a
prescription. Since thou-
sands of people have al-
ready lost coverage, we are
urging Governor Abbott to
temporarily pause coverage
