Market & Economic
Update

The Markets
 	 The good old S&P 500 
Stock Index (SPX) man-
aged to pull most of the fat 
out of the fire for the first 
week in the second quarter, 
closing at 5204.34, down 
0.95% after being further 
down in the dumps follow-
ing a sheaf of good eco-
nomic news. A series of 
reports indicating that the 
U.S. economy is doing well 
and far better than econ-
omists expected this year 
set the traders back who 
were hoping for some bad 
news that would encourage 
the Fed to cut rates sooner 
rather than later. We are of 
the opinion that good news 
is good, but we seem to 
be in small minority. That 
decline leaves the SPX up 
about 9.11% this year, and 
almost 27% since this time 
last year. As we have seen 
consistently, the total three-
year gains in the Index are 
about the same as the one-
year return. The CRSP US 
Mid-Cap Value Index, our 
other followed market in-
dicator, ended the week at 
2651.58, having dropped 
1.6%. It is up 5.44% this 
year and about 16% in the 
last twelve months.
 	 The benchmark ten-year 
U.S. Treasury note wound 
up the week with a yield 
of 4.39%, its highest yield 
since November of last year 
as the 20-year bond yield 
rose to 4.65%. The highest 
yields remained in the very 
shortest maturity bills with, 
as usual, the 2-month ma-
turity bill paying an annu-
alized rate of 5.50%. West 
Texas Intermediate crude 
oil (WTI) slid upward all 
week to $86.71 per barrel, 
once more driven higher by 
an expanding U.S. econo-
my.
 
The Economyu
 	 Some weeks there is so 
little economic news that 
economists and economic 
writers have little to read. 
Other weeks the data come 
pouring in like a tsunami. 
This week was one of the 
latter. The Bureau of La-
bor Statistics reported on 
Friday that U.S. employers 
added a seasonally adjust-
ed 303,000 jobs in March, 
net of layoffs, quits, and the 
like. Considering that the 
American economy needs 
to only add about 150,000 
per month to remain static, 
that it doubled that number 

is not a small thing. The un-
employment rate declined 
from last month’s 3.9% to 
3.8% while hourly earnings 
rose 4.1% from a year ago. 
As we have mentioned be-
fore, the key to understand-
ing how the unemployment 
rate could remain less than 
4% while employees are 
being hired in mass, is an 
immigration-based growth 
rate in our national labor 
force. This has happened 
before, notably in the mid-
1920s when masses of 
immigrants poured into 
the United States, mainly 
from eastern and southern 
Europe. Despite the unex-
pectedly high number of 
new hires, there are still 
about 8.8 million unfilled 
job openings in the nation. 
Many of the new employees 
are working in healthcare 
and hospitality, where about 
half of all newly filled jobs 
were so far this year. That 
news reenforces Goldman 
Sachs’ announcement that 
one of the prime reasons we 
are not in a recession while 
the rest of the world is either 
in one or nearly so has been 
our relatively high immi-
gration numbers.
 	 Despite the robust eco-
nomic growth over the last 
sixteen months, the manu-
facturing sector has been 
slipping. That reversed in 
March as the Institute for 
Supply Management (ISM) 
manufacturing index rose 
from 47.8 to 50.3 on a scale 
where numbers at 50 or 
above equate to expansion. 
The change in direction ap-
pears to have been driven by 
production increases and is 
being reinforced by expand-
ing new orders. Meanwhile 
the ISM non-manufacturing 
index fell to 51.4 from last 
month’s 52.7. While that is 
still an indication that eco-
nomic expansion is under-
way, it has now fallen to a 
level that is historically sus-
tainable.
 	 All that good news was, 
of course, reported as bad 
news by some news media 
companies who have a lot 
riding on the economy do-
ing badly or are fearful that 

the Federal Reserve will 
not cut interest rates soon. 
Many commentators con-
tinue to insist that the Fed 
will make three or even 
four interest rate cuts soon, 
but Fed Governor Bostik 
warned that he believes 
there will be no interest rate 
cuts before the fourth quar-
ter.
 	 The theme in the Amer-
ican economy remains sol-
idly different from anything 
we have seen in the past 
half century or more. In-
terest-rate sensitive sectors 
remain in a slump while 
the services sector, which is 
80% of our economy, is still 
growing strongly. Corpo-
rate America appears to be 
doing well, particularly in 
those companies that have 
publicly traded shares. The 
Philadelphia Fed’s Survey 
of Professional Forecasters 
indicates a consensus of 
a 3.8% growth in GDP for 
2024, while equity analysts 
appear to agree that average 
public company earnings 
will rise about 11.5%. De-
spite the clear evidence of 
expansion, including aver-
age wages being up about 
4.1% from a year ago, many 
consumers report they be-
lieve we are in a recession. 
Despite the near record low 
unemployment levels, and 
increases in wages, and 
orders, the belief persists. 
It also appears that what a 
person believes is happen-
ing in the economy is high-
ly dependent on how they 
get their news. Generally 
speaking, those who de-
pend on politically focused 
television sources believe 
we are in bad shape, while 
those who read the news, 
either in newspapers, or on-
line, have a much more real-
istic and optimistic view of 
our current economic situa-
tion.
 	 We are pleased to report 
once again that the Amer-
ican economy is charging 
ahead at or even a little 
ahead of its long-term ca-
pacity. It just doesn’t get 
much better than this.

