Budget, tax rate hearings set

Village of Salado alder-
men will conduct a public
hearing on the proposed
2024-25 budget at 6:30 p.m.
Aug. 22 at the municipal
building, 301 N. Stagecoach
Rd. in Salado.

A public hearing on the
proposed tax rate of $0.4860
per $100 valuation will be
held at 6:30 p.m. Aug. 26 at
the Municipal Building.

Following the public
hearing on Aug. 26, the
board of aldermen will adopt
the FY 2024-25 budget and
set the tax rate.

The general operating
budget will have $2.4 million
in expenditures. It will be a
budget surpluse of $136,500.
The 2023-24 general operat-
ing budget was a deficit bud-

get of $394,896.41

The proposed budget will
be funded in part by a pro-
posed property tax rate of
$0.4860 per $100 valuation,
an increase of more than
25% over the current total
property tax rate of $0.3947.
This will increase property
tax revenues by more than
$600,000 to about $1.2 mil-
lion.

Total general fund rev-
enues will be $2.5 million,
$564,563.70 more than last
year

General fund expens-
es will increase by only
$33,117.29 over last year.
Most of this is due to
$200,000 in Street Depart-
ment capital outlay being
eliminated and $30,000 in
Park capital outlay being el-
eminated.

The village will end 24-

25 with a $136,550 surplus,
compared to a budget deficit
of $394,846.41 last year.
The Hotel Occupancy Tax
budget will be $265,000 in
income and $272,461 in ex-
penses.

The Wastewater Fund to
operate the Village sewer
system estimates $275,300
in revenues and $341,850,
requiring a transfer from
the general fund. To-date,
the Village has transferred
$567,875.76 from its general
fund to the wastewater fund.

The interest & sinking
fund (paying for the bonds
to build the Village sewer
system), will have $703,980
in revenue with a debt pay-
ment of $701,480. Of that
payment, $570,000 will be
principal and $131,480 will
be in interest.

SWSC announces chlorine
conversion to begin Aug. 26

Beginning Aug. 26, Sal-
ado Water Supply will par-
ticipate with Kempner Wa-
ter Supply Corporation and
TCEQ in a chlorine conver-
sion from chloramine disin-
fectant to free chlorine dis-
infectant in order to obtain a
more consistent disinfection
throughout the system.

Customers affected
will be all customers west
of Williams Road with the
exception of customers on
Lark Trail, St. Matthew, St.
Luke and Smith Dairy Road.

Persons dependent on
dialysis machines should
contact a medical facility
to determine if additional
precautions are required for
medical equipment. In addi-
tion, chlorinated water may
be toxic for fish. If you have
a fish tank, you will need to
make sure the chemicals or
filters you’re using are de-
signed for use in chlorinated
water.

According to a white pa-
per on the City of Hutto web-
site (https://bit.ly/3AzQ41z),
“A free chlorine conversion
(also referred to as a “chlo-
rine burn”) occurs when a
water system that typically
uses chloramine removes
ammonia (needed to form
chloramine) from the treat-
ment process and disinfects
the water with only chlorine.
Chlorine is more effective

than chloramine at inactivat-
ing certain types of bacteria.
Excess ammonia, which can
accumulate in a chloramine-
treated distribution system
over time, is a source of
food for specific types of
bacteria that are harmless to
people. These bacteria can
make it difficult for public
water systems to maintain a
disinfectant residual, which
means that microorganisms
that are harmful to people
can grow.”

“The ‘chlorine burn’
is a common practice by
many public water systems
throughout the country to re-
duce the number of the bac-
teria so that a satisfactory
disinfectant residual can be
maintained throughout the
distribution system. Chlo-
rine conversions can be used
as a preventative strategy
or to stop nitrification (the
microbial process that con-
verts ammonia and similar
nitrogen compounds into ni-
trite and nitrate), which can
diminish water quality,” the
paper states.

“According to a 2016
EPA survey, 25 to 40 percent
of the utilities that use chlo-
ramine reported using free
chlorine burns to control ni-
trification,” the paper states.

The paper states: “A free
chlorine conversion is typi-
cally conducted for two rea-
sons:

“1.Itis often conducted as
a preventative maintenance
measure to kill bacteria that

can make the maintenance
of disinfection residual prob-
lematic. A film can form in
the distribution system pip-
ing that can contain bacte-
ria which use ammonia as a
food source. These bacteria
in this film are harmless to
people. When the water sys-
tem stops adding ammonia,
the bacteria starve. There-
fore, a periodic conversion
to free chlorine is effective
for inactivating these types
of bacteria in piping with
biofilm by interrupting the
supply of ammonia and can
help prevent subsequent is-
sues from occurring.

