Village to pursue $2+ mil
for fed grant local matches

Salado aldermen, at
their Oct. 3 meeting, autho-
rized Village Administra-
tor Manny De La Rosa to
pursue funding the Village
20% share of more than $2
million for several major
infrastructure projects that
have been approved for 80%
federal funding.

“We paused these pro-
grams,”

The Royal Street Project
consists of mill and overlay
of the existing roadway, in-
stall ribbon curb and side-
walk along Royal Street
from Smith Branch Rd. to
FM 2268 (Main Street.).

Under the agreement,
the Village will be respon-
sible for any relocation of
utilities, performing envi-
ronmental assessment and
mitigation, providing ar-
chitectural and engineering
services and acquiring any
right-of-way and real prop-
erty.

The total estimated con-
struction cost for the project
is $2.1 million. Of that, the
federal government will pay
80% ($1.68 million) and
the Village will pay 20%
($420,000). Other costs to
be borne by the Village in-
clude environmental costs
of $5,040, right-of-way
costs of $1,680, engineer-
ing costs of $11,760, utility
costs of $1,680 and State
direct construction costs of
$21,840 for a total cost to
the Village of $462,000.

The state will pay
$99.750 in indirect state
costs.

Total cost for the project
is $2,241,750.

The Mill Creek Dr. proj-
ect will place an ADA-com-
pliant sidewalk in the Mill
Creek Dr. right-of-way from
Chisholm Trail to connect
to the sidewalk on North
Main St. at Mill Creek Dr.

The Mill Creek Dr.
sidewalk project is fund-
ed through an 80% fed-

eral/20% local grant. The
project totals $1,119,016,
with the Village share of
20% being $216,034. State
share is $38,844 and federal
share is $1,080,172.

The Williams Rd. side-
walk project will place
ADA-compliant sidewalks
along Williams Rd. from
FM 1670 to West Village
Rd. to connect to the side-
walk system there.

It has a total esti-
mated cost of $662,838
with the federal share of
$492,534.40, the state par-
ticipation of $33,192.00
and the Village share of
$137,111.60.

The total Village costs
associated with these proj-
ects is $815,145.60.

Aldermen, on a motion
by Mayor Pro Tem Rod-
ney Bell and a second by
alderman Jasen Graham,
unanimously  authorized
De La Rosa to pursue op-
tions to fund the Village
portions of the three proj-
ects, including certificate
of obligation. Certificates
of obligation are similar
to tradition bond funding,
but do not require voter ap-
proval. The amortization of
$815,145.60 in debt at 5.5%
for 20 years would require
$5,607 monthly payments,
or $67,284 per year.

The board, on a mo-
tion by alderman Michael
MacDonald and second
by alderman Zach Hurst,
unanimously approved
authorizing De La Rosa
to pursue funding for the
Village portion of a $1.5
million federal grant to
expand the current waste-
water treatment plant from
its 200,000 gallon per day
capacity to 300,000 gallons
per day. The Village portion
of the project is $300,000.
The 20-year amortization of
$300,000 debt at 5.5% will
require monthly payments
of $2,063.66, or $24,763.92
per year.

The board, on a mo-
tion by Bell and second

by Graham, unanimously
approved pursuing the lo-
cal match of a $5.5 million
Housing and Urban Devel-
opment grant for the expan-
sion of West Village Rd.
to include sidewalks and
drainage. The Village share
is $1.1 million. The 20-year
amortization of $1.1 million
at 5.5% will require month-
ly payments of $7,566.76 or
$90,301.12.

The total Village
debt for these projects is
$2,215,145.60. The to-
tal annual debt payments
for the projects could be
$182,849.04.

The Village budgeted
$70,000 in the 2024-25
budget for interest and sink-
ing to retire future debt for
infrastructure.

In other business, alder-
men held over the public
hearing on the creation of
the Mustang Springs Public
Improvement District until
Nov. 7 in order to get more
information on the develop-
ment.