American economy is 
charging ahead

	 Writer Coleman Hughes 
went on “The View” and 
was greeted almost as 
though he had shown up 
wearing a white hood.
	 Hughes, a soft-spoken 
black intellectual who is a 
political independent, was 
talking about his new book, 
“The End of Race Politics: 
Arguments for a Colorblind 
America.” 
	 Once upon a time, color-
blindness was an uncontro-
versial idea. It was consid-
ered a core American ideal 
and worth aspiring to, even 
if we were failing to live 
up to it. In recent decades, 
though, it has run into a 
buzz-saw of opposition. 
It clashes with the Left’s 
near-theological commit-
ment to racial preferences, 
especially on college cam-
puses, and with fashionable  
new forms of left-wing ra-
cialism.
	 So it is naive, out-of-date, 
and, worse, even a tool of 
oppression used by sneaky 
racists to hide their malig-
nant designs in lofty rhet-
oric. This was the attitude 
of co-host Sunny Hostin 
when Hughes showed up on 
set. She declared that color-
blindness has been “co-opt-
ed” by conservatives and 
that the widely respected 
Hughes is a “charlatan.” For 
the offense, mind you, of ar-
guing that people should be 
treated equally regardless 
of their race. 
	 Thoughtless even by 
the standards of a panel-
ist of “The View,” Hostin 
was easily outmatched by 
Hughes, who pushed back 
without getting flustered or 
raising his voice. He even 
won occasional applause 
from the studio audience 
for ideas that still, despite 
all that has been done to 
belittle them, have strong 
common-sense appeal in 
America. 
	 As Coleman notes in 
his book, a devotion to col-

and a narrative of racial 
conflict has gained more 
traction in recent years. 
Hughes attributes the sense 
of worsening race relations 
since 2013 to the rise of 
social media and the ac-
celerated spread of racially 
charged false stories and 
myths. We’ve talked, and 
clicked, our way into be-
lieving we are in a state of 
racial crisis. 
	 The neo-racists fan 
the dissension by attribut-
ing any racial disparity in 
America to racism and ig-
noring the influence of de-
mographics, geography and 
especially culture. They 
disregard, or disparage, 
all the indicators of racial 
progress, which are incon-
venient to their simplistic 
condemnations of Ameri-
can society as fundamental-
ly and irredeemably racist. 
	 For Hughes, the alterna-
tives are  “a grim world in 
which whites and non-white 
eternally swap the roles of 
the oppressor and the op-
pressed,” or a world where 
we “recommit ourselves to 
the principles that motivat-
ed the civil rights move-
ment.” This wouldn’t seem 
a difficult choice. Yet, the 
very notion of colorblind-
ness is now anathema to 
much of progressive Amer-
ica. Sunny Hostin is sadly 
representative in her reflex-
ive hostility to the belief 
that we should -- and can 
-- treat one another without 
regard to race. So much the 
worse for her.

orblindness runs through

	 The Left always wants

SLOW — DANGER AHEAD

Some plays in bridge are not seen 
very often, largely because the oppor-
tunity to use them is relatively rare. But 
when they arise, they can spell the dif-
ference between success and failure, 
so the conscientious player must con-
tinuously be on the lookout for them.

Take this case from a team-of-four 
match. At both tables South got to four 

hearts and West led the king of clubs. 
This was followed at each table by a 
spade shift at trick two.

At the first table, declarer won the 
spade with dummy’s king and, in an 
attempt to reduce the possibility of a 
spade ruff, led a heart to the ace and 
continued with the jack.

This approach failed to produce the 
desired result when West took the jack 
with the king and shifted to a diamond. 
Declarer put up dummy’s king, but 
East won with the ace and returned a 
spade, ruffed by West, so the contract 
went down one.

At the second table, West’s spade 
shift at trick two was also taken in 
dummy, but South found a superior 
line of play that enabled him to make 
the contract. At trick three, he led the 
queen of clubs from dummy and, after 
East followed low, discarded the ten of 
diamonds!

West took the queen with the ace 
and switched to a diamond, but the 
bird had by this time flown the coop. 
South ruffed, played the ace and queen 
of hearts and easily scored the rest of 
the tricks. He had executed a “scissors 
coup” — a play designed to cut com-
munications between the defenders in 
order to defuse an impending threat.