“2. In rare occasions, if
the distribution system re-
ceives a moderate to exces-
sive amount of ammonia
over long periods of time,
bacteria using ammonia as
a food source can bloom and
cause a loss of disinfectant
residual. As a result, the wa-
ter system may not be able to
maintain the minimum re-
quired disinfectant residual
in the distribution system,
and may receive complaints
regarding taste/odor.

“The conversion to free
chlorine, in conjunction with
increased flushing activi-
ties, assists in removing ex-
cess film from the distribu-
tion system and also starves
these bacteria. The chlorine
conversion helps the system
return to an environment
where the disinfectant re-
sidual can be maintained.”

BoA adopts Comp Plan, TXDOT maintenance agreement

Aldermen formally ad-
opted the 2019 Comprehen-
sive Plan by ordinance at
their Aug. 15 meeting. The
initial Comprehensive Plan
was adopted by ordinance in
2004, according to Village
administrator Manny De La
Rosa. The 2004, 2014 and
2019 Comprehensive Plans
were adopted through board
meeting minutes, not by or-
dinance, according to De La
Rosa.

According to Mayor Bert
Henry, the Village will re-
view and update the Com-
prehensive Plan in-house,
rather than contracting the
work. “This should save

us $50,000 to $75,000,” he
said, adding that the Plan-
ning & Zoning Committee
will work on updating the
2019 plan to present to the
board. Public hearings will
be held on the proposed
Comprehensive Plan during
the process, according to De
La Rosa.

Aldermen renewed a Mu-
nicipal Maintenance Agree-
ment with Texas Department
of Transportation (TXDOT)
for maintenance of state
highways within the Village
boundaries. The agreement
includes changes such as the
following

* requiring  separate
agreements for the instal-
lation of permitted land-
scaping and public art in-

stallations shall be handled
through separate agreements

e clarifying that the city
is responsible for maintain-
ing drainage facilites outside
of the right of way but inside
their city limits

e the city is responsible
for cleanup and litter control
to ensure that drainage fa-
cilities are clear.

The State is responsible
for mowing and litter clean-
up and snow and ice control
on Controlled Access Roads
(I-35 and service roads)
“on the City’s request and
if State resources are avail-
able.”

According to the MMA,
the Village is responsible for
mowing and litter cleanup
of the right of way on non-

controlled access highways
in the Village limits.
Alderman  MacDonald
made the motion to approve
the MMA as written, receiv-
ing a second from Hurst and
passing unanimously.
Aldermen approved Or-
dinance 2024-11, amend-
ing ordinance 2001.12 and
2001.20 establishing a po-
lice department by authoriz-
ing the addition of up to 10
reserve officers, establishing
qualifications and standards
for police reserve officers
and declaring that police
reserve officers are volun-
teers and shall serve without
compensation. Mayor Pro
Tem Bell made the motion,
receiving a second from Al-
derman Hurst and passing

unanimously.

Aldermen approved Or-
dinance 2024-12 prohibiting
trespassing on public prop-
erty on a motion by Alder-
man Hurst, receiving a sec-
ond from Bell and passing
unanimously.

Aldermen held the first
reading of Ordinance 2024-
13 regulating water and
sewer line extensions, which
will establish methods for
determining pro rata costs
for extending sewer lines to
properties that are not cur-
rently served by the sewer
system. The Ordinance re-
quires annexation into the
Village of properties in the
ETJ seeking sewer service.

Prior to the business
agenda, aldermen heard re-

ports from the Village ad-
ministrator, the Police Chief
Allen Fields and Tourism
Marketing Manager Deanna
Whitson.

De La Rosa said the Vil-
lage is still in the hiring
process for a public works
worker.

Chief Allen Fields report-
ed on the FLOCK cameras
and calls for service for the
month.

Whitson reported that
the visitsaladotexas.com app
had 201 users in July with
211 sessions and 1,611 pa-
geviews. The visitors center
had 204 visitors in July.

The next regular meeting
of the Board of Aldermen
will be 6:30 p.m. Sept. 5 at
the Municipal Building.