The development, Mus-
tang Springs at Salado, sits
on 1,105 off of FM 2843 on
property that was volun-
tarily annexed into the Vil-
lage through an agreement
between the Village and de-
veloper, Kerby Enterprises.

Mustang Springs at Sala-
do will have more than 500
estate lots of 1+ acres, 98
acres of mixed use and 22
acres for other amenities,
including a lake and a club-
house for property owners.

There is room for a fu-
ture police and fire station
and extensive parks and
trails.

The development will
have 165 garden home lots,
282 multi-family units, 190
townhouse units and 29
acres for commercial and
office space. The commer-
cial and office center will
be 311,000 sq. ft. under
roof.

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US economy adds 254,000
non-farm jobs in Sept.

The Markets

The S&P 500 Stock In-
dex (SPX), our primary, if
flawed, measure of traded
equity shares in the United
States, turned in another
mild gain for the week, ris-
ing 0.22% to 5751.07. That
minuscule increase leaves
it 20.57% higher than when
the year began, up almost
35% from a year ago, and
with a total 33.37% rise in
the last three years. Trans-
lated into a compound re-
turn, the SPX has risen at
a nominal rate of return
of just over 10% for three
years. Since inflation has
averaged about 4.7% for
that period, the Index has
generated a net average rate
of return of about 5.3%.
Adding the SPX dividend
rate of about 1.5% gives a
net total return (before tax-
es) of about 6.8%, or about
its very long-term average.
The other stock index we
follow, the CRSP US Mid
Cap Value Index, slipped
about 0.16% for the week to
close at 2885.96, up about
30% from last October.

The benchmark 10-year
U.S. Treasury note ended
the week with a yield of
3.98% as the Treasury yield
curve from the 2-year note
out to the 20-year bond
creeps closer to becoming
positive. The I-month T-
bill yield rose to 5.01%, an-
nualized, while the 30-year
bond climbed to 4.26%.
Since market prices for
bonds fall as the yield in-
creases, that was not good
news for bondholders. The
front-month price for West
Texas Intermediate crude
oil (WTTI) rose to $74.63 per
barrel, up from last week’s
$68.17 on fears of damage
to Iranian oil supplies and
anticipated increased de-
mand in the U.S.

The Economy

There was no doubt
about the economics head-
line this week. The U.S.
Bureau of Labor Statistics
(BLS), another of our favor-
ite governmental agencies,
announced in its monthly
Employment Situation re-
port on Friday that total

non-farm payroll employ-
ment increased by 254,000
in September. Before the
announcement, economists
generally agreed that the
number would be 140,000
as they once more under-
estimated the strength of
the U.S. economic engine.
Then, as if an extra 114,000
jobs weren’t a big enough
surprise, July’s additional
jobs report was revised up-
ward by 55,000 from 89,000
to 144,000, and the Au-
gust report was increased
by 17,000 to 159,000. The
household survey vali-
dated those numbers, indi-
cating the unemployment
rate had dropped to 4.1%.
Those increases raised the
average monthly net U.S.
job creation over the last
twelve months to 203,000.
They also suggested that
the economy was not slip-
ping into recession and ap-
peared to be accelerating!
If total employment is the
prime indicator of where
the economy is, then it
would seem that the bottom
of our economic cycle was
in April or June, when new
job creation dropped to just
over 100,000 per month.
The so-called “soft land-
ing” that is the ideal of ev-
ery Federal Reserve when
fighting inflation appears
to have come and gone as
employment and GDP rise
into another economic ex-
pansion phase.

The employment report
and the recent inflation data
are about as close to the
ideal as one could imagine,
but it is not all good news.
Longer-term interest rates
responded to the robust
jobs report by rising, and
mortgages were included
in those rates. In the past
few months, as the belief
spread that the economy
might be slowing, mortgage
interest rates fell from over
seven percent to just above
six percent, triggering a

spate of mortgage refinanc-
ings. With the employment
report suggesting that the
economy was speeding up,
mortgage rates have begun
to creep upward again.