S&P Stock Index up 26%;
Consumer Price Index
shows inflation slowing

The Markets

August is sometimes re-
ferred to as “the doldrums”
in the markets as many of
the movers and shakers on
Wall Street are tradition-
ally avoiding the worst of
the summer’s heat at their
vacation homes. This year,
they must have come back
early, perhaps spurred on by
the downdraft that hit the
markets last week, because
August has been anything
but dull this year. The S&P
500 Stock Index (SPX), in
our view, the best, if often
flawed, broad market indi-
cator, shot upward sudden-
ly at the opening bell first
Tuesday morning, and after
climbing steadily on Tues-
day and Wednesday, bolted
upward again at Thursday’s
bell and kept going. As the
market week ended, the
closing bell marked a jolt-
ing 3.93% rise in the Index
to close at 5554.25! That de-
lightful close left the grand
old Index up 16.45% this
year, 26.11% in a full year,
and almost 24% since three
years ago. Yes, you read
right, it is up more in the last
year than in the last three!
Our other followed market
marker, the CRSP US Mid
Cap Value Index, joined
the party, rising 2.17% to
2738.58, leaving it up 9.24%
this year and 15.65% higher
than a year ago.

The benchmark 10-year
U.S. Treasury note finished
the week near its starting
point with a 3.89% yield.
The 30-year bond yielded
4.15%, and the one-month
T-note held nearly steady
at 5.53% annualized. West
Texas Intermediate crude
oil (WTI) finished the US
market week at $76.74 per
barrel, having moved little
in the last year.

The Economy

Last week, a large ele-
ment in Monday’s market
mini-panic was the ongoing
and apparently deeply held
belief that the U.S. econo-
my is in trouble. This week
it became considerably
more apparent that it is not.
On the contrary, as people
used to say, it is roaring

along with “A full head of
steam.” Perhaps most amaz-
ing is that the U.S. econo-
my is running close to its
maximum capacity despite
a 5%(+) Federal Reserve
short-term rate. Historical-
ly, the interest rate increases
enacted by the Federal Re-
serve in the last two years
would have taken us into a
serious recession, but in this
case, they have been accom-
panied by exceptionally low

unemployment rates and
exceptionally high GDP
growth.

This week, the Bureau
of Labor Statists (BLS)
announced the Consumer
Price Index (CPI) had risen
only 0.2% in the last month
after falling 0.1% in June,
2.9% from a year ago, and
has declined to an annual-
ized rate of 1.04% over the
past six months. That low
inflation rate over the last
six months was reinforced
by the Producer Price Index
(PPI) release, showing only
a 0.1% rise in wholesale
prices in July. Yet anoth-
er confirmation came too
from the Census Bureau.
U.S. Import-Export Price
Indexes, like the PPI, only
rose 0.1% in July, follow-
ing a 0.3% decline in June,
while July’s export prices
rose 0.7%. Since we import
a lot of what we consume
and almost everything pass-
es through a producer in the
U.S. before it is purchased
by consumers, it is clear that
the upstream flows of goods
and services support this
disinflation trend. The Fed
should be doing a victory
dance as it strongly appears
they are at or even below
their 2% inflation goal.

High interest rates com-
bined with rapidly falling
inflation have historically
signaled a recession dead
ahead. Instead, we see that
Retail Sales, as reported
by the Bureau of Econom-
ic Analysis (BEA), rose a

stunning 1% in July and
have been growing at 2.7%
for the last twelve months.
Consumer spending is the
driving force in our econo-
my, and the biggest part of
that is retail sales. A 2.7%
growth rate is the opposite
of a recession. In many
ways, the NFIB Small Busi-
ness Optimism Index is
another good indicator of
where we are and where we
are likely going. That ob-
scure index stood at 91.5 in
June but rose in July to 93.7,
its highest reading in over
two years.

So, why is our economy
thriving despite high short-
term interest rates and rap-
idly falling inflation? His-
torically, two elements have
enabled an economy to do
so: increases in productivi-
ty and the workforce. In the
second quarter of this year,
productivity grew at the as-
tonishing rate of 2.3%, but
that would not be enough to
hold us out of recession and
create the growth we have
seen. The other element is
growth in the workforce.
The Federal Reserve Bank
of Dallas and the Congres-
sional Budget Office have
published a report suggest-
ing that immigration has
driven the outsized growth
in the labor force we have
seen in the past few years as
it offset the labor force re-
duction created by retiring
baby boomers and the gen-
eral aging of the native pop-
ulation. Their report states
that a large portion of the
U.S. labor force growth in
the past few years has come
from ready-to-work immi-
grants. This has happened
before. The exceptional
U.S. GDP growth in the late
1800s and into the first two
decades of the 20th century
was generated by immigra-
tion as was about 45% of
the job growth from 2010 to
2019.
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Sword of Damocles hangs
over Village of Salado’s head
Here are some steps to fix it

A sword of Damocles
hangs over the head of the
Village of Salado in the
form of $996.473 in escrow
payments by developers that
will in the future come due.
However, the Village failed
to fully encumber those
funds by leaving the depos-
its in its general operating
account, rather than creating
a separate deposit account to
keepsafe those funds.