The Institute for Sup-
ply Management (ISM)
announced its ISM Non-
manufacturing Index for
September rose to 54.9
from last month’s 51.5 on a
scale where numbers above
50 indicate expanding busi-
ness. The Index had fallen
below 50 in April and again
in June, sparking fears of an
impending recession, but
it has now been rising for
three months as businesses
report growing demand.
The Manufacturing Index
remained static at 47.2, but
manufacturers are not lay-
ing off workers, so things
may not be as bad as they
look. The ISM noted that
historically, manufactur-
ing only contracts at lev-
els below 42.5. During the
first eight months of 2024,
construction spending rose
7.6% compared to the same
period in 2023, according to
the Census Bureau.

Still, all is not roses and
cream. The conflict be-
tween Iran and Israel has
the potential to drive oil
prices up and disrupt com-
merce. Europe is still teeter-
ing on the edge of recession,
and China may be replaying
the drama of 2014-2015,
when the central govern-
ment of the PRC attempted
to get its economy out of
a slump by stimulating its
stock market. The market
advanced until it didn’t and
then fell dramatically. Un-
less the underlying issues
with real estate and debt are
addressed, the potential for
an economic shock from
that region remains.

Once more, we must
conclude that the U.S. econ-
omy is healthy, robust, and
driving forward at near its
maximum sustainable rate.
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Uncontrolled West Side
barf approved by BoA

To the Editor:

What makes Salado dif-
ferent from other cities up
and down I-35?

It is the culture, ambi-
ance and identity of Sal-
ado involved in look, feel
and kinds of businesses
in Salado (all hereinafter
“Culture”). We all came to
Salado for that Culture. We
elected aldermen to pre-
serve that Culture. They
are not.

Salado is growing and if
the Culture does not grow
with it, Salado will be sub-
sumed by the urban sprawl
we all came to Salado to es-
cape.

The West Side is highly
visible to I-35 and is part of
setting the Culture of Sal-
ado for residents, non-resi-
dents and visitors in future
growth.

Yet now the West Side
looks the same as you see
up and down I-35.

It is uncontrolled barf.

I do not want more barf,
I do not believe the citizens
of Salado want more barf.
And the Planning & Zon-
ing Commission (“P&Z”)
board voted — after 2 years
of hearings where stake-
holders agreed to reason-
able restrictions and goals
— to limit barf on the West
Side.

Yet last Thursday, on its
own initiative, and without
P&Z proposal, the Board of
Aldermen (BOA) proposed
and denied reasonable re-
strictions to encourage the
culture and esthetics of
Salado on the West Side.
The BOA denied any West
Side Overlay (more recently
called the I-35 Corridor
Overlay).  Aldermen ig-
nored the due process of the
P&Z it established.

And this denial was not
even based on a proposal by
the P&Z for the BOA to act
on. At the last P&Z meet-
ing the West Side Overlay
draft was tabled to consider
its boundaries. The tabled
WSO draft can be found at
https://www.saladotx.gov/
meetings?field_microsite_
tid_1=27, 10/03/24 Agenda
Packet, Item 6D, pg 48.

This denial was in bla-
tant disregard for 2 years of
hearings, meetings, citizen
comment and workshops by
the P&Z to develop reason-
able restrictions and goals
for the West Side such as
building size, signage and
parking, as well as a vision
statement encouraging har-
mony and consistency with
the Culture of Salado.

Outright denial without
even a motion by P&Z was
a great disservice to Salado
citizens.

Why would citizens of
Salado participate in a zon-
ing or land use discussion
when public hearings, meet-
ings, input and workshops
by the P&Z are completely
disregarded?

But the Aldermen were
persuaded to kill any West
Side Overlay by West Side
property owners who they
cited but didn’t identify,
who did not appear at the
Aldermen meeting, and
who have not appeared at
prior P&Z public hearings
or made comment. Some
claim prior bad P&Z meet-

ing notice, but I find that
untenable because I was at
the meetings.

Regardless, the Mayor
made up his own motion, a
motion without a final prod-
uct from the P&Z, and Al-
dermen denied a West Side
Overlay that was not even
complete.