The proposed budget
does little to nothing to ad-
dress this looming situation.
Instead, it increases the bud-
gets of the Administration,
Development Services and
Public Safety departments
by $249901.24. The pro-
posed budget cuts the Streets
Department by $216,000
and the Parks Department
by $26,500.

The  proposed  bud-
get achieves a surplus of
$136,550, of which $70,000
will be transferred to an In-
terest and Sinking fund and
$65,550 will be transferred
to the deficit Wastewater
Operating fund.

We suggest some dras-
tic changes be made in this
and future budgets, as well
as operating and reporting
standards going forward.

First, we suggest that
this year’s budget be a truly
frozen budget for the Ad-
ministration Development
Services and Public Safety
departments in order to re-
alize $249,901.24 in savings
this year. A look back over
the past several years shows
that these three departments
have grown remarkably,
while Streets and Parks have
languished at very much the
same levels of spending.

Further, we suggest that
the Village form a new op-
erating account to earmark
those Escrow deposits from
developers. This is what was
done with the funds raised
for the All Abilities Play-
ground. This is what should
have been in 2023 when the
Village first received those
Escrow payments. While
the fund balance sheets ac-
curately report them as a li-
ability, the general operating

fund balance showed a more
glowing picture of money
that wasn’t really the Vil-
lage’s to spend on anything.
This cannot be undone. It
can be fixed by earmarking
the surplus of $319.901.24
in an Escrow set-aside.
Further, the Village should
transfer $216,369 from its
General Fund to the Es-
crow set-aside fund. These
two measures will account
for more than $535,000 of
the Escrow amount. This
will leave the Village with
a general fund balance of
$600,000, or about three
months of operating costs.
In FY 2026 and 2027,
the Village should transfer
$200,000 each year to the
Escrow set-aside fund to
bring it up over $900,000.
Further, the Village must
get the Wastewater Oper-
ating fund to break even or
turn a profit. The Wastewa-
ter Operating fund owes
the General Operating fund
about $200,000 after last
month’s transfer of more
than $300,000. It has oper-
ated at a substantial loss ev-
ery year since its beginning.
The Village can stem this
loss somewhat by making
sure that all properties in
its CCN, including CEFCO
and Bush’ Chicken, are tied
onto the sewer and paying
sewer bills just like the rest
of the 100 or so businesses
and homes that were forced
to tie-in within a 90-180 day
window. Bush’s and CEFCO
benefited from an ordinance
written specifically to allow
them to put off tying in for
several years because they
had installed on-site sys-
tems just before the sewer
was completed. That time
passed two years ago, but
neither has been approached
that they must tie-in, until
Manny De La Rosa came on

board.

Wisely, the Village has
put the new Municipal
Building on hold. We im-
plore the Village to contin-
ue its commitment to fund-
ing the Royal Street project
through issuing certificates
of obligation (and properly
accounting for the annual
payments in the budgeting
process as it does so).

The Village should have
a goal, after meeting the
Escrow obligation, to add
$200,000 per year to the
Streets department and to
earmark those funds by cre-
ating a separate account for
those expenditures. That
$200,000 could be used to
retire a well-defined Streets
Program that looks at the
long term needs of our
roads. Even at a 6% rate,
the Village could retire $3
million in debt over a 20
year period.

The burden will become
less and less as the Village
developments of Sanctu-
ary and Mustang Springs
at Salado come to fruition.
We think there are bright
days ahead for the Village
of Salado, but we are cur-
rently in perhaps the dark-
est period financially that
we have seen.

Only by the Village
Administrator, Mayor and
Board of Aldermen mak-
ing hard decisions right
now and for the near future
will the thread holding the
Sword of Damocles keep
us safe from certain finan-
cial doom as a community.

Another popular
hunt, the Exotic Safari, of-
fers the winner and a guest
a chance to hunt gemsbok
and scimitar-horned oryx at
Mason Mountain Wildlife
Management Area. The Ul-
timate Mule Deer Hunt of-
fers a three-to five-day hunt
for mature mule deer in the

Texas Panhandle.

Big Time Texas Hunt
participants have helped
raise more than $21.3 mil-
lion over 27 years to fund
wildlife research, habitat
conservation and public
hunting access. The 2023-
24 hunting season raised
more than $1.3 million and
was the fourth year in a row
with sales exceeding $1
million.