Aldermen were elected
specifically to regulate and
be discerning about the
kind of and the presenta-
tion of businesses allowed
in Salado. They have failed
and have bent over to un-
known property interests on
the West Side to the detri-
ment of residents and other
businesses in Salado.

Reasonable and simple
restrictions do not mean no
growth or decreased prop-
erty values. They mean
more growth and greater
property values for the West
Side and all of Salado.

If you value the Cul-
ture of Salado, support the
P&Z. Tell Aldermen you
want restrictions on West
Side growth to preserve the
Culture of Salado. Email
contacts for Aldermen are
at  Saladotx.gov/board-al-
dermen.

More importantly, this
is the time to sign up and
make public comment at
the next Aldermen meeting
on October 17th at 6:30 pm.

Best way to counter

“bad Al” isn’t “no Al” --
it’s “good Al”

Could terrorists or other
bad actors use artificial in-
telligence to create a deadly
pandemic?

Scientists at Harvard and
the Massachusetts Institute
of Technology conducted
an experiment to find out
last year. Researchers asked
a group of students, none
of whom had specialized
training in the life scienc-
es, to use Al tools, such as
OpenAl’'s ChatGPT-4, to
develop a plan for how to
start a pandemic. In just an
hour, participants learned
how to procure and syn-
thesize deadly pathogens
like smallpox in ways that
evade existing biosecurity
systems.

Al cannot yet manu-
facture a national security
crisis. But as biotechnology
becomes more advanced,
policymakers are under-
standably worried that it’ll
be increasingly easy to cre-
ate a bioweapon. So they’re
starting to take action to
regulate the emerging Al
industry.

Their efforts are well-
intentioned. But it’s criti-
cal that policymakers avoid
focusing too narrowly on
catastrophic risk and in-
advertently hamstring the
creation of positive Al tools
that we need to tackle fu-
ture crises. We should aim
to strike a balance.

Al tools have enormous
positive potential. For in-
stance, Al technologies like
AlphaFold and RFdiffusion
have already made large

strides in designing novel
proteins that could be used
for medical purposes.

The same sort of tech-
nologies can also be used
for evil, of course.

Once a potential bio-
weapon is identified -- may-
be with the help of Al -- a
malicious actor could order
a custom strand of DNA
from a commercial provid-
er, who would manufacture
synthetic DNA in a lab and
return it via mail. As experts
at the Center for Security
and Emerging Technology
at Georgetown University
has posited, perhaps that
strand of genetic material
“codes for a toxin or a gene
that makes a pathogen more
dangerous.”

Scientists frequently or-
der synthesized DNA for
projects like cancer and
infectious disease research.
But not all synthetic DNA
providers screen orders or
verify their customers.

Closing such loopholes
will help, but we can’t reg-
ulate away all of the risk.
It’d be wiser to beef up our
defenses by investing in Al-
enabled early-detection sys-
tems.

Today, the Centers for
Disease Control and Pre-
vention’s Traveler-based
Genomic Surveillance pro-
gram partners with airports
nationwide to gather and
analyze wastewater and na-
sal swab samples to catch
pathogens as they enter our
borders. Other systems are
in place for tracking par-
ticular pathogens within
cities and communities. But

existing detection systems
are likely not equipped for
novel agents designed with
AT’s help.

The U.S. intelligence
community is already in-
vesting in Al-powered ca-
pabilities to defend against
next-generation threats.
IARPA’s FELIX program,
in partnership with pri-
vate biotech firms, yielded
first-in-class AI that can
distinguish genetically
engineered threats from
naturally-occurring  ones,
and identify what has been
changed and how.

We have barely begun
to tap the potential of Al to
detect and protect against
biological threats. In the
case of a novel infectious
disease, these systems have
the power to determine how
and when a pathogen has
mutated. That can enable
the speedy development of
vaccines and treatments
specifically tailored to new
variants. Al can also help
predict how a pathogen is
likely to spread.

For these technologies to
play their vital role, leaders
in Washington and around
the world must take steps
to build up our AI defenses.
The best way to counter
“bad AI” isn’t “no AI” --it’s
“good AL