Conservation efforts
funded by Big Time Texas
Hunts include desert big-
horn sheep restoration work
in West Texas, thousands
of acres of brush control
work across the state for the
benefit of species like mule
deer, pronghorn and quail
and multiple grassland res-
toration projects. Public
hunting efforts include the
funding of numerous public
hunting leases and the pur-
chase of hunting equipment
such as ADA-accessible
blinds for several Wildlife
Management Areas.

Hunting, fishing licenses on sale now

Fall is drawing near and
that means the beginning
of new hunting and fishing
seasons. Prior to ventur-
ing to the water or hitting
the field, the Texas Parks
and Wildlife Department
(TPWD) reminds hunters
and anglers to purchase
their new licenses for the
2024-25 season.

Current-year Texas hunt-
ing and fishing licenses
(except the Year-from-Pur-
chase All-Water Fishing
Package) expire at the end
of August. Licenses for the
2024-25 season went on
sale Aug. 15.

Texans purchase more
than 3.9 million hunting
and fishing licenses annual-
ly, directly funding a multi-
tude of conservation efforts
and recreational opportu-
nities. Some of the many
projects made possible by
license sales include fish
stocking, wildlife manage-
ment, habitat restoration,
public hunting leases, river
fishing access and Texas
Game Wardens.

Outdoorsmen and wom-
en can purchase a variety
of licenses through the of-
ficial TPWD website, or
in-person at retail loca-
tions throughout the state
or TPWD offices. They can
also purchase by phone at
(800) 895-4248 during reg-
ular business hours, though
they may experience long
hold times during peak
calling periods such as the
beginning of the season. A
$5 administrative fee ap-
plies to phone and online
purchases.

Resident hunters and an-
glers continue to have the
option to purchase a fully
digital license for several
license types, including the
super combo (Items 111,
117), youth hunting (Item
169) or lifetime combo
(Item 990), Hunting (Item
991), or Fishing tags (Item
992). Customers can also
purchase other products
such as the exempt angler

tag (Item 257), bonus red
drum (Item 599) and spot-
ted seatrout tags (Item 596).

Customers  purchasing
a physical super combo li-
cense should note that the
new spotted seatrout tag
prints on a second docu-
ment. For anglers purchas-
ing a physical saltwater or
all-water license, the spot-
ted seatrout tag prints on
the license document.

The digital license op-
tion is available through
online purchase only when
licenses go on sale Aug. 15.
Digital license holders will
not receive a printed license
or tags but must keep their
digital license available
via mobile device while in
the field. Digital tagging is
required of digital license
holders through the Texas
Hunt & Fish mobile app.
The license can be viewed
through the Texas Hunt &
Fish and TPWD Outdoor
Annual mobile apps.

TPWD encourages re-
peat license buyers to use
the expedited checkout pro-
cess. This speeds up the sale
of new licenses by allowing
customers to re-purchase
licenses bought in recent
years.

Customers can provide
proof of licensure in several
ways other than your physi-
cal license: (1) an electronic
photo of their licenses, (2)
an emailed receipt of their
purchases; (3) their account
in the online license sales
system; (4) via license look-
up in the Outdoor Annual
app or Texas Hunt & Fish.

Hunting and fishing reg-
ulations for the 2024-25
season are available online
at outdoorannual.com, or
the Outdoor Annual mobile
app. The mobile app is free,
and once downloaded, it
works without internet con-
nectivity, making it easy for
hunters and anglers to view
regulations in even the most
remote locations. Other fea-
tures include license look-
up, location-based func-

tionality such as “Hunting
Seasons and Regulations by
Location,” “Where to Fish,”
and more.

er could then do no better than lead a
second club. West won with the ace
and cashed the 8-2 of diamonds to set
the contract, scoring three diamonds
and two club tricks in all.

Had declarer paid more attention to
his diamond holding at the outset, he
would have made the contract with an
overtrick. Assuming West was lead-
ing his fourth-best diamond, the Rule
of Eleven would have indicated the
winning play.

South should simply subtract four
— the spot-card led — from elev-
en, which reveals that there are sev-
en cards higher than the four in the
North, East and South hands. Since
declarer can see six of these cards in
his own hand and dummy, East can
have only one card higher than the
four.

South should therefore play the nine
of diamonds from dummy at trick
one. If East’s diamond is the seven or
eight, the nine will hold the trick, and
declarer will still have the suit doubly
stopped. If East produces the king or
queen of diamonds, South takes the
ace and again has diamonds doubly
stopped.

Declarer’s aim from the start is to
establish his clubs before West can
establish his diamonds. By playing a
